Well, that extreme drought didn’t last long … 

at least in Chickasaw County.And thanks to the rains that fell over the week-

end of Aug. 6-8 and into the morning of Monday,

Aug. 9, crops are looking much better.
“It helped immensely, no question about it,” 

ISU Extension Agronomist Terry Basol said

Tuesday afternoon, “and honestly, it was a god-

send. If we hadn’t gotten that, I think we might

have been in a world of hurt.”And “that” was rainfall that averaged around 5 

inches in Chickasaw County and included reports

of a dozen inches west of Ionia and more than

nine inches just outside of Nashua.
The National Weather Service’s of  cial report-

ing station, which is located two miles southwest

of Nashua, had 4.92 inches of rain Aug. 6-9.

Average rainfall at the station for the entire

month is 4.42 inches of rain.That rainfall led to an improved report — at 

least in Chickasaw County — from the U.S.

Drought Monitor. One week after the agency said conditions had 

deteriorated from “severe” to “extreme” drought,

the latest report from the agency showed a rapid-

ly improving situation in the county as the north-

ern two-thirds of the county are now in what

of  cials called “moderate” drought while the

southern third of the county returned to “severe”

drought conditions.And a number of farmers who talked to the 

Reporter this week said even though conditions

are obviously drier than normal, they remain

hopeful that yields will be solid this year.
The drought picture showed vast improve-

ment to areas north and east of Nashua. 
All of Howard and Mitchell counties are 

now facing moderate drought conditions while

parts of Winneshiek and Allamakee counties —

albeit relatively small areas —  are now classi  ed

as just abnormally dry for the  rst time since

early June.
But to the south and west of Nashua, the 

drought picture remains worrisome as a large

parts of Bremer and Butler counties and a part

of Floyd County are still dealing with extreme

Take Advantage
Of Open Enrollment
If you work for a midsize 

or large company, you may 
soon be able to review your 
we are entering the open enroll-
ment season. So, consider your 
options carefully, with an eye 
toward making changes appro-
priate for your needs.

Here are some of the key 
areas to look at:

• Retirement plan – 
Depending on your employer, 
you could change your 401(k) 
or similar retirement plan at any 
time of the year, but you might 
want to use the open enrollment 
season to review your contri-
bution amounts. If your salary 
has gone up over the past year, 
you might want to boost your 
pre-tax contributions (including 
catch-up contributions beginning 
at age 50). At a minimum, try 
to put in at least enough to earn 
your employer’s match, if one is 
offered. At the same time, look 
over how your contributions 
are allocated among the various 
investment options in your plan. 
You’ll want your investment 
tolerance and time horizon.

• Life insurance – If your 
employer offers group life insur-
ance at no cost as an employee 
– but be aware that it might not 
be enough to fully protect your 
family should anything happen 
to you. You may have heard 
that you need about seven to 
10 times your annual income as 
but there’s really no one right 
answer for everyone.

Instead, you should evaluate 
various factors — including your 
mortgage, your income, your 
spouse’s income (if applicable), 
your liabilities, the number of 
years until your retirement, num-
ber of children and their future 
educational needs — to deter-
mine how much insurance you 
need. If your employer’s group 
may want to consider adding 
some outside overage.

• Disability insurance – Your 
employer may offer no-cost 
group disability insurance, but 
as is the case with life insurance, 

-

quately protect your income in 
case you become temporarily or 
permanently disabled. In fact, 
many employer-sponsored dis-
ability plans only cover a short 
to gain longer coverage up to 
age 65, you may want to look 
for a separate personal policy. 
Disability policies vary widely 
so you’ll want to do some com-
parison shopping with several 
insurance companies.

• Flexible spending account 
(FSA) lets you contribute up to 
$3,200 pre-tax dollars to pay 
for some out-of-pocket medi-
cal costs, such as prescriptions 
and insurance copayments and 
deductibles. You decide how 
much you want to put into your 
FSA, up to the 2025 limit. You 
generally must use up the funds 
in your FSA by the end of the 
calendar year, but your employ-
er may grant you an extension 
carry over up to $640.

• Health savings account – 
Like an FSA, a health savings 
account (HSA) lets you use pre-
tax dollars to pay out-of-pocket 
medical costs. Unlike an FSA, 
though, your unused HSA con-
tributions will carry over to the 
next year. Also, an HSA allows 
you take withdrawals, though 
they may be assessed a 10% 
penalty. To contribute to an 
HSA, you need to participate in 
a high-deductible health insur-
ance plan.
