After “pausing” the purchase of new 
equipment for two ambulances last 
week, the Chickasaw County Board of 
Supervisors on Tuesday voted 3-2 to 
move ahead with the purchases of new 
heart monitors and CPR machines.

And that leaves the latest off er from 
Chickasaw Ambulance Service owner 

Jeremy McGrath in limbo.
The decision to purchase new 

equipment to place in two new ambu-
lances came after more than two hours 
of discussion that grew testy at times. 
It came fi ve days after supervisors 
not only put that order on pause but 
also appointed an advisory council to 
help get the ambulance service up and 
running. 

That seven-person committee met 

twice over the Labor Day weekend 
and voted 4-3 to recommend accept-
ing McGrath’s proposal to sell a used 
ambulance, cot and equipment to the 
county and also help with the licens-
ing process for the new county-owned 
ambulance for $109,920 and use 
Lifepak heart monitors instead of Zoll 
monitors.

“I think the thought of the commit-
tee was to purchase it so that we had 

a vehicle that 
we were famil-
iar with and to 
have ready to go,” committee 
member Bridget Edson said, “and that 
expedited license [could be a factor], 
in theory, at least.”

Supervisor Jake Hackman agreed.
“It speaks to my concern I’ve 

expressed many times,” he said. “It’s 
already here and it’s ready to go Jan. 

1.”
Board members also spent a con-

siderable amount of time on Monday 
discussing equipping the ambulances

Thank you, Mother Nature
Perfect weather leads to big crowds at the annual Big 4 Fair

With a giant assist from Mother Nature, the 
Big 4 Fair wrapped up a highly successful 2022 
run Monday afternoon.

Now, granted those who put on the annual 
Labor Day weekend event each year in Nashua 
were ready for a rest, but trust us, they weren’t 
complaining.

“It is a lot of work and, oh yeah, you feel it,” 
Big 4 Fair Board Secretary Nancy Hillesheim 
said. “It’s always fun, but there’s always that 
‘thank-God-it’s-Monday’ feeling, too. You know, 
though, when you have weather like we did this 
year — especially Saturday, Sunday and Monday 

— when it’s not so hot, you can handle a lot.”
Although the fair opened on a relatively warm 

and humid Friday, the rest of the weekend saw 
temperatures top out in the 70s, and that led to 
increased attendance at all four of the grand-
stand shows. Participants in the various livestock 
and fl oral shows was also up, Hillesheim said.

Best of all, a lot of folks “stuck around” after 
the grandstand events and shows.

“I’d say it was one of our best years,” said 
Hillesheim, who worked her 41st Big Four Fair 
this past weekend, “and a lot of that has to do 
with the weather. But I think the other thing is 
we tried to have something for everyone and it 
seemed like we did, at least from the comments I 
heard.”

Let’s put it this way, some of the cars competing in the Masters of Disaster Demolition
Derby (above) probably didn’t “go home” after Monday’s grandstand show, but all four
of the fair’s grandstand shows, including the Tough Truck Races (below), drew better
crowds in 2022 than they did a year ago.

with either Lifepak or Zoll mon-
itors. McGrath’s service uses 
Lifepak monitors, and he has 
questioned if the Zoll monitors, 
which proponents say are light-
er and easier to carry, are com-
patible with area hospitals.

Board Chairman Matt Kuhn 
said “fi nding out that they 
don’t recommend you shock a 
patient under the age of 8 with 
a Lifepak is concerning to me,” 
but after the meeting, McGrath 
talked to the manufacturer and 
that simply wasn’t the case.

“I was told today that the 
only thing on their website is it’s 
intended for those 8 and older,” 
he said, “but it can be used on 
younger people.”

Supervisors also spent a 
healthy amount of time discuss-
ing the “extended warranties” 
on the equipment. If the board 
chose not to purchase the longer 
warranties at this time and later 
decided to do so, it would leave 
open the option of accepting 
McGrath’s off er without having 
to do a budget amendment fi rst. 
Because it will take close to a 
month for the board to pass a 
budget amendment, McGrath 
suggested the board hold off  on 
the warranty purchase.

But three supervisors — 
Jason Byrne, Steve Breitbach 
and Kuhn — disagreed and 
voted to purchase both the 
new Zoll monitors as well as 
new CPR machines. Add in 
the cost of the two new ambu-
lances the board approved 
last week, and the county has 
now spent $661,333.20, which 
means it can’t accept McGrath’s 
off er because that would take 
the county over the $750,000 
it currently has budgeted to 
spend.

BOARD MEMBERS also 
discussed a variety of other 
issues with the county-owned 
ambulance service that will pro-
vide service to six Chickasaw 
County cities — New Hampton, 
Bassett, Fredericksburg, Ionia, 
Lawler and North Washington.

Edson told board members 
that the advisory committee 
has learned that Dr. Jack Kline 
of MercyOne New Hampton 
Medical Center is interested in 
serving as the service’s medical 
director.

Byrne had talked with 
Dr. Lucas Brinkman, a 
Fredericksburg physician, who 
told Byrne he wanted to hold 
off  on making a decision until 
a director for the service was 
named. And Brinkman also was 
only interested if the medical 
director was a paid position.

Where the new ambulanc-
es will be housed remained up 
in the air, although Republican 
supervisor candidate Scott 
Cerwinske suggested the service 
be located at the Heritage prop-

erty south of New Hampton.
“You already have living 

quarters,” he said. “You push 
it closer to the four-lane high-
way because is this the New 
Hampton Ambulance or the 
Chickasaw County Ambulance? 
… It’s only your second crew 
that’s going to be paged that has 
to drive down there.”

County resident Kathy 
Shekleton agreed. “You’re 
talking about driving four miles; 
you’re acting like it’s 50 miles.”

Emergency Management 
Agency Director Jeff  Bernatz 
said housing the ambulanc-
es at the Community Services 
Building made much more 
sense when it comes to response 
times, especially for the second 
and third crews that won’t be 
housed at the site.

“It’s funny when the 
Ambulance Council was a 
thing,” he said, “you guys tore 
Jeremy up and down and his 
crew about chute times. And 
now you want to house a second 
ambulance four miles out of 
town; that doesn’t even make 
sense.”

In the end, supervisors will 
have an architect look at both 
buildings before making a deci-
sion.

One recommendation all the 
supervisors agreed on was that 
the county not hire a consultant 
to replace Corey Larson, the 
Iowa Falls EMS director who 
was hired to do the job on Aug. 
15 but resigned 10 days later — 
citing the politics in the county.

DURING A MEETING last 
Thursday, the board appoint-
ed seven residents, all with 
EMS experience, to an advisory 
council.

Members of that committe 
— Bernatz, Edson, Kuhn, Joel 
Knutson, Joshua Schuchhardt, 
Jessica Durnan and Doreen 
Cook — wanted to know if the 
supervisors would want them 
to continue to study McGrath’s 
latest off er.

In short, Edson asked the 
county leaders if they still want-
ed the committee to try to come 
up with more prices for used 
ambulances and equipment so 
that they would have an “apples 
to apples” comparison.

“Don’t waste our time,” she 
said. “We have 117 days [until 
Jan. 1] and a lot of work to do.”

Board members said they 
wanted to continue to weigh 
McGrath’s off er to sell the 
ambulance, even though they 
conceded they couldn’t make 
that decision for at least three 
or four weeks.

Either way, McGrath said, 
the county needs to purchase a 
third ambulance.

“You’re going to have main-
tenance, you’re going to have 
down time,” he said, “and hav-
ing a third ambulance is crit-
ical.”

Harvest critical part of Bible
In both fi gurative and literal senses, there are many harvest references
For those in Biblical times, the harvest 

was a most important event. 
The gathering of things planted, a nat-

ural time of reaping in joy what has been 
sown and produced during the year. 

In addition to the literal use of the word 
referring to the harvesting of crops, the 
Bible uses the same term when referring 
to the rescuing of the remains of Israel 
and the resurrection of believers from the 
earth.

Read these harvest Bible verses to learn 
more about this season and idea.

2 Corinthians 9:10: Now he who 
supplies seed to the sower and bread for 
food will also supply and increase your 
store of seed and will enlarge the harvest 
of your righteousness.

Amos 4:7: “I also withheld rain from 
you when the harvest was still three 
months away. I sent rain on one town, but 
withheld it from another. One fi eld had 
rain; another had none and dried up.

Deuteronomy 24:19: When you are 
harvesting in your fi eld and you overlook 
a sheaf, do not go back to get it. Leave it 
for the foreigner, the fatherless and the 
widow, so that the LORD your God may 
bless you in all the work of your hands.

Exodus 22:29: “Do not hold back 
off erings from your granaries or your 
vats.” You must give me the fi rstborn of 
your sons.

Exodus 23:16: “Celebrate the Festival 
of Harvest with the fi rst fruits of the crops 
you sow in your fi eld. “Celebrate the 
Festival of Ingathering at the end of the 
year, when you gather in your crops from 
the fi eld.

Isaiah 9:3: You have enlarged the 
nation and increased their joy; they rejoice 
before you as people rejoice at the harvest, 
as warriors rejoice when dividing the plun-
der.

Isaiah 17:11: though on the day you 
set them out, you make them grow, and 
on the morning when you plant them, you 
bring them to bud, yet the harvest will be 
as nothing in the day of disease and incur-
able pain.

Jeremiah 5:24: They do not say to 
themselves, ‘Let us fear the LORD our 
God, who gives autumn and spring rains 
in season, who assures us of the regular 
weeks of harvest.’

Leviticus 19:9: “‘When you reap 
the harvest of your land, do not reap to 
the very edges of your fi eld or gather the 
gleanings of your harvest.

Leviticus 23:22: “ ‘When you reap 
the harvest of your land, do not reap to 
the very edges of your fi eld or gather the 
gleanings of your harvest. Leave them for 
the poor and for the foreigner residing 
among you. I am the LORD your God.’ ”

Matthew 9:38: Ask the Lord of the 
harvest, therefore, to send out workers 
into his harvest fi eld.”

Proverbs 6:8: yet it stores its provi-
sions in summer and gathers its food at 
harvest.

Psalms 107:37-38: They sowed fi elds 
and planted vineyards that yielded a fruit-
ful harvest; he blessed them, and their 
numbers greatly increased, and he did not 
let their herds diminish.

Leviticus 23:10-11: “Speak to the 
Israelites and say to them: ‘When you 
enter the land I am going to give you and 
you reap its harvest, bring to the priest a 
sheaf of the fi rst grain you harvest.

He is to wave the sheaf before the 
LORD so it will be accepted on your 
behalf; the priest is to wave it on the day 
after the Sabbath.

Exodus 34:21-22: “Six days you shall 
labor, but on the seventh day you shall 
rest; even during the plowing season and 

harvest you must rest.
“Celebrate the Festival of Weeks with 

the fi rstfruits of the wheat harvest, and the 
Festival of Ingathering at the turn of the 
year.

Matthew 13:30-39: Let both grow 
together until the harvest. At that time 
I will tell the harvesters: First collect 
the weeds and tie them in bundles to be 
burned; then gather the wheat and bring it 
into my barn.’ ”

He told them another parable: “The 
kingdom of heaven is like a mustard seed, 
which a man took and planted in his 
fi eld.

Though it is the smallest of all seeds, 
yet when it grows, it is the largest of gar-
den plants and becomes a tree, so that the 
birds come and perch in its branches.”

He told them still another parable: 
“The kingdom of heaven is like yeast that 
a woman took and mixed into about sixty 
poundsof fl our until it worked all through 
the dough.”

Jesus spoke all these things to the 
crowd in parables; he did not say anything 
to them without using a parable.

So was fulfi lled what was spoken 
through the prophet: “I will open my 
mouth in parables, I will utter things hid-
den since the creation of the world.”

Then he left the crowd and went into 
the house. His disciples came to him and 
said, “Explain to us the parable of the 
weeds in the fi eld.”

He answered, “The one who sowed the 
good seed is the Son of Man.

The fi eld is the world, and the good seed 
stands for the people of the kingdom. The 
weeds are the people of the evil one,

and the enemy who sows them is the 
devil. The harvest is the end of the age, 
and the harvesters are angels.

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When Should You

There are no shortcuts to 

investment success — you need 
to establish a longterm strategy 
and stick with it. This means

Free admission and music — as well as meals 
and drinks — will be available. 

in the entire world qualifi ed to compete 
in at Perry, Georgia from July 24-30. The 
venue, where thousands of barrel rac-
ers converged upon, is located 90 miles 
south of Atlanta at the Georgia National 
Fairgrounds. Rosonke said there was only 
one other girl from Iowa that hopped on a 
saddle and competed in the teen division.

The challenge to claim fi rst place is 
a lot harder than it sounds. Entrants in 
the timed-event run a cloverleaf pattern 
around three barrels set in a triangular 
position in an eff ort to post the quickest 
time without knocking one over and being 
penalized. 

“It’s the biggest adrenaline rush that 
honestly I’ve ever had,” said Ashley. “When 
I was down at Worlds, my fi rst run – I 
could not tell you if I went to the left barrel 
or the right barrel fi rst, just because it was 
so much adrenaline and nerve-wracking.”

“Rooster,” Ashley and her father Dean 
Rosonke made the trek down with their 
trailer to SEC football country in late July, 
where 2,700 horse stalls welcomed the 
best of the best in the NBHA (National 
Barrel Horse Association) Youth and Teen 
Championships. 

“Not a single one of them were empty,” 
said Ashley about the stalls where the 
Rosonke’s brought their horse in between 
competitions. 

High-dollar horses in expensive rigs 
rolled on to the fairgrounds with their 
equine in an attempt to be considered the 
world’s best. Dean said some horses were 
even fl own in from Australia and Panama 
to compete. 

“We got down there and I’m a people 
watcher. Here comes a truck and a trailer 
with probably one or two horses in it,” said 
Dean. 

“Between the truck and the trailer is 
probably a million dollars. There was bil-
lions of dollars down there and we go down 
with an $8,000 trailer.”

Ashley was taken aback one November 
morning when she was at a barrel rac-
ing event at C5 Arena in Decorah – an 
equestrian facility in Winneshiek County. 
Rosonke stepped outside to get better cell 
phone reception and noticed she had a 
notifi cation.

That’s when it dawned on her that she 
had amassed enough points in regular bar-
rel racing competition to qualify for the 
world teen championships. 

“I’m like holy crap!” smiled Ashley. “That 
was a good day.”

As far as how did Ashley fare in her 
fi rst time ever competing at Worlds? She 
placed fi rst in the 2D division in a time of 
15.733. She was able to enter into a Teen 
Rookie Sidepot category and won $215. In 
other divisions, Ashley placed 13th, 14th, 
and 19th in three separate runs in 4D. She 
wound up 57th overall in 3D.

Ashley explained the diff erent divisions 
in 4D barrel racing. 

“Say your fastest time is a 14.5. They’ll 
take it and do like a half-second split. So 
fi rst place in the 1D is a 14.5. First place in 
the 2D would be a 15.0,” said Ashley. 

Dean had his own explanation of the dif-
ferent divisions in a sport that his daugh-
ter has excelled at and could well make a 
career out of. 

“It took me three years to fi gure this 
out,” said Dean. “It’s basically if you don’t 
have the fastest horse. It’s the person that 
can run the nicest, cleanest run. Then 
everybody gets a little bit of a reward.”

Ashley plans on joining Shekleton up 
at South Dakota State on the campus of 
the Jackrabbits in Brookings, S.D. Her 
longtime goal is to become a veterinari-
an, which means she’ll have to attend vet 
school after graduating college. She is also 
interested in possibly training barrel racing 
horses in addition to continuing to compete 
in the fast-paced sport that requires agility 
and precision for both horse and mount. 

Ashley also likes to travel around the 
midwest with her horse and enjoys the 
tight-knit closeness the barrel racing com-
munity off ers. 

“What I enjoy most about it is proba-
bly the experience in getting to meet new 
people,” said Ashley. “Barrel racers and 
rodeo people in general are so much more 
down-to-earth. It’s more of a like a second 
family to me. It feels more like it’s my kind 
of people.”

What’s going through Ashley’s mind 
when she zips around the barrels with 
Rooster in quick times that set herself apart 
from a large segment of her competitors?

“Honestly, absolutely nothing,” said 
Ashley. 

Was the world competition down in 
Georgia Ashley’s best moment of her life 
so far?

“One-hundred percent,” smiled Ashley. 
“It was defi nitely an eye-opening moment. 
My whole life I’ve been just striving for 
more. I guess I didn’t really realize that 
I kind of made it to the top without even 
realizing that I was doing it and getting 
that far.”

Ashley might just have a gene, not the 
Wrangler western jeans that most barrel 
races wear, that has helped her shine out 
on the barreling racing circuit. Dean said 
Ashley’s late uncle, Bille Kobliska, used to 
compete in chuckwagon. 

“The chuckwagon used to be the hot dog 
of the deal around here,” said Dean. 

Dean said Ashley has been around hors-
es since she could walk. 

“I bought her fi rst pony when she was 
that big,” said Dean, who raised his hand 
in the air to show how tall Ashley was back 
then. 

Between her studies, socializing with her 
friends and practicing with “Rooster” on 
barrels about once a week, her relationship 
with “Rooster” is a bond that probably 
won’t ever be broken. 

In order to get the best out of her horse 
and herself, that means staying positive 
and maintaining a confi dent approach to 
what lies ahead in a path for the New 
Hampton teen that could lead to even 
greater rewards. 

“It’s kind of that connection between 
being able to trust each other and know 
that this is what we’re going to go in here 
and do – instead of being worried about 
messing up the whole time and knowing 
that you got it because you and your horse 
are on the same page.”

“The deputies went right to 
work on her, and really, every-
one at the scene worked togeth-
er to help her,” Hemann said.

Deputies and EMS personnel 
at the scene set up a helicopter 
“landing zone” at the Nashua-
Plainfi eld High School football 
fi eld, and Hanson was fl own 
to Iowa City, where according 
to a post on a Facebook page 
titled “Miss Madisons Road to 
Recovery,” she underwent eight 
hours of surgery to repair the 
multiple areas on her body that 
were injured.

The Facebook page dedicat-
ed to Madi’s recovery also con-
tained a link to a Go Fund Me 

page for those who would like to 
help her parents, Katelyn Paxon 
and Randy Hanson, with their 
daughter’s medical expenses.

Hemann said the owner of 
the four dogs said they had 
never bitten anyone before, and 
he added that the owner has 
decided to euthanize the ani-
mals.

“They obviously feel ter-
rible,” said the sheriff , whose 
offi  ce is contracted to provide 
law enforcement services to the 
city of Nashua, “and all of our 
hopes are centered around the 
young girl’s recovery.”

Among the agencies that 
responded to the scene were 

the Chickasaw Ambulance 
Service, the Chickasaw County 
Rescue Squad and the Nashua 
Fire Department, and Hemann 
said he felt that training his 
office recently conducted 
proved to be helpful during the 
situation.

“It wasn’t more than two, 
three months ago that we held a 
training for fl ying in a helicop-
ter,” he said, “and I think what 
happened on Saturday showed 
how benefi cial that training 
was.”

The Best Dam BBQ returns 
to Nashua this coming 
Saturday, and the goal of the 
Big 4 Chamber of Commerce 
that puts on the event remains 
the same.

“We just want to have a nice 
fun, family event for the com-
munity,” Chamber President 
Val Johnson said of the Sept. 10 
event at the Big 4 Fairgrounds.

A la carte tickets will be 
available the day of the event 
and will include three ribs for 
$10.

Eight barbecuers had 
signed up to compete at the 
event, and although that 
number is down from the 12 
who attended the 2021 event, 
Johnson said it’s a healthy 
number.

longtime trumpet player, “and we 
feed off  of them. It’s always fun to 
see people enjoying themselves. 
Don’t get me wrong, we have a 
lot of fun rehearsing, but it’s even 
better when we get to play for 
people.”

THE BAND HAS a long, rich 
history, one that only a dang pan-
demic could have interrupted.

The year was 1994, and it had 
been years since New Hampton 
residents had a community band. 
A former high school band instruc-
tor, Gary Griffi  n, was approached 
about starting a band.

“People kept bringing it up, and 
I kept saying, ‘I just don’t know.’ 
But they won me over and I fi nally 
said yes,” Griffi  n said. “I remem-
ber our fi rst practice was up in the 
showroom at the old Stone Ford 
dealership.”

A year later, the Don’t Quit Your 
Day Job Band played their fi rst 
concert at New Hampton’s City 
Hall, and it was off  and running.

“We played a Christmas pro-
gram, played for the sesquicen-
tennial, played at an anniversary 
for Sara Lee,” Griffi  n said, “and it 
was so much fun. The music was 
good, but I think what made it so 
much fun was seeing people of all 
ages in the band. We had people 
in their 20s up to 50s and 60s and 
now 70s. … We had so many loyal 
members, and to me, they show 
you that music is a life skill.”

AND THEN THE pandemic 
came.

Before last month’s concert, the 
Don’t Quit Your Day Job hadn’t 
played a live event since 2019, and 
Griffi  n decided it was time to give 
up the director position he had 
held since the band was formed 
more than a quarter of a century 
ago.

Enter New Hampton High 
School Band Director Justin 
Adam, who took over the reins 
earlier this year with the goal of 
playing at least one concert in 
2022.

“I really wanted to keep this 
going,” said Adam, who joined, 
along with his wife Jenny, the 
band in 2017. “First, there’s a lot 
of really talented musicians in it, 
and I love the music. There’s just 
something about big band music.”

Like his predecessor, Adam 

believes the charm with the band 
is that members are so spread out 
in age.

The new director, who contin-
ues to play his saxophone, is the 
youngest member at 32, and he’s 
playing with and directing some 
members who are more than twice 
his age.

“It’s something both Jenny and 
I tell our students all the time,” he 
said. “You can play for your entire 
life. … Let’s face it, if you’re in your 
50s, you’re probably not going to 
be playing tackle football, but you 
can play an instrument and still 
have a lot of fun with music.”

TWO CHARTER members of 
the Don’t Quit Your Day Job Band 
remain.

There is Becker, who graduat-
ed from Plainfi eld High School in 
1961 as a rare four-time all-state 
band honoree, and there is Bob 
Messersmith, a saxophone player 
with a great self-eff acing sense of 
humor.

“Let’s put it this way,” he said, 
“thankfully I didn’t have to audi-
tion.”

The New Hampton business-
man was on the proverbial fence 
about joining the band when it 
was being formed, but after fi nd-
ing excuses to miss the fi rst few 
practices, his wife fi nally told him 
“why don’t you just go.”

Wife knew best because 
Messersmith has had a ball play-

ing with the 55 or so people who 
at one time or another have been 
part of the band.

“It’s neat, and I think what 
makes music so special is that 
it makes you just feel so dang 
young,” he said. “We just have a 
lot of fun doing this, and I may not 
be the best player — trust me, I’m 
not — but gosh, I have fun doing 
this.”

FOR A NUMBER of years, 
Matt Edson was the youngest 
member of the Don’t Quit Your 
Day Job Band.

“I’m still a kid,” the drummer 
said, “but I’m not the baby any-
more.”

The Nashua-Plainfi eld High 
School graduate joined the band 
in the early 2000s after attending 
Upper Iowa University, but the 
truth is, since he fi rst picked up a 
pair of drum sticks, he’s never put 
music in the rear-view mirror.

“I’ve never really stopped,” he 
said. “When I was at college … I 
met some buddies and we started 
some rock bands and I love play-
ing today as much as I did back in 
high school.”

Like many members of the 
band, his music interests are var-
ied, and while he wouldn’t say 
big band music is his favorite, he 
enjoys playing in the band.

“It’s a fun style of music,” he 
said, “and really, when you’re out 
there playing and see people smil-

ing in the crowd, that’s what it’s 
all about.”

THE DON’T QUIT Your Day 
Job Band isn’t going anywhere.

It may be rebuilding after what 
amounted to a three-year hiatus, 
but Justin Adam hopes that the 
band will be around for at least 
another 27 years.

“I don’t know the history as well 
as others, but this band has a great 
tradition,” he said. “You look at all 
the people who have been a part of 
this — the regulars, the guest per-
formers — and it’s worth carrying 
on. Now, that we’re back, we’re 
going to start expanding where 
we can perform. We’re going to 
do everything we can to try to get 
back and rolling.”

And that’s good news for band 
members like Edson, who believes 
music is the real fountain of 
youth.

As he talked about his expe-
riences in the band, he shared 
the story of sitting next to New 
Hampton’s legendary band direc-
tor Bob Utterback.

“I was right next to him for 
years,” he said, “and one of the 
things I’ll never forget about being 
a part of this band is that every 
time Bob picked up his instru-
ment, he looked probably 20, 
30 years younger as soon as he 
started playing. That’s pretty cool. 
That, to me, more than anything is 
what this band is all about.”

Chickasaws take on loaded fi eld at home invite

There were times on Saturday 
afternoon that the noise gen-
erated by the New Hampton 
Chickasaw volleyball team was 
almost deafening. 

One could say the celebra-
tion after those thrilling and 
productive points pierced the 
ear drums. 

When it’s going good for 
head coach Jess Geerts and her 
perennial-power squad that 
plays in the rugged Northeast 
Iowa Conference, there aren’t 
many teams that will topple 
New Hampton.

The problem so far in 2022 
for the Chickasaws has been 
making plays at an elite level on 
a consistent basis. 

That can pose problems 
when trying to pull out a victory 
against talented teams. 

“We just gotta play our game 
at our level and go from there,” 
said Geerts. “We can’t back 
down. We can’t play soft and 
we can’t get sloppy.”

Conceivably, four teams in 
attendance – including New 
Hampton – could be playing at 
the state tournament later this 
fall if all goes well for those top-
notch squads that comprised a 
loaded fi eld for the Chickasaws’ 
home invite.

“I always feel this tourna-
ment is a good way to kind of 
give you a good look at where 

you’re gonna be – how you’re 
gonna be – because you are 
playing good teams,” said 
Geerts. “We always kind of use 
this as kind of our base. We 
gotta go from here because next 
weekend we go to Osage and 
that’s not going to be easy.”

New Hampton, rated 12th in 
Class 3A and now 7-6 on the 
season, came up just short in a 
rematch against No. 5 Denver 
in the semifi nal round of brack-
et competition after pool play 
fi nished in the morning. 

Denver won Game 1, 25-16, 
only to see NH storm back to 
take Game Two, 27-25. Denver 
led by scores of 7-2 and as 
much as 22-16 late before the 
Chickasaws made a charge to 
even the match at 1-1. There 
were six ties in the pivotal sec-
ond game. Chickasaw junior 
all-stater Marissa Cahoy’s 
back-to-back kills clinched the 
impressive Game 2 win for New 
Hampton, which lost to Denver 
a week prior at the Cyclones 
home quad by scores of 25-17 
and 25-22. 

“We did a great job of bounc-
ing back and almost beating 
them,” said Geerts. “That was 
huge, but then we settled in and 
we know that we can’t settle in.”

Then it was on to game three, 
where Cyclone senior outside 
hitter Kayla Knowles led her 
state qualifying squad from a 
year ago to Saturday’s cham-
pionship match to take on No. 

8 Sumner-Fredericksburg. 
Denver won that Game 3 tussle 
over NH in a competitive back-
and-forth semifi nal’s contest, 
15-12. Knowles would go on to 
break the school record for kills 
in the process. 

That loss pushed New 
Hampton into the third-place 
match versus Don Bosco (8-3). 
The Dons had already defeated 
New Hampton that morning in 
pool play, 15-21, 23-21 and 15-7. 

New Hampton raced out to 
a commanding 1-0 lead after 
the Chickasaws hit on all cylin-
ders, notching a 25-10 triumph. 
Then the bottom fell out as DB 
rallied from down 12-4 in the 
second set. DB outlasted the 
Chickasaws 27-25 in the second 
and closed out NH in the third, 
15-8. 

“We blew an eight-point 
lead in game two against 
Don Bosco,” said Geerts. “We 
shouldn’t be tired. Being tired 
isn’t an excuse and it’s a bad 
one, because we condition every 
day in practice.”

Braelyn Rosonke, NH’s tal-
ented sophomore middle, did 
not play in the home invite. 

“Our second-best player was 
not here,” said Geerts. “That 
kind of hurts. That’s a huge fac-
tor in things.”

Sumner-Fredericksburg 
defeated Denver 25-19 and 
26-24 in the championship 
match on Saturday. S-F lost 
to Denver in pool play 22-20,

New Hampton romps past NFV in non-league affair before going 2-3 at Saturday tourney

Hampton coach Scott Frerichs 
said. “That’s one of the things 
we really liked about this game. 
With the time change, the heat 
and the humidity, we needed 
guys to step up, and it was fun 
to see them do that.”

Friday’s game kicked off  an 
hour earlier than scheduled 
because of the threat of storms 
later in the evening, and the 
temperature in Charles City was 
81 degrees while the dew point 
was a suff ocating 74.

But it didn’t bother the 
Chickasaws one bit as they 
stormed out to a 30-0 halftime 
lead on their way to starting 
the season 2-0 for the fi rst time 
since 2017.

New Hampton’s running 
game was in high gear all night 
long, and while McShane had 
214 yards on 23 carries, the 
Chickasaws spread the wealth 
as 10 players had at least one 
rushing attempt. They found 
plenty of room to run, thanks to 
the blocking up front.

“I thought our line did a real-
ly nice job,” Frerichs said. “We 
got good blocking, and when 
you have the kind of backs we 
do, that’s going to usually be a 
good combination.”

The veteran coach smiled 
when he was asked about 
Orthaus, the one lineman who 
well … doesn’t look like he 
should be in the trenches. 

The senior stands 5-foot-9 
and weighs 173 pounds; in other 
words, he’s fi ve inches shorter 
and 31 pounds lighter than New 
Hampton’s featured running 
back.

“He’s a tough, hard-nosed 
kid,” Frerichs said. “He’s just a 
football player, and you know 
he’s going to give you every-
thing he has on every snap.”

“I’ve always been a lineman,” 
Orthaus said, “and for me, it’s 
just a lot of fun, getting in there 
and mixing it up. I just love 
football.”

Orthaus and his buddies up 
front certainly loved Friday 
night as the Chickasaws scored 
on their fi rst three possessions 
to put the game away early.

After New Hampton came 

up with a key fourth-down stop 
near midfi eld, the Chickasaws 
used the short fi eld to take an 
8-0 lead on a McShane 1-yard 
run and a Brady Speltz two-
point pass to Aiden Roberson.

New Hampton pushed the 
lead to 24-0 with two touch-
downs — an Isaac Howe 4-yard 
run and a McShane 47-yard 
scamper — and two more two-
point conversions in the fi rst 
four minutes of the second 
quarter. But it was the last play 
of the fi rst half and the fi rst 
drive of the second half that 
clinched the victory.

Charles City was hoping for 
a little magic with seven sec-
onds left in the half, but three 
Chickasaws — Ben Tenge, 
Gatlin McCumber and Kam 
Josephson — met up with 
Comet quarterback Jordan 
Foster, the ball popped up and 
Howe scooped the fumble up 
and raced 56 yards.

“I was coming on a blitz,” 
Howe said, “and I saw the ball 
was out. I just did what any 
of my teammates would have 

done. Those three guys, they’re 
the ones that made the play. My 
job was easy.”

Up 30-0, New Hampton put 
the game away with a 14-play 
— all on the ground — 80-yard 
drive on the opening possession 
of the second half, and when 
Howe scored on a 5-yard run, 
New Hampton not only had a 
36-0 lead but they had taken 7 
minutes and 16 seconds off  the 
clock.

Meanwhile, the New 
Hampton defense was stellar, 
holding Charles City to just 162 
total yards, including a mere 41 
rushing yards.

“I thought coach [Chad] 
Pemble and his defense really 
made some nice adjustments 
with Charles City’s empty back-
fi eld, something we hadn’t 
seen,” Frerichs said. “We didn’t 
give up big plays, and again, we 
forced turnovers. It was a really 
solid eff ort by our boys on that 
side of the ball.”

Senior Carter Steinlage came 
up with fi ve tackles while two 
more seniors, Evan Knowlton 

and Howe, added 4.5 apiece. 
Howe had two fumble recover-
ies while Ben Tenge also recov-
ered a fumble.

Add it all up and New 
Hampton had an impressive 
win.

“I don’t think any of us think 
we’re where we want to be at, 
but it’s been a fun start to the 
year,” Howe said. “I don’t know, 
we just really like football. 
When you have a bunch of guys 
who are passionate about the 
same thing, that’s fun, man.”

Josh’s mom, Judy 
Novak, also helps out with the fami-
ly-run business that has a new gadget 
patrons can play around with. The win-
ter bowling season began at Bowlaway 
Lanes in the third week of August. 

“So far, so good,” said Josh. 
Business has been good in a fun-

fi lled operation for the Novak’s that 
now has a golf simulator for lane 
enthusiasts that also love to get out 
on the links – at least virtually. With 
the simulator and cosmic bowling on 
Friday and Saturday nights – residents 
of New Hampton have options for 
entertainment. 

“That’s been a huge hit,” said Josh 
about the bowling experience in the 
dark that is enhanced by special illu-
mination, lasers and music. 

The Novak’s decided to replace the 
old arcade games that were drawing 
dust and put in the new simulator. His 
decision has paid off . 

“We weren’t making anything on 
our game room. That used to be a huge 
hit,” said Josh. “It just sat back there. 

We were lucky to pay the bills that the 
electricity used back there. So I’m like 
what can I put back there?”

So Josh broke out the hammer and 
played the role of carpenter for about 
three months. After a few nails were 
pounded down, some wires were con-
nected and he set the state-of-the-art 
technology up – any bowler can now 
pretend to be Tiger Woods in between 
frames. 

“I started remodeling and tearing 
everything apart. I told the wife, ‘oh, 
hey, by the way, we’re putting a simu-
lator in,’” smiled Josh. “We’re going to 
make them look nice.”

There could also be some more new 
upgrades to the bowling alley, although 
Josh didn’t have a defi nitive timeline 

on when those potential changes could 
or would get underway. 

“Eventually we want to do sum-
mer volleyball,” said Josh. “Which we 
would make a hole in that wall for a 
doorway and have an outside bar.”

The patio area would allow custom-
ers to enjoy an outside place to con-
gregate during the summer months, 
when the lanes are usually closed. Josh 
didn’t mention what the plan would be 
for the patio space during springtime 
or fall. 

“Everything would be outside,” said 
Josh.

“Every year we’ve added teams,” 
said Josh, who is also excited about 
welcoming the Chickasaws high school 
team to the lanes this winter for the 
inaugural season of the program.

With a rigorous schedule just 
starting to kick into full gear, it 
was important for 12th-ranked 
Jess Geerts’ squad to notch a 
quality win while the season is 
still young. 

The Chickasaws did just 
that in the Northeast Iowa 
Conference opener on Tuesday 
at home – a revenge match 
against the Charles City Comets. 

New Hampton (8-6, 1-0) 
swept the match versus one of 
its biggest rivals and in doing 
so avenged an earlier loss from 
last month at the hands of the 
Comets. 

“I think the big thing – obvi-
ously – we wanted revenge. But 
we clicked better,” said Geerts. 
“At Denver, they were pretty 
in-sync. Our passing wasn’t 
there. Our passing is getting 
better and better every single 
day.”

On a night that saw all-state 
middle/outside hitter Marissa 
Cahoy notch career kill No. 
500 – it seems to be coming 
all together for the Chickasaws 
after an up-and-down start to 
the 2022 campaign. 

“We were on a rollercoaster 
for a lot of it and a rollercoast-
er going downhill a lot of the 
times. Tonight, I think we hit 
that uphill and we need to keep 
going uphill,” said senior Carlee 
Rochford. 

The Chickasaws won by 
scores of 25-19, 28-26 and 
25-19 over their NEIC coun-
terpart. The Comets (8-3, 0-1) 
had defeated NH in a quad at 
Denver in late August by their 
own sweep – this one of the

He more than exceeded 
his expectations with a clip 
around 5:30. It was the fi nish 
that kind of snuck up on him. 

“I still go out really, really 
strong on the fi rst mile,” said 
Nieman. “I felt like it wasn’t 

that bad, because I run miles 
in track and I’m like, ‘oh, I can 
keep up.’ Then about the second 
mile, two-and-a-half miles in, 
you’re kind of kicking yourself 
for doing that.”

While TV freshman Morgan 
Wenthold’s time was consider-
ably slower than her fi rst varsity 
meet at Ed-Co, Wenthold still 
managed to place 19th in 27:21 
on an extremely hot and humid 
late summer day in Charles City. 

“I enjoyed her success at 
Ed-Co more than I did my 
own because she came out of 
nowhere,” said Nieman. “She’s 
going to be fun to watch for 
years to come.”

Wenthold placed 12th at 
Ed-Co in 23:29. 

Bode Balk, a Trojan junior, 
ran the course to a 35th-place 
showing in 22:50. He PR’d at 
Ed-Co by almost three minutes 
in a time of 22:12. 

Haylee Hanson, a freshman 
and the fourth and fi nal runner 
for Sarah Bakula’s squad, did 
not run in Charles City because 
of injury.
