The Chickasaw County Board of
Supervisors Friday hammered out a
compromise on its 2023-24 budget
and tax levy — one that will still require
a “super majority” vote to approve it.

Three days later, during their reg-
ular weekly meeting, the board voted
to set a public hearing for Monday,

March 20, on a proposed maximum
tax-asking that would include a 1.99
percent increase to its General Basic
(GB) and General Service (GS) and an
11.38 percent increase to the tax-ask-
ing for Rural Services Basic (RSB).
During Friday’s meeting, the board
spent more than three hours discuss-
ing a fourth and final budget amend-
ment to the budget for this fiscal year
that ends on June 30, as well as the
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Supervisors reach budget deal

GB/GS and RSB tax-asking for next
year.

Supervisors needed to know how
the budget amendment would affect
ending fund balances before they
could tackle next year’s budget.

Board members learned that the
budget amendment wouldn’t be as
severe as first expected.

Before Friday’s meeting, for exam-
ple, supervisors thought the Sheriff’s

to need an
amendment for
$247,000, but by Friday,
that number had been reduced to less
than $164,000.

That helped supervisors feel com-
fortable with dedicating $385,000 of
its ending fund balance to lower the
tax-asking for General Basic/General
Supplemental from $4,828,844 to
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$4,443,844, which
represents just under a 2 percent
increase from the current year GB/GS
tax-asking of $4,357,196.

EMS director:
Ambulance off
to a good start

Supervisors also receive update
on proposed new carbon pipeline

Chickasaw EMS Director Joel Knutson told
his bosses, the Board of Supervisors, on Monday
that the county-owned ambulance service is
“where we expected to be.”

During a department update, Knutson said the
service has responded to 150 calls since begin-
ning service on Jan. 1 and that the department’s
budget is about 10 percent below where he fig-
ured it would be heading into its third month of
operation.

“We’ve covered every request that we've been
asked, either 911 or inter-facility transfers that’s
been in our county,” Knutson told supervisors
and then added in an interview later in the day
that about two-thirds of the calls have been 911
calls and about a third have been inter-facility
transfers from MercyOne New Hampton Medical
Center.

“We're busier than I thought we would be,”
Knutson said Monday afternoon, “but what has
really been awesome is all the support we've got-
ten. That, to me, has been really nice. I wouldn’t
say it’s a surprise, but we've had a nice start to
this thing.”

Knutson told supervisors in the morning
that he had heard back from Klocke Emergency
Vehicles about purchasing a third used ambu-
lance for the service. Klocke has several 2010
models available and Knutson said “tentatively
our name is on one of them, with the ability to

back out, if we so choose.”

Later in the day, he again
stressed the importance of hav-
ing a third “back-up” vehicle
available.

“We need a third reliable
truck,” he said. “You know, it
comes down to if we have a flat
tire, we're talking a day or two
with just having one truck and
that takes us out of inter-facil-
ity transfers. I've said all along
we need a third rig, and noth-
ing’s really changed my mind
on that.”

Asked by Supervisor Jake
Hackman about how often
Chickasaw County EMS has had
a paramedic available, Knutson
told board members that “I
wouldn’t say a 100 percent of
the time but I will say it’s 90.”

He added that he'd like to
keep the “application process”
open and that his goal was to
find at least a couple more ALS
paramedics to help fill in gaps
in the scheduling,.

Knutson’s department
update came after the board
received more information
on the progress of the pro-
posed carbon pipeline that, if
approved, will run through the
county.

Ben Fuller of Summit Carbon
Solutions, the company propos-
ing to build the carbon pipeline
that will run through five states
— Iowa, Minnesota, Nebraska,

South Dakota and North
Dakota — told county leaders
that the purpose of the pipeline
— “whether you agree with it or
not — is to keep ethanol plants
viable and competitive looking
into the new regulations that
are impending and the push for
net zero.”

As of Feb. 28, the pipeline
has received voluntary ease-
ments for 18.21 miles of the
20.23 miiles, or just a tad under
92 percent, that the pipeline
will cover in the county. That’s
up from the 82 percent that he
reported In October, and on
Monday, Fuller said Carbon
Solutions has paid out more
than $4.1 million to county res-
idents whose property is affect-
ed by the pipeline.

Fuller added that in the state,
the company has reached vol-
untary agreements with about
66 percent of the 452.45 miles
the pipeline will cover in Towa.

He did concede that the time-
table for construction has been
pushed back in that the compa-
ny, which had hoped for Iowa
Utilities Board approval by this
summer, won’t receive approval
until at least late in the year,
which would mean construction
would begin in early 2024.

“They anticipate a year,” he
said. “We'll see. I've been in the
business for 20 years and that’s
a very aggressive scheduling,
but if they put the resources to
it, it is possible.”

Council votes to put stop signs near daycare

The New Hampton City Council Monday
night took the first step to slowing down
traffic near Little Sprouts Daycare.

Council members unanimously
approved the first reading of an ordinance
that will place stop signs on all sides of
the Court Street and North Locust Avenue
intersection. The ordinance also includes
placing a stop sign on Hale Street, where
it meets North Water Avenue and would
prohibit parking on the west side of Locust
Avenue from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m.

Public Works Director Casey Mai
brought his concerns about the area to the
council meeting,.

“It is a busy place, especially at drop-
off and pick-up times,” City Clerk Karen
Clemens said. “The idea is to make sure
traffic is slowing down in that area and

giving parents enough room to safely pick
up their children. Obviously, the council is
putting safety first.”

Currently there are yield signs on Court
Street at the intersection of Locust Avenue
and the intersection at Hale and Water is
“uncontrolled.”

Clemens said that the council will need to
approve two more readings of the ordinance,
and city leaders are expected to take up the
second reading at its March 20 meeting.

Council members also have the option
of “waiving” the third reading during that
meeting, which means the changes could
take effect as soon as the city publishes a legal
notice and the stop signs are installed.

Also on Monday, the City Council approved
an exception to allow a resident to have up to
two horses on the property that is located at
2200 South Linn Avenue, which is located
across the road from the Pub at the Pinicon.

The importance of Lent

Many Christians have heard
of Lent, but do all know what it
means? According to Merriam-
Webster, Lent means “the 40
weekdays from Ash Wednesday
to Easter observed by the
Roman Catholic, Eastern, and
some Protestant churches as a
period of penitence and fast-
ing.”

Between Ash Wednesday
and Easter, many Christians
observe a 40-day period known
as Lent. This name comes
from the “Old English lencten
springtime, spring” and “from
West Germanic langitinaz long-
days or lengthening of the day.”

Popularly regarded as a
fasting period, there are many
ways to make the Lenten peri-
od meaningful without missing
meals.

So what is Lent, and why
should one take part? Does
every participant follow a strict
Lenten plan of rigid self-de-
nial? Let’s look at some of the
most popular questions regard-
ing the Lent season.

‘When Does Lent Start?

Lent begins each year on Ash
Wednesday, 46 days before Easter Sunday.
This year Lent began on Feb. 22, and it
will end on Holy Saturday, which falls on
April 8 in 2023.

Ash Wednesday falls after Shrove
Tuesday, also known as Fat Tuesday, tra-
ditionally a time of confession and indul-
gence before fasting begins. Read more
about the Lent timeframe: When does
Lent Start and End in 2023?

Meaning of Lent

Lent is meant to be a time of repen-
tance. That’s not a feeling of shame but
an awareness that sin separates us from
God and of what it cost Him to be reunited
with us. “Shame has its place, but feeling
shame over sin is not the same thing as
repentance from sin” because “our tempt-
er can take our obedience to God and turn
it into a source of pride.”

Repentant sinners “seek [...] cleansing
from sin, but also freedom from shame.”
True repentance leads” to a “180-degree
change of [...] direction” and requires “true
brokenness,” but repentance starts with
“regretful acknowledgment of sin with
commitment to change.”

That is why conflating Lent with New
Year’s resolutions is dangerous. This time
of fasting should not add religious encour-
agement to a difficult goal: to lose weight,
stop watching pornography, or to give
money to charity. “Lent is [...] an opportu-
nity to contemplate what our Lord really
did for us on the Cross.”

Resolutions focus on meeting self-set,
self-motivated goals rather than goals
established by God and may even rebel
against His purposes. Resolutions reflect
a desire for autonomy from God instead
of recognizing that the body is the temple
of the Holy Spirit (1 Corinthian 3:16, 6:19)
and the work of the potter, to be regarded
as precious (Isaiah 64:8).

Resolutions simply focus on the “self,”
not Christ. Lent is an excellent time to give
up one’s own resolutions and listen for
God’s leading. Where God’s lead might be
more difficult than any fast and Christians
realize that they cannot do anything in
their own strength either: only the grace of
God is sufficient (2 Corinthians 12:9).

The History of Lent

Christians honor the 40 days and nights
following Christ’s baptism when He went
into the wilderness without water and food
and was tempted by Satan.

During that time, Christ did what we do
today when we fast — wrestle with temp-
tation. This was not the first fast; biblical
figures often fasted when petitioning God
for something important. “So we fasted
and implored our God [...], and he listened
to our entreaty” (Ezra 8:23). The Israelites
“mourned and wept and fasted till evening
for Saul and his son Jonathan, and for
the army of the LORD and for the nation
of Israel, because they had fallen by the
sword” (2 Samuel 1:12).

Before going to her husband to inter-
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cede for the Jews, Esther told Mordecai,
“Go, gather together all the Jews who are
in Susa, and fast for me. Do not eat or
drink for three days, night or day. I and
my attendants will fast as you do” (Esther
4:16). Jews and Christians have histori-
cally fasted to show repentance, to grieve
particularly difficult trials, and to “seek
God’s favor.”

While Protestants also take part,
Catholic churches are particularly asso-
ciated with Lent. No church history indi-
cates the year when believers first took
part in the tradition or what was required.
Lenten fasting “has consisted of abstain-
ing from all animal products” for some,
but “for others, fish and/or poultry were
allowed.” Certain societies have permitted
“only bread” for a time. There were full-
day fasts, half-day fasts, and the potential
to pay money to be excused from partici-
pating.

‘What Does it Mean to Participate
in Lent?

In other words, there are numerous
ways to approach Lent, some more legal-
istic than devotional. Still, the origins of
Lent seem to be rooted in Christians giv-
ing up food or money in order to emulate
Christ’s obedience to the Father.

Community fasting provided account-
ability and support but also led to pressure
and judgment. Today, “some still observe
fasts that restrict quantity and type of
food,” but “many view Lent as a time in
which to give up a particular vice, bad
habit, or pleasurable thing.”

In the 21st century, Christians frequent-
ly use the fasting season to motivate them
to continue with New Year’s resolutions
in a blend of secular and Christian obser-
vance.

‘What to Give Up for Lent

Lent is a time of inner reflection,
self-sacrifice, denial, and repentance. If
something has a grip on you, more than
likely, it’s become unhealthy.

It may or may not be an idol. Lent sea-
son is an opportunity to grow closer to
God, to remember Jesus’ life and death,
and to focus more on him and less on our-
selves and our busy schedules. Fasting, or
abstaining, for certain activities and items
in our lives can help us focus on the life
and sacrifice of Jesus.

Here are 10 popular ideas for what
to give up during the lent season: Social
media, sugar, alcohol, online shopping,
clutter, complaining, TV, video games,
soda and eating out.

Reward of Lent

Greater intimacy with God is the reward
of sacrifice. His love and one’s salvation
are not reliant on denying oneself choco-
late or beer, but idolatry stands in the way
of worshiping the one true God.

These 40 days are set aside to praise
and worship the Lord; to read the Bible
more, and to pray more often.

Christians who observe Lent correctly
anticipate deeper intimacy with the Lord,

which is the blessing; they do not expect
rewards such as more favorable answers
to prayer or the resolution of health con-
cerns, although many Christians have
reported that, following Lent, they experi-
ence freedom from long-standing issues.

‘What Are Your Motives for
Observing Lent?

Is Lent a matter of obedience to tra-
dition or obedience to God? A means of
achieving works-based salvation or of
giving praise and thanks to Christ that He
finished that work for eternity? A way to
achieve a resolution or a means of growing
closer to the Father?

Undertaking something difficult (giving
to charity, serving the poor, abstaining
from certain foods, memorizing Scripture)
makes one feel needy and weak; hum-
ble: the perfect posture from which to
approach God Almighty. For people whose
lives are generally easy, Lent is a time to
empathize better with those who genuinely
go without luxuries or even simple needs.
Lent can help establish a stronger sense of
one’s need of God minute by minute and
to develop a more disciplined, intimate,
and authentic prayer life.

How to Practice Lent

1. Name the pressing sin. Christians
are taught to begin the 40-day period by
confessing sins they would like Christ to
remove; to “really examine areas of recur-
ring sin” which are a hurdle to “being con-
formed to God’s will.”

2. Partner with other Christians.
Historically, entire church congrega-
tions would support one another during
Lent. Although Christ instructed “when
you give to the needy, do not let your
left hand know what your right hand
is doing, so that your giving may be in
secret,” (Matthew 6:3-4), believers keep
each other accountable. “Self-disclosure
brings forth humility by making it your
responsibility to humbly open your soul
to those to whom you are accountable.

[...] You are a witness to your own life,
sharing truthfully, freely, and happily with
little or no provocation.” Devoted friends
encourage each other to be specific in their
prayers and help one another seek Christ’s
strength to stay the course.

3. Your “fast” should feel like a sacrifice,
not religious duty. Nor should the fast
be dangerous to one’s health. Consider
giving up one meal a day, a regular treat,
coffee, or alcohol. Other sacrifices include
increased charitable giving, staying away
from social media, service to the commu-
nity, or memorizing scripture.

4. Time with God is critical. Quiet and
solitude enable one to listen to the Spirit
and discern answers to prayer. Before the
noisy corporate rejoicing of Easter Sunday,
create opportunities for peaceful con-
templation and intimacy with the Father.
No matter how prayers are answered at
the end of 40 days-no, yes, or wait-time
with the Lord is cause for joy, praise, and
thanks.

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Have You Built an
Emergency Fund?

Many people make finan-
cial New Year’s resolutions,
such as reducing their debts
or contributing more to their
retirement accounts — both
of which are certainly worthy

goals. But among those who [

planned to make a financial res-
olution for 2023, the primary
reason was the desire to build
an emergency savings fund,
according to a December 2022
study by research firm Morning
Consult.

Factors such as economic
concerns and the sharp rise in
inflation seem to be driving
this greater interest in building
an emergency fund. But it’s
extremely valuable to main-
tain this type of fund in any
economic environment. An
emergency fund can help you
prepare for a temporary job
loss or early retirement, or pay
for large home or auto repairs,
sizable medical bills and other
needs.

So, how much do you need
to keep in an emergency fund?
The answer depends on your
stage of life. If you’re still
working, you might want at
least three to six months’ worth
of living expenses in your emer-
gency fund. If you’re already
retired, however, you may need
at least three months’ worth of
expenses for emergencies, plus
another 12 months’ worth of
expenses, after accounting for
your other sources of income,
to cover your everyday spend-
ing needs.

And if you are retired, it’s
especially important to main-
tain this larger emergency fund
so you can avoid dipping into
your investment portfolio to
pay for any unforeseen costs
and daily expenses. As you
know, the financial markets can
be volatile, so, if it’s possible,
you’ll want to avoid having
to sell investments when their
prices may be down.

When building an emergen-
cy fund, where should you keep
the money? You’ll need it to be
accessible, so you’ll want it in
a liquid investment vehicle. At
the same time, you don’t want
to take risks with this fund, so

you’ll want to be confident that
your principal will likely be
preserved. Some possibilities
might include shortterm certifi-
cates of deposit (CDs) or money
market accounts. But wherever
you put the money, keep it sep-
arate from your regular check-
ing or savings account — it’s
called an “emergency” fund for
a reason, and you don’t want to
mingle it with the accounts you
use every day.

Given the high cost of liv-
ing, it’s not always easy to
sock away money for emergen-
cies — and if you wait until
all your bills are paid before
addressing an emergency fund,
you may only make very slow
progress. One possible strategy
is to pay yourself first, so to
speak, by having some money
automatically moved from your
checking or savings account
each month into your emergen-
cy fund. And whenever you get
a financial windfall, such as a
tax refund or a year-end bonus
at work, you might use some of
it for this fund.

It will take time and dis-
cipline to build and maintain
an emergency fund. But once
you’ve got such a fund in
place, you’ll feel more con-
fident in your ability to deal
with unexpected costs that
could potentially disrupt your
progress toward your financial
goals. So, make it a priority
this year to build or strengthen
your emergency fund. It will be
worth the effort.

Supervisors face rural budget challenge

The bigger challenge for supervisors, though,
came with the county’s Rural Services Basic
tax-asking, which the board had for weeks dis-
cussed. At one point, board members were pro-
posing a 21.97 percent increase to the tax-asking,
and before they tackled RSB, County Attorney
David Laudner said it was important that they
understood that state law is clear on tax-asking
increases.

Basically, if either of the levies generates more
than a 2 percent increase, it must receive at least
two-thirds approval from the board. Because
Chickasaw County has five supervisors, that
means a resolution that included a greater than
2 percent increase will need four votes.

“Bottom line is that you'll be voting on one
resolution,” Laudner said, “and if either of the
levy rates exceed 2 percent, you have to have
four votes on the resolution itself. ... I just want
to make sure we're all on the same page. It’s not
going to be two separate votes — one only needs
three and one needs four — you're going to need
four for the resolution itself if either of the two
tax-askings exceed 2 percent.”

Supervisors then went to work on RSB, which
supervisors had reached a consensus earlier this
year would see a tax levy rate of $3.60 per $1,000
valuation.

Supervisor Jake Hackman, who has expressed
opposition to the rural tax-asking, reiterated his
concerns and found support from both Travis
Suckow and Scott Cerwinske, the two newest
members of the board.

“I would rather see 2 percent growth,” Suckow
said and Cerwinske quickly agreed.

“I think we all would,” Board Chairman Matt
Kuhn said, “but is that financially responsible?”

He pointed out that the county not only must
fund its portion of a new department, the coun-
ty-owned ambulance service, but also expressed

concern over depleting the RSB reserve fund.

“I don’t get it,” Kuhn said. “We've talked about
it how many times, how low the ending fund
balance is, and now we're not going to help with
the ending fund balance so was the ending fund
balance really an issue or a concern?”

Laudner pointed out that the board had
already agreed to fund a little more than $2,257
million from its RSB fund and that represented
an increase of $192,000 in the tax-asking, a 9.3
percent increase.

“We’re back to where we were six weeks ago,”
the county attorney said. “There’s no way you can
do it unless you significantly back fill with ARPA,
deplete your reserves completely or raise taxes,
tax-asking. What combination of those three
levers are you willing to pull?”

Board members had already agreed to use
$217,000 in the county’s American Rescue Plan
Act (ARPA) funds and $65,000 of the county’s
local-option sales tax (LOST) to cover part of the
almost $500,000 that is the county’s portion of
the ambulance budget.

On Friday, they agreed to use another $55,000
of LOST funds, which means RSB will pay about
$162,000 of the ambulance bill in the new fis-
cal year. Coupled with the $16,000 less that
Secondary Roads will receive thanks to the pas-
sage of a new law recently that lowered valua-
tions, board members agreed, some more reluc-
tantly than others, to lower the RSB tax-asking
from $2.51 million to $2.3 million, which would
lead to a tax-levy rate for RSB of $3.31935 per
$1,000 valuation.

The $2.3 million tax-asking would give RSB a
reserve fund of about $210,000 and would also
increase tax-asking by more than 11 percent,
which means the board on March 20 would still
need four yes votes to pass the maximum levy.

Under state law, once a maximum levy is
passed, the Board of Supervisors can’t adopt a
higher tax-asking but it can lower them.

In the United
States, National Parks are com-
mitted to providing barrier-free
access to older people and peo-
ple with disabilities wherever
possible.

Even some of your favor-
ite physical activities have an
increasing number of adaptive
options such as accessible ski
equipment, therapeutic horse-
back riding, sitting volleyball,
modified bicycles (tandem
bicycles are recommended for
those with hearing or visual

IDENTIFY
ACCESSIBILITY AIDS
Once you have selected

a destination, find out what
accessibility tools are available
in those locations. Some cities
will have accessible taxis. Some
opera houses and theaters will
provide special hearing aids or
closed captioning. Other items
to research include footpaths
and sidewalks ramps and pub-
lic transportation. When you
reserve a hotel room, ask what
accessibility options they have.
Most will have at least some
rooms designed for wheelchairs
with larger doors, roll-in show-
ers, adjustable beds and safe-
ty features. They might have
rooms for people with hearing
issues that have visual alarms
or light signals if the phone
rings or someone knocks on
the door. They make sure that
plugs are at waist-height for
those who can’t reach the ones
on the floor.

Increasingly, hotels and
resorts are making use of tech-
nology to design smart rooms
that are more accessible. They
might install voice technology
that lets guests control light
switches and other electronic
room features by voice. Others
have mobile room keys or tab-
lets that let a person control all

elements of the room from the
blinds to lights to music to the
television.

Are you traveling with an
unrelated caregiver? If so, does
the hotel have accessible suites
or adjoining rooms?

If you have medications that
need refrigerating, does the
room have a refrigerator?

If you are going to fly, request
wheelchair assistance if you
need it and then notify the gate
agent when you arrive.

TALK TO YOUR DOCTOR
The Centers for Disease

Control recommends that
senior travelers talk to their

doctor before traveling. It’s
important to find out whether [

your destination requires you to

have certain vaccines or wheth- |

er there are specific health risks
in those areas. Let your doctor
know where you are going, how
long you are staying and what
activities you plan to engage
in. They also recommend pack-
ing and taking enough of all
the medication you will need
during a trip so you don’t fall
prey to counterfeit medicine.

a medal to the top three finishers in each
event.

it, a majority of them are not
only taking on a new form of
music but they've also had little
exposure to the genre.

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Blockhus soars
to runner-up
finish at Big 10

Former NH/TV state champion earns trip
to fourth-straight national tournament

Former New Hampton/
Turkey Valley wrestling star
Michael Blockhus is headed
back to the Division I national
tournament after an inspired
run at the Big Ten tournament
that was held
in Ann Arbor,
Michigan,
this past
weekend.

T h e
University of
Minnesota
senior came
into the meet
seeded sixth
but avenged two early season
losses on his way to making
the 149-pound final, where he
dropped a 7-5 sudden-victo-
ry overtime decision to Ohio
State’s Sammy Sasso, a four-
time Big 10 finalist.

It marked the fourth straight
season that Blockhus earned a
trip to the national tournament.

As a redshirt freshman in
2020, Blockhus qualified for
the tournament while wrestling
for the University of Northern
Iowa, but that tournament,
which was set to be held in
Minneapolis, was called off at
the onset of the COVID-19 pan-
demic.

After  transferring to
Minnesota, Blockhus qualified
for the tournament in both 2021
and 2022 and came into the
weekend Big Ten tournament
poised to make it a fourpeat.

But a trip to the finals? That
seemed like a tall order.

Blockhus opened the tourna-
ment with a pin of Nebraska’s
Dayne Morton and a 6-4 sudden
victory win over Northwestern’s
Yahya Thomas by 6-4 decision
in sudden victory.

Both Morton and Thomas
had handed the Golden Gopher
senior losses earlier in the sea-
son.

Blockhus then put on a
dominating performance in
the semifinals — accumulating
more than four minutes of rid-
ing time on his way to a 6-2 win
over Indiana’s Graham Rooks.

The magic ran out on Sunday
afternoon, but Blockhus gave
Sasso all he could handle —
jumping out to a 2-0 lead with
an early takedown and using a
strong second period to take a
5-4 lead into the third period.

But Sasso got an escape
to force overtime, and after
Blockhus opened the overtime
with the first attack — on a
single-leg attempt — Sasso won
the scramble to get the take-
down and the title.

Blockhus, who won state
titles for Crestwood in 2015,
New Hampton in 2017 and
New Hampton/Turkey Valley
in 2018, will take a 19-5 record
into the NCAA tournament
that kicks off its three-day
run in Tulsa, Oklahoma, next
Thursday.

The Gopher senior has gone
1-2 at both the national tourna-
ments in which he’s been able
to wrestle.

Quartet of Turkey Valley girls named all-UIC

Trojans’ Hoffert and Schmitt placed on first team; Busta and Leibold also honored by conference coaches

Aubrey Hoffert and Jacqlyn Schmitt
were two first-team selections on the
Upper Iowa All-Conference squad this
past winter.

That’s an impressive feat in and of
itself for the two Trojan seniors.

But for the Trojans standouts to also
be named to the Class 1A IGCA (Iowa
Girls Coaches Association) Academic
All-State squad — well, that’s just icing
on the cake.

Steve Hoffert’'s Turkey Valley
Trojans had a tremendous season in
2022-2023 and were awarded as such.

Aubrey Hoffert — Steve’s daugh-
ter — and Schmitt helped lead TV to
a second-place finish in the UIC with

a 14-2 mark. Turkey
Valley won 17 games
in 23 tries in Steve
Hoffert’s first year of
taking over for long-
time TV coach Carla
Nymeyer.

Schmitt - who
had to overcome a
whole host of varying
defenses employed
to stop her — was a repeat first-team
selection. She was the third-leading
scorer in the league (15.2 ppg) and also
averaged 1.3 blocks per game.

Schmitt averaged over seven
rebounds a game and connected on 73
percent of her free throws (101-138).

“Jacqlyn was the focal point of our
offense and opposing team’s defense.

She consistently saw double and triple
teams after she caught the ball. She
always knows what to do with the ball
before she gets it. She was never afraid
of contact, allowing her to get to the
free-throw line. She was a big reason
why we enjoyed success this season,”
said the TV head coach.

Aubrey Hoffert, who made the hon-
orable mention team last year as a
junior, took on the key role of being
TV’s point guard after being the off-
guard last winter. She passed that test
with flying colors as she averaged just
over nine points a game and knocked
down 20 three-pointers.

“Aubrey handled responsibilities
with moving to point guard admirably.
She grew into our floor leader and
facilitator as the season progressed.

She hit some big |
shots for us through-
out the season. She
also wasn’t afraid to
go to the basket and
draw contact. She
was the key to our
success this season,”
said Steve Hoffert.

Turkey  Valley
sported four seniors
on the squad and they all earned
all-conference recognition as guard
Alison Leibold and forward Brianna
Busta were picked on the honor-
able-mention team.

Leibold led TV with 21 three-point-
ers and averaged over six points a
