The Chickasaw County Ambulance 
Council received just one bid after call-
ing for requests for proposals (RFPs) 
from vendors to provide ambulance 
service in the county.

But besides the price — $245,000 
for the fi rst year of a contract — and the 
fact that the bid by American Medical 

Response (AMR) guarantees the coun-
ty just one ambulance, it took several 
days for Ambulance Council members 
to learn details about the bid.

AMR sent just two bid packets, 
which meant that the members of the 
Ambulance Council passed around 
one copy while the council’s secre-
tary, Emergency Management Agency 
Director Jeff Bernatz, kept one copy.

During its meeting on Wednesday 

night, council members requested that 
Bernatz make them copies of the bid, 
which ran 29 pages, and set a meeting 
for tonight (Tuesday) to consider the 
bid. A number of audience attendees 
also requested a copy of the bid.

“I don’t think we need to make a deci-
sion right now,” said Fredericksburg 
Mayor Jimmy Mitchell. “I’d like to 
compare it to the RFP. This is going to 
take forever [to pass around.]”

C h i c k a s a w 
C o u n t y 
S u p e r v i s o r 
Jacob Hackman pointed 
out several items in the bid as he 
scanned the pages.

He said that AMR wants the council 
to provide ambulance space, as well as 
living quarters for its employees and 
he also said another topic was that 
“we have to fi nd out if they’re going to 

take Medicare or 
Medicaid, I know that was a concern 
to some people,” Hackman said.

LOREN HINTZ’S DAUGHTER LEARNS VALUABLE LESSON DURING FAMILY’S REMARKABLE JOURNEY

IT’S MORE THAN JUST A FILM

As Gretchen Wronka and her family pre-
pared to come to New Hampton Sunday to 
celebrate the premiere of “Finding Loren,” 
she was asked what her family’s journey has 
taught her?

“Whew, that’s a good question,” she said, 
“and honestly, it’s probably going to be a long 
story before I get to the answer.”

Granted, she was excited to return to her 
hometown to show the fi lm that celebrated the 
life of Loren and Gert Hintz and detailed the 
family’s search for Loren’s plane that was shot 
down during the fi nal days of World War II.

Hintz was killed on April 21, 1945, when his 
plane was hit and crashed into a fi eld near a 
small Italian village, and 55 years later, her 
son, Hans, began a search that would last for 
16 years with a simple internet query.

Since that day when Hintz’s plane and body

New Hampton Public Works Director Casey 
Mai said it came down to being “fair.”

New Hampton City Councilman Cory 
McDonald, though, worried about the fact that
the city in effect would be going with an “out-
of-town” contractor when it came to emergency
repairs to water and sewer lines.

After a long discussion at last week’s City 
Council meeting, though, the city decided that
in the interest of fairness that the city would set
up an “ordered” call list that will be used when a
water main breaks or a sewer line needs fi xing.

“I’ve heard it enough from contractors that 
we never call them or ‘why do you only call this
company or that one’ that I felt like we should
put out an RFP and see what we could come up
with,” Mai told council members on Monday
night. “Obviously, this is up to you, but I do think
this is the fairest way to go.”

The City Council agreed, voting 5-1 to place 
the Blazek Corporation of Lawler at the top of
its on-call list, followed by Speicher Excavating
of Fredericksburg and Mick Gage Plumbing and
Heating.

In the past, the city has not had a “set-in-
stone” process to follow when it needs help for
emergency repairs to water and sewer lines, and
Mai said there were several reasons — including
having a better idea of prices and addressing the
issue of fairness — he made the request for pro-
posals, which are often referred to as RFPs.

Mai told council members that three companies 
responded and that he tried to come up with what
he called an “apples to apples” comparison for all
three companies. He said he used a three-hour
repair project, and that Blazek’s bid on a project of
that scope was $1,707.50, compared to Speicher’s
cost of $1,930 and Gage’s cost of $3,335.

That led to a discussion on possibly going to 
a rotation system or seeing if the three bidders

City’s wards will  
not change much

New Hampton City Clerk Karen Clemens 
couldn’t help but laugh when she was asked 
about “redistricting” the city.

“I’m one and done,” she said, “because I 
doubt I’ll still be here — as city clerk, at least 
— in 2030.”

Not that it was a long, arduous project; in 
fact, Clemens told the City Council last week 
that thanks in part to software provided by 
the state of Iowa, the redistricting of New 
Hampton’s four wards took about an hour.

Still, it was necessary because of the 2020 
census numbers that were in September that 
showed the city’s population had dropped 
from 3,571 in 2010 to 3,494 in 2020. Under

New Hampton 
man killed in 
one-vehicle crash

A New Hampton man was fatal-
ly injured in a one-car crash that 
occurred last Monday morning.

An Iowa State Patrol crash report 
stated that Steven Demaray, age 
70, later died at MercyOne New 
Hampton Medical Center after his 
2021 Dodge pickup crashed into a 
concrete overpass support pier at 
the intersection of Highways 63 and 
Highway 18 and 346 south of New 
Hampton.

The crash occurred just before 
9 a.m., and multiple agencies — 
including the Chickasaw County 
Sheriff’s Offi ce and the Chickasaw 
Ambulance Service — responded to 
the scene.

The report stated that Demaray, 
who was wearing a seat belt, was 
southbound on Highway 63 when 
his vehicle entered the median and 
struck the overpass support pier. 
The State Patrol was also assisted 
at the scene by employees of New 
Hampton Auto Body.

the plan that City Council members 
approved last week, Clemens said residents 
on seven city blocks would move be moved 
into different wards.

She explained to the council that wards 
can’t deviate more than 10 percent from a 
baseline that is determined by dividing the 
city’s population into the number of wards 
to comply with state law. 

New Hampton’s baseline for the most 
recent census was 874, and under the plan, 

ward populations in New Hampton will 
range from 866 in Ward 4, which covers 
the southeast part of the city, to 878 in 
Ward 2, which encompasses the north-
western part of the city. 

Ward 3, which covers the southwestern 
portion of the city has 873 residents and 
the northeast section of the city in Ward 1 
has 877 residents.

Percentage wise, the largest deviation is 
less than 1 percent, well within the param-
eters set up in state law.

The council will hold a public hearing on 

the redistricting plan at its Dec. 6 meeting. 
Council members must approve two more 
readings of the new wards before it takes 
effect, and the city must also notify the 
Chickasaw County Auditor’s Offi ce to make 
sure it does not have any objections.

“I can’t see any problems with this,” 
City Attorney Todd Prichard said. “This 
is a good plan and well within what we’re 
required to do. … 

“When you have wards that are this close 
to populations, you have a good — a very 
good — plan.”

would be willing to agree to a 
“standard” price so that a rota-
tion system could be used and 
the city would still have a good 
idea of what it would need to 
pay.

“I think we need to go with the 
bidding process,” Councilman 
Joe Denner said. “That’s why 
we did it, and I think we should 
go with the lowest bid ... The 
price difference is a lot, don’t 
you think?”

But McDonald, who was the 
lone no vote on the issue, said 
there was also value in having a 
New Hampton-based company 
doing the work.

“I’m just saying, how many 
people does Mick employ, that 
live here and shop for grocer-
ies and all those kind of things 
here? I understand what you’re 
saying,” he said, “but I also want 
us to think of the value there?”

Under the proposal approved 
by the council, Blazek will be 
called fi rst and have 24 hours 
to “accept” the job. If it turns 
the job down, the city would 
call Speicher and go through 
the same process before Gage 
would be called.

City Clerk Karen Clemens 
said that it was important for 
city leaders to understand that 
contractors would still in all 
likelihood be hired by the city. 

She said, for example, that 
the Parks and Recreation 
Department uses Mick Gage 
Plumbing and Heating for mul-
tiple projects a year.

Two days after the City 
Council meeting, Clemens said 
that “we do try to spread things 

out when we can” and pointed
out that multiple contractors
are used by various city depart-
ments throughout any given
year.

In the end, council members 
agreed to — as Denner put it —
try the new process for a year
and revisit the issue next fall.

In other business from 
Monday night’s City Council
meeting:

• Council members approved 
a fi nal contract with Iowa
Codifi cation, a Clear Lake com-
pany that will help “clean up”
the city code to make sure it is
both consistent and adhering to
changes in state law.

The council gave its tacit 
approval to the contract earlier
this month, but Monday’s vote
fi nalized the $6,500 contract.

• The council voted to 
approve the second reading of
an ordinance to designate sev-
eral parking lots near the First
United Methodist Church to
be used for pick-up and drop-
off only from 6 a.m. to 6 p.m.
Mondays through Fridays when
the new Little Sprouts Daycare
opens next spring.

The third and fi nal reading 
of the ordinance will be consid-
ered at the Dec. 6 meeting.

• Council members approved 
allowing New Horizons-
Chamber’s request to close
one block of North and South
Walnut Avenue and one block
of North and South Chestnut
Avenue from 5 to 7:30 p.m. on
Thursday, Dec. 2.

That’s the night when the 
chamber will put on its “Live
Windows” event in downtown
New Hampton.

Time fl ies when 
you’re having fun

The year was 1981. Ronald 
Reagan was in the fi rst year of 
his presidency. “Dallas” was 
the No. 1 show on television. 
“ R a i d e r s 
of the Lost 
Ark” was 
the biggest 
movie at the 
box offi ce. 
A stamp 
cost all of 15 
cents and 
gas was just 
a “buck-
38.”

Much has changed in 40 
years, but for New Hampton’s 
lone eye clinic, Eye Care 
Associates, at least one person 
has remained a constant, for 
it was in 1981, just a year out 
of high school, that Lisa Busta 
came to work at the clinic.

“I don’t know if anyone 
actually goes into a job and 
says, ‘I think I’ll stay for 40 
years,’” Busta said, “but I guess 
you never know. At the time, I 
needed a more full-time job, 
and I thought this would be a 
good move for me.”

The 1980 graduate of 
Turkey Valley High School 
was working at Cutsforth Pizza 
in Lawler when she learned 
about an opening at the New 
Hampton eye clinic, which 
back then was located on Main 
Street.

“We had a much smaller 
offi ce back then,” she said, 
“but we had two great doctors 
and honestly, I guess one of 
the things that has kept me 

here is I think we’ve always 
had a caring and fun staff. It’s 
a good place to work. That’s 
probably obvious because who 
stays in a job for 40 years if 
it isn’t a good place to work, 
right?”

The clinic is now located 
at the intersection of Spring 
Street and South Chestnut 
Avenue, and today, Busta is 
the optical manager - help-
ing patients pick out the right 
glasses and making adjust-
ments to frames.

“As much as things have 
changed,” she said, “glasses 
haven’t all that much. Yes, 
they’re lighter and maybe a 
little ‘tougher’ but they still 
need repairs, they still need 
adjusting.”

Busta and her husband, 
Harold, have two daughters, 
Lacey McGrath, a nurse prac-
titioner in New Hampton, and 
Kirsten Sajdak, an accounts 
payable manager for Bank 
Iowa who lives in Cresco. 
McGrath has two sons; Sajdak 
has one son with another child 
on the way.

“It’s all worked out,” Busta 
said with a laugh. “We got our 
girls in the fi rst wave and now 
we’re getting the boys in the 
second wave.”

After 40 years, Busta said 
she still going to work at Eye 
Care Associates.

“I like people,” she said, 
“and I like helping them. It’s 
been a great place to work, 
and I’m not sure it’s worth a 
story, but I guess my story is 
I just found a great place to 
work and never left.”

were discovered, much has happened.
Gretchen Wronka’s brother, Martin, 

sought grants and raised money to tell 
the story of “Finding Loren” on the big 
screen, and even after he passed away 
in July 2020, his dream remained 
alive. Martin Hintz’s wife, Pam Percy, 
turned her husband’s dream into a 
reality.

On Sunday, the movie made its New 
Hampton premiere in the same build-
ing that Loren Hintz’s wife began her 
legendary career as a high school sec-
retary so many years ago.

Indeed, it is a remarkable story.
Boy meets girl, they fall in love 

and get married. The young couple 
has a daughter and a son who is 
on the way when the husband goes 
off to war, never to return. Gert 
Hintz, of course, becomes an icon 
at New Hampton High School, but 
for decades, the family knows little 
about Loren’s death.

And then Hans asked a question, 
and the search for Loren began in 
earnest. Since then, the Hintz family 
has met people from all over the world 
who helped them fi nd Loren.

“I think of the Italians who were 
so gracious, who were so wonderful,” 
Gretchen Wronka said as she searched 
for the right answer to that question 
that was posed to her. “We had so 
many people support us, help us, make 
this a reality.”

She also will tell you that, in many 
ways, her father’s short life complet-
ed a circle, for he grew up working 
farm fi elds near his boyhood home of 

Charles City and died in a fi eld a half a 
world away in Italy.

Her brother and, later, her sister-
in-law led the charge for the movie, 

and they, too, had help from those who 
awarded them grants and those who 
fi lmed the documentary.

Yet, the question remained. What’s 

the lesson?
Gretchen Wronka then shared the

story of meeting the family of Heinrich 
Johann, a 42-year-old German solider 
who was killed by Italian partisans on 
April 21, 1945.

Since that day in 2019, the Wronkas
have become close friends with Stefan 
Johann, the grandson of Heinrich.

Two families from two different
worlds — one the Old; the other the 
New — and from two different sides 
of the most horrifi c war in the history 
of mankind, share a common bond. 
Someone they loved died on the same 
day.

“We have become friends, good
friends,” Gretchen Wronka said. 
“When they go on holiday, they send 
us pictures. When something happens 
here, we do the same. And maybe 
that’s the lesson.”

She paused for a moment.
“We both lost someone who we

loved very much, and we both ask 
the what-if question,” she said. “What 
if my father had come home? What 
would our life have been like? And I’m 
sure Stefan and his family do the same. 
... And maybe I guess what I’ve learned 
is that there are no winners in war. 
This journey has taken us to places we 
never dreamed of going, felt things we 
never thought we’d feel, but I think 
I’ve learned that, for me at least, to be 
more understanding and know that, 
yes, there are stories on the other side 
as well.”

Medical Center CEO and 
President Aaron Flugum to 
respond that “I would person-
ally hope that’s a concern to 
everyone in this room.”

Flugum also suggested that 
council members “do your due 
diligence; I might suggest get-
ting references from the neigh-
boring county as well, to see 
how well they have been able to 
meet their obligations.”

AMR currently provides 
ambulance service in Floyd 
County and receives funds 
from both that county and the 
city of Charles City. Others in 
the crowd asked council mem-
bers to reach out to Buchanan 
County, where AMR currently 
has a contract, and to Hardin 
County offi cials, where AMR 
once operated.

But council members who 
were hoping to get copies of 
the bid Thursday morning 
were disappointed as Bernatz 
wouldn’t send out the copies 
until he received the OK from 
Ambulance Council attorney 
Kit O’Donohoe, who was not at 
Wednesday night’s meeting. 

Copies did arrive on Friday, 
however, and AMR said the 
county will receive the following 
services from the provider: one 
primary 24-hour ambulance 

staff with a driver and an EMT, 
mutual aid and surge support 
from “our surrounding EMS 
operations,” constant transpar-
ency with custom reports using 
hundreds of data metrics, com-
munity focused public educa-
tion and outreach and “the sta-
bility and sustainability of con-
tracting with a trusted national 
EMS provider.”

AMR offi cials wrote that the 
company has more than 30 
employees in the “local area.” 
They also said the company will 
make “its best effort to recruit a 
paramedic to provide ALS care 
as often as possible.”

In its bid proposal, offi cials 
wrote that “AMR understands 
that Chickasaw County will 
provide the ambulance garage 
space and the employee living 
quarters for the duration of this 
contract at a fair market rate 
to be determined and fi nalized 
during contract negotiation.”

AMR’s bid requires a fi rst 
year subsidy of $245,000, and 
company offi cials wrote that  
they would need a 5 percent 
annual increase to account for 
“rising wages and advances in 
technology.” With the annual 
increases, a three-year con-
tract would cost the Ambulance 
Council $772,363.

“AMR checks every box for 
Chickasaw County and will 
exceed your expectations,” com-

pany offi cials wrote in the bid’s
conclusion. “We welcome the
chance to present our solutions
and would be happy to answer
any additional questions.”

AMR, though, did not
have a representative at
Wednesday’s meeting, and sev-
eral Ambulance Council mem-
bers said they hoped that AMR
would be available for questions
at the meeting scheduled for
tonight.

Chickasaw Ambulance
Service, which currently pro-
vides service to the county
and its cities, opted out of its
two-year contract last month.
The service’s owner, Jeremy
McGrath, said he was disap-
pointed that the Ambulance
Council was seeking bids for
a new contract less than six
months into what was supposed
to be a two-year contract.

That left this latest round
of RFPs critical because
Chickasaw Ambulance Service
will provide ambulances only
through June 30.

Under the current contract,
Chickasaw Ambulance Service
is being paid $217,500 during
this fi scal year and was to be
paid $228,375 in the fi scal year
that begins on July 1. Under the
contract, McGrath’s service is
required to have two ambulanc-
es available at all times.

4-H members gather for ‘summit’
Youth attended a day long 4-H summit 

at Upper Iowa University led by Iowa State 
University Extension and Outreach county and 
state youth outreach staff on Oct. 26. 

During the event, 74 youth from 15 area 
schools learned about using their voice for lead-
ership, making an action plan for change in 
their community and heard from ISU Extension 
and Outreach specialists on a variety of work-
shop topics. Schools attended from the follow-
ing counties — Allamakee, Bremer, Buchanan, 
Butler, Clayton, Chickasaw, Fayette, Howard and 
Winneshiek.

Learning to work with others based on leader-
ship style was one part of the overall process for 
developing a community action plan. 

To determine their leadership style, youth 
took a short survey to determine if they were 
more like a buffalo, eagle, mouse, or beaver. This 
humorous activity grouped like youth together 
based on their leadership style. They reviewed 
their strengths and shared pointers others should 
know about working with their leadership style. 
Youth reported they feel confi dent in being able 
to treat others fairly and equally when they are in 
charge of a group.

As a school team, youth used a “5 Why’s” 
activity to defi ne an issue in their school or com-
munity. Some topics identifi ed included a need 
for a student council group, additional trash cans 
outside of a school to help keep it beautiful, and 
a plan for addressing racism and sexism in a 
school. Led by a caring adult from their school, 
youth began writing the fi rst steps towards solv-
ing the issue.

To better equip youth with the tools needed 
to address community issues, fi ve ISU Extension 
and Outreach specialists and county staff led 
workshops related to STEM, fi nancial literacy, 
communication, arts, and mindfulness. 

One workshop with Karen Lathrop, advance-
ment specialist, described the difference between 
public and private value and how to commu-
nicate within a community to raise visibility. 
Youth then created public value statements and 
explored the best way to deliver those messages. 
Youth reported an increased confi dence in using 

this skill to help them approach school adminis-
tration, and even city or school councils.

Another workshop let by Cody Emery, youth 
outreach education for Bremer and Fayette 
counties, inspired youth to use art as a way to 
impact and communicate with their community. 
One student commented, “I forgot how powerful 
art can be. It’s such a quick way to reach people.”

After leaving the event youth will use their 
voice and leadership to implement their commu-
nity action plan by the end of the current school 
year.

MercyOne New Hampton 
Medical Center is offering a 
COVID-19 vaccination clinic for 
children and teens next month, 
and parents can make their 
appointments online.

MercyOne officials made 
the announcement about the 
clinic last week, one that saw 
Chickasaw County Public 
Health and Homecare Services 
reported that 42 more positive 
tests for the virus were recorded 
last week.

The Centers for Disease 
Control (CDC) recently when 
it announced it had given fi nal 
approval for children to receive 
the vaccine.

That led MercyOne to set up 
two clinics - one on Dec. 8 and 
the other on Dec. 15 - for chil-
dren to receive the vaccine.

“We understand how busy 
families are and driving to a 
different county for a vaccine 
isn’t convenient,” said Jennifer 
Monteith, the hospital’s devel-
opment and public relations. 
“When we had the chance to 
order the Pfi zer vaccine for chil-
dren and teens, we knew offer-
ing it locally was the right thing 

to do.”
The hospital has set up an 

“event page” on Facebook, 
where residents can fi nd links 
to make appointments for their 
children.

The vaccine will be available 
to children ages 5-17, and the 
clinics, which will run from 
3:30 to 5:30 p.m. each day,  
are for those children and teens 
who need their fi rst or second 
dose of the Pfi zer vaccine.

“Planning a vaccination clin-
ic of this scale, especially for 
children,” Monteith said, “has 
been a lot of work so we are 
thankful for our colleagues who 
have volunteered to help. After 
living through COVID for the 
past 18 months, we are all excit-
ed to focus our energy on some-
thing positive and hope area 
parents take this opportunity to 
have their children receive the 
COVID-19 vaccine.”

Hospital offi cials are remind-
ing parents that they should 
allow 30 to 45 minutes for 
appointments, and that they 
must be present for the appoint-
ment.

Meanwhile, there was little 
let up in the number of cases of 
COVID-19 positive tests.

Public Health Administrator 

Lisa Welter’s weekly report 
showed that the positive tests 
covered all age groups.

We need to understand, that for 
better or worse, we’re all connected
It’s a cliché to say that everything’s 

connected. But we live in a world where 
this is clearly true. Ideas, goods, services, 
workers, tourists, commerce, communi-
cations, drugs, crime, 
migrants, refugees, 
weapons, climate 
impacts… and, of 
course, viruses: They 
all cross borders con-
stantly.

This is one reason 
I’ve come to believe 
that drawing a distinc-
tion between “foreign” 
and “domestic” policy, 
while often helpful, 
is also misleading. 
Globalization essen-
tially means that we 
can’t escape the impact 
of what’s happening 
in other countries 
and regions around 
the globe, either at the policy level in 
Washington or on the street where you 
live.

This is often benefi cial. The free move-
ment of goods and services from this 
country to others builds our economy 
and creates jobs. Likewise, goods and 
services produced elsewhere and import-
ed or used here have provided many 
American consumers with a quality of 

life that would have been unthinkable a 
generation ago. The relatively free fl ow 
of ideas, cultural life, and people with 
talent, skill, ambition, or all three, have 
enriched this country and many others.

Yet managing globalization is also a 
clear challenge, because it’s not only the 
good stuff that goes along with it. The 
work of government—not just at the 
federal level, but in our states, counties, 
and cities and towns—is to fi nd ways of 
promoting what’s good and mitigating 
what’s bad.

Sometimes, this takes global coordina-
tion. The UN Climate Conference taking 
place in Scotland is one clear example. 
Climate change affects everything, 
from the kinds of plants and animals 
you might see in your backyard to the 
behavior of the oceans and global wind 
currents. The Glasgow meeting is aimed 
at accelerating governments’ action on 
ratcheting back the human-made causes 
of climate change and at fi nding ways for 
nations and communities to adapt to the 
changes that we’re too late to prevent.

Sometimes, this demands clear-head-
ed national strategies. All countries need 
goods and services from other countries: 
food, cars, entertainment, manufacturing 
parts. And economists would argue that 
our inter-connectedness on these fronts 
has, on the whole, served both the US 
and the world well, raising standards 

of living, lowering costs, and expanding 
the array of choices available. Yet when 
factory workers are thrown out of work, 
farmers are disrupted by competition 
from overseas, or over-dependence on 
the global supply chain proves to be a 
vulnerability, as during the pandemic, 
these demand thoughtful policy change 
from the federal government, whether 
it’s pursuing trade talks, developing 
support for re-training programs, or but-
tressing small-scale agriculture and local 
supply chains.

And at the local level, the forces of 
globalization clearly require a commu-
nity response. Maybe it’s fi nding ways 
of assimilating and educating migrant 
workers or refugees. Maybe it’s helping 
small farms connect with local markets 
that will boost their chances of success 
and help feed surrounding communities. 
And maybe it’s promoting home weath-
erization and other energy-related poli-
cies that help reduce carbon emissions.

The point is that the forces of global-
ization are with us whether we like it or 
not, and we can’t ignore them. We’re 
affected by what takes place everywhere 
else, and both at home and in the halls 
of power we have to understand and 
manage it. It’s inevitable that we’ll face 
challenges and disruption. Our task is to 
recognize the opportunities and spread 
the benefi ts.

It’s a raw, windy November Thursday 
afternoon, and I’m sitting in the passenger 
seat of my new — that would be new for a 
newspaper reporter — car as Josh drives 
us from Davenport to New Hampton.

My job today on this trip home is to 
get some stories written so we can leave 
tomorrow for a quick visit to see Noah in 
Colorado.

Maybe it’s dumb, 
but I always feel a lit-
tle guilty about taking 
off and leaving my 
co-workers to fend for 
themselves. Granted, 
I’m sure Dorothy Huber 
will enjoy the peace and 
quiet that comes in a 
Fenske-less offi ce, but 
still ... both Dorothy and 
Kelly will be giving up 
their weekends so I can 
go to the mountains and 
goof off with my boys.

So I’ve written — or 
will write — as many 
stories as I can before I 
leave. 

That means Josh is driving the 2015 
Ford Taurus, and I am typing this column, 
as well as other stories, on his laptop.

By the time this column appears 
in print, we will be in the midst of 
Thanksgiving week, and I guess that’s 
where I’m going to go with this column.

Look, I’ve always been a Thanksgiving 
guy. Any holiday that includes turkey, 
stuffi ng, mashed potatoes and gravy, 
green-bean casserole and lots of football is 
a good one in my eyes.

But as much as I might joke about 
Thanksgiving, it’s a critically important 
holiday for me. The bottom line is I need a 
reminder that gratitude must play a large 
role in my life.

Seriously, if it takes a national holiday 
to do it, then so be it.

I’ve written on this page before about 
my fi ght with depression and anxiety. 

Maybe, some of you are thinking, I’ve 
written about it too much, but it’s a huge 
part of Bob Fenske, the human being.

I’d love to tell you today that I’m cured 
and the depression and anxiety have been 
erased from my life. Heck, I could tell you 
that, but I’d be lying.

It’s frustrating at times. I’m 56. I should 
be able to deal with this thing called life, 
but at times, understanding life — or at 
least the pursuit of “happiness” — seems 
to be more elusive than a Minnesota 
Vikings’ Super Bowl appearance, let alone 
a Vikings’ Super Bowl win.

For years, my boys and their activities 
— the practices, the games, the concerts, 
the plays, the homework and all the rest — 
consumed me.

I’ve realized in 2021 that as much as I 
looked forward to them “growing up,” I 
probably should have been dreading the 
day they moved on. 

I hate going home to an empty house. 
I hate that I see Josh, at the most, once a 
month. I hate that I see Noah even less. 
I hate cooking a spaghetti dinner and 
realizing that I will be eating pasta for the 
next three nights. I guess what I’m saying 
is that, despite the fact that Noah left the 
house more than 2 1/2 years ago, I still 
haven’t adjusted to being the father of two 
adult children.

Still, this isn’t supposed to be a woe-is-
me piece; instead, I am slowly but surely 
making progress. I haven’t felt like I need-
ed a “vacation,” i.e, my term for when I 
was sent to a mental health unit a couple 
of years ago. I haven’t felt like I just didn’t 
want to be here, whatever that means.

So as I listen to Josh grumble about the 
slow pace of traffi c on I-80, the question 
I’ll ask myself is why? What makes today 
better than yesterday?

Some of it is that over the course of 
the next three days, I’ll get to spend time 
with the two guys who remind me every 
day that no matter how much I think I’ve 
failed, I have actually succeeded when it 
comes to them.

They’re funny. They’re smart. They’re 
articulate. They’re compassionate.

They are not perfect; trust me, I know 
that, but I am grateful as I get ready for 
Thanksgiving 2021, I’m around to watch 
all of the joys and, yes, even the sorrows in 
their lives. 

Gratitude can be so hard to grasp. It’s 
another lesson I’ve learned over the years.

That reader who is constantly nit-pick-
ing on this thing or that thing can drive 
me nuts, yet if it makes me a better writer, 
better reporter, better editor ... who am I 
to complain?

That coach who questions every single 
one of my calls when I’m offi ciating a 
basketball game or umpiring a baseball 
game can drive me nuts, but if it makes be 
a better ref, better umpire ... who am I to 
complain?

That friend who tells me what I need to 
hear and not just what I want to hear can 
drive me nuts, but if they’re advice makes 
my life a little easier or more understand-
able ... who am I to complain?

Maybe the lesson I need to learn is to 
be grateful for the reader, the coach, the 
friend and everyone else out there. 

It sure beats the hell of of resentment, 
right?

Today, I choose gratitude. 
By the time this piece hits the printed 

edition, that might change. 
By Thursday, God only knows.
My vow, though, is simple. Live life 

with a thankful heart. And if I fall off the 
proverbial horse, I will climb back onto 
the saddle.

The point is maybe, just maybe, I’m 
starting to get it.

We need 
answers and 

accountability
It seems like every week we are learning more and more 

about not only the possible origins of COVID-19, but about 
our own government’s involvement in dangerous scientif-
ic experiments overseas – including at the now-infamous 
Wuhan Institute of Virology in Communist China. 

It’s disturbing, and I continue to hear from Iowans who 
want both answers and accountability.

 For years, the National Institutes of Health (NIH) was 
paying for research on deadly coronaviruses at the Wuhan 
Lab. 

NIH gave the money to a nonprofi t, 
EcoHealth Alliance, which then funneled 
U.S. taxpayer dollars into the state-run lab 
in China for the collection of and experi-
ments with coronavirus samples. But even 
after the onset of the pandemic, EcoHealth 
has refused to cooperate or answer basic 
questions about how they used U.S. tax-
payer money in China – going so far as to 
violate several federal transparency laws 
that require disclosure of how tax dollars 
are spent.

Fast forward to May 2021, when Dr. 
Anthony Fauci — the head of the NIH divi-
sion that dishes out money to EcoHealth — 
testifi ed before Congress. Under oath, Dr. 
Fauci told lawmakers, and the American People, that “the 
NIH has not ever and does not now fund gain-of-function 
research in the Wuhan Institute of Virology.”

To no one’s surprise, that turned out to be false. On 
October 20th, the NIH made the glaring admission that they 
had in fact been funding experiments through EcoHealth 
that very closely resemble what many call gain-of-function 
(GOF) research — or research that involves experiments that 
improve the ability of a pathogen to cause disease and, “may 
entail biosafety and biosecurity risks.” 

NIH admitted they were fi nancing EcoHealth’s experi-
ments on coronaviruses.

And just this week, the White Coat Waste Project released 
internal documents obtained from NIH revealing that two of 
Fauci’s own staffers expressed concerns as far back as May 
2016 that EcoHealth’s proposed experiments included GOF. 
The project was approved regardless, with EcoHealth being 
notifi ed their work in Wuhan would not be “subject to the 
GOF funding pause.”

On July 11, 2016, the president of EcoHealth gleefully 
responded to Fauci’s subordinates,  “This is terrifi c! We are 
very happy to hear that our Gain of Function research fund-
ing pause has been lifted.”

Dr. Fauci can say he didn’t know, but that’s no excuse. He 
had a legal obligation to know how the tax dollars he was 
giving out were being spent. And he also failed to enforce the 
law requiring EcoHealth to disclose the cost of experiments, 
something I’ve been asking the NIH to do for years now.

Enough is enough. 
The only way to get to the bottom of this is to follow the 

science, follow the money, and follow the law. That’s why 
this week, I introduced the Fairness and Accountability in 
Underwriting Chinese Institutions Act – or the FAUCI Act 
– which completely bans U.S. funding of gain-of-function 
research in Communist China. 

It also prohibits any federal funding from going to 
labs and research institutions that receive funding from 
Communist China for gain-of-function research. In addition, 
it ensures that any NIH employee, offi cial, or grantee that 
intentionally misleads Congress, or the Inspector General, 
will be ineligible for current or future federal grants and 
employment. And fi nally, the bill calls for a full accounting of 
U.S. involvement in gain-of-function research, particularly in 
China.

We need to get answers about how U.S. taxpayer dollars 
were used in Communist China. Iowa taxpayers should 
never be funding dangerous experiments overseas, espe-
cially in one of the world’s most closed societies, ruled by a 
ruthless authoritarian regime with no tolerance for truth or 
transparency. 

I’m working to ensure that never happens again, and to 
fi nally hold accountable anyone who fails to enforce or follow 
the law.

Bobby Schwickerath advised the 
council on changes made to the draft RFP 
including accepting Iowa EMS certifica-
tion instead of Iowa and NREMT, issue 
date to vendors changed from Sunday 
10-10-2021 to Monday 10-11-21, and 
change EMA acronym to EMS.

Discussion topic brought up for the 
council include how many ambulances 
and how many paramedics need to be 
scheduled at a time. Jacob Hackman 
shared information discussed at the ISAC 
conference, there are only 3500 paramed-
ics in the state of Iowa, 6,158 EMTs, 951 
EMRs. Jacob Hackman questioned how 
do you attract enough personnel to staff 
two full-time rigs with two paramedics 
when there is only 3500 statewide. Jim 
Ashley asked Aaron Flugum why RN 
from the hospital couldn’t take ambu-
lance calls. Jeff Bernatz explained, and 
Aaron Flugum confirmed, that there is a 
shortage in EMS and there is a shortage 
in nursing Mercy One New Hampton 
does not have the staff to accomplish 
that. Council consensus was to change 
the requirement to EMT service with 
Paramedic provision.

Bobby Schwickerath advised the 
council that RFPs will be returned to 
CCAC Chairman Mark Mueterthies 
and questions will be fielded by Bobby 

Schwickerath.
Aaron Flugum advised the board

that all ambulance services in the six-
county area work together to cover calls
so if the council gets rid of Chickasaw
Ambulance Service, they will not only
hurt Chickasaw County but surrounding 
counties as well. James Mitchell advised
that he had thought about that as well and
if the council does not like what comes 
back from the RFP they cou ld just con-
tinue with the current contract.

James Mitchell reminded the council
that by putting out the RFP, if Chicka-
saw Ambulance Service cancels their 
contract so that they can bid the RFP and
they are the only ones that bid then the
council will have to accept Chickasaw
Ambulance Service’s new price or be 
without an ambulance service. The only
other option would be to continue with
the current contract and start working on
a county run ambulance service.

Leichtman begins new tenure as head coach

Merriam-Webster’s dictionary defi nition 
of culture is one way to look at the all-en-
compassing word. 

The longtime American publishing com-
pany of reference books describes culture 
as this: the set of shared attitudes, values, 
goals, and practices that characterizes an 
institution or organization. 

The term can mean a lot of different 
things to different people, depending on 
who you’re talking to.

To newly hired New Hampton girls bas-
ketball coach Dave Leichtman – it means 
one thing – bring your best to the court 
each and every night. 

That’s high on his list to accomplish this 
winter as the 2021-2022 season began this 
week at Riceville. 

“We’re trying to build a culture through 
our system,” said Leichtman, a 2000 New 
Hampton High School graduate. 

Not that Leichtman’s predecessor – 
Chad Pemble – didn’t have a positive atmo-
sphere that emphasized getting the most 
out of each and every player that hit the 
hardwood for New Hampton. He did. The 
veteran coach won two Northeast Iowa 
Conference crowns and led the Chickasaws 
to the state tournament in 2001 – their 
one and only state appearance in school 
history. 

But new blood will take over this winter 
in the form of Leichtman. He’s no strang-
er to success in other arenas. Leichtman 
played for current head football coach 
– Scott Frerichs – and was a key contrib-
utor to the Chickasaws’ 1999 state title run. 

But basketball is his passion and for well 
over a decade – 12 years to be precise – 
he’s coached girls basketball in some shape 
or form. That included three years as an 
assistant under former NH girls head coach 
Matt Schult. He also coached Iowa Prep, 
an AAU team, for four seasons. Leichtman 
knows the youth ranks well, as he has 
guided Chickasaws at the lower levels of 
competition for many years as well. 

One of the key facets of what Leichtman 
– and pretty much every coach –  is trying 
to bring to the table at New Hampton is 
getting his players to implement what he is 
saying and teaching. If those principles can 
be sold to his Chickasaws, more than half 
the battle has already been won. 

“Anytime you have kind of a system and 
you have kids that are new to it – maybe 
even new to basketball – in the school 
setting, you have to get through the whole 
picture. They have to see the whole picture 
of the system in order for them to really be 
able to utilize it and buy into it.”

That quest to pile up the victories started 
on Monday on the road against Riceville. 
The start to the Leichtman era wasn’t too 
shabby, at least in an exhibition tussle. In 
a scrimmage last Thursday, New Hampton 
defeated 11th-ranked St. Ansgar on the 
Saints’ home fl oor. 

The challenge this year will be to get 
the Chickasaws to believe in themselves 
and trust their talent. NH couldn’t catch a 
break last year en route to a 6-16 campaign 
– which included a 4-8 mark in league play. 

Of course having the services of all-
league standout Carlee Rochford all season, 
obviously, could have helped that win total. 

Rochford – one of the better players in 
Class 2A when healthy – battled injury and 
illness in 2020-2021. That limited her just 
nine games, as she was lost for the season 
in early January. 

Rochford is the catalyst at point guard 
for Leichtman and her athletic skill will be 
on full display this winter. Her junior sea-
son could be a whopper, as the multi-sport 
star won’t have a lot of height around her 
– she’s the tallest on the squad at 5-10 – but 
her knack for making everybody around 
her better should lead to many conquests 
over opponents. 

“I like to be able to have an up-tempo 
dribble-drive – fi ve people on the court, 
ready to score, ready to play defense,” said 
Leichtman. “We want to get to the rim 
every time.”

That style of play fi ts right into Rochford’s 
hands as she likes to get the ball up and 
down the court. She averaged 15 points 
a game and can stroke it from deep. She 
shot 50 percent from beyond the arc (13-26 
3-point shooting) and averaged almost six 
rebounds a contest to go along with two-
and-a-half assists. 

While Rochford will be a focal point that 
opposing defenses will key on – she will 
have help in the form of junior Kandice 
Eggerichs. Eggerichs came on strong last 
season in her fi rst varsity experience and 
averaged 5.5 points. 

Look for sophomore Molly Wegner (2.6 
ppg) and senior Emily Jackson (1.1 ppg) to 
also start for Leichtman. Leichtman said 
junior Gracie Reicks will also see fl oor time. 

Those probable starters will have to up 
their games and contribute to a team that 
will be undersized against almost every 

team it plays. Leichtman feels his team
has the ability to overcome that glaring
defi ciency. 

“I think everybody brings lots of talents. 
It’s fi nding those talents inside those kids
no matter what their talent level is. It’s
fi nding those skill levels that you can incor-
porate and make them – no matter who
steps on the court – a better player.”

If Chickasaw fans may have had a mem-
ory lapse, it wasn’t all that long ago that
Leichtman’s daughter starred on the court
for New Hampton. Isabel Leichtman – a
2018 NH grad – fi nished her run as a
Chickasaw as the school’s all-time leading
scorer.

Dave has another daughter – sev-
enth-grader Ava – and a son, Briar, who is
in the third grade. Leichtman’s wife is Jean
and they have been married since 2002. 

“She is the backbone that makes this all 
go,” said Dave. 

Leichtman is excited to coach his fi rst 
offi cial game and show fans what his
Chickasaws are all about. 

“It’s humbling. It’s an honor,” said 
Leichtman. “I’m enjoying being able to
bring something back to my hometown.” 

While Leichtman may have just 18 kids 
out on the high school level, he plans on
maximizing each and every player’s skill
set in order to bring the Chickasaw fans to
their feet in this inaugural season as head
man of the program. 

“New Hampton’s blessed with some 
really good athletes and some really good
people,” said Leichtman. “The numbers
may not be great, but we have really great,
quality kids. They get in there and they
work.”

Marissa Cahoy is more than just a intimidat-
ing presence for the New Hampton Chickasaw 
volleyball team. 

Sure, her ability to rise above the net and slam 
down kills at a rapid race is impressive. But in 
order to crack the elite ranks of prep volleyball 
in the state of Iowa – it takes more than just raw 
power near the net to make your mark. 

Cahoy demonstrated that all-around game 
her sophomore season and was awarded with 
high honors recently as the Chickasaw outside 
hitter cracked the Class 3A all-state squad. The 
awards are handed out by the Iowa Girls Coaches 
Association. 

Cahoy, the bearer of 294 kills this fall, earned 
a spot on the honorable mention all-state team. 

Cahoy’s perseverance and hard work paid off 
in a big way, which helped the Chickasaws play to 
a 24-11 mark in 2021. 

“Marissa is a very athletic player. She ded-
icates a lot of time in the offseason to make 
herself better. Her height helps on the net and 
her knowledge of the game,” said NH head coach 
Jess Geerts. 

Cahoy, who stands at 5-11, wasn’t as fl uid and 
explosive as she is now. But she rose the ranks 

as a Chickasaw middle-schooler and starred for 
Geerts last year as a freshman. She was named 
fi rst-team All-NEIC this past year. 

“I remember Marissa in AAU her fi rst year and 
I knew she was going to do great things. At that 
time she was at the awkward stage, but every-
body grows out of that. She has done more than 
grow out of it,” Geerts added. 

Cahoy was third in the rugged NEIC in kills 
and she sported a .289 kill effi ciency. She pro-
duced 23 blocks and 125 digs. She also collected 
15 ace serves. 

Perhaps the most exciting part of Cahoy’s 
game is just how good can she become? She has 
two more years on the prep level to fi nd out. 

“She is worthy of this award and I look for-
ward to what she is going to do in the next two 
years,” said Geerts.
