The Chickasaw County Board of 
Supervisors on Monday agreed to 
use money from its Rural Services 
Basic (RSB) fund to help fund the 
county’s new ambulance service 
that is set to begin on Jan. 1.

But the board did not fully com-
mit six months of its portion of the 
costs for Chickasaw County EMS 
and also approved — for the time 
being at least — cutting the ambu-

lance service’s initial six-month 
budget by almost $72,000, a reduc-
tion of 14 percent.

The board voted 3-1 — with Jake 
Hackman casting the lone no vote 
— to approve a budget amendment 
that for the most part dealt with 
providing funds for the ambulance 
service that will serve the rural resi-
dents of the county, as well as those 
who live in New Hampton, Bassett, 
Fredericksburg, Ionia, Lawler and 
North Washington.

Hackman, as he has done on a 

number of occasions, expressed 
concerns about using RSB dollars 
for the service. Although he said he 
was agreeable to using some RSB 
funds, he said the original proposal 
to use $243,393.12 in RSB funds 
would leave the ending fund balance 
at just 16 percent of the RSB budget.

“It’s very low, it’s very low consid-
ering the Rural Services is supposed 
to take care of secondary roads,” he 
said. “I won’t support it. I’ve been 
up here for about six years now, 
and we always, always try to take 

the state auditor’s recommen-
dation of a 25 percent ending 
fund balance. It’s very alarm-
ing when it gets below the 25 
percent.”

The board discussed cut-
ting the amount it would 
initially contribute and 
then have the new Board of 
Supervisors take up anoth-
er budget amendment in 
March.

Board Chairman Matt Kuhn said he felt 
the county could aff ord to use $172,000 
of RSB funds now and work out how the 
county would pay the rest of its share in 
March. After Monday’s meeting, he pointed 
out that the six cities, as part of their 28E 
agreements with the county, would pay 
their fi rst quarter fees by Jan. 5 and that 
$172,000 represented four-plus months 
worth of the county’s contribution.

That number, though, still didn’t sit well 
with Hackman.

“What are we going to do if we have to 
run salt trucks every day, every other day, 
[starting tomorrow],” he asked his fellow 
board members. “Just letting you guys 
know those are the unknowns — washouts, 
fl ooding natural disasters. Right now, we 
have a 26 percent ending fund balance. I’m 
done, just sharing the numbers. Numbers 
don’t lie.”

Taking $172,000 out of RSB would mean 
it would have an ending fund balance of 
about 19 percent, a number that concerned 
Supervisor Steve Breitbach.

“I don’t really like getting below that [25 
percent] amount either,” he said, “but we 
have to move forward.”

Chickasaw County EMS Director Joel 
Knutson said that about the only place — 
besides long-term equipment purchases — 
that he could reduce his budget is in wages.

“I’m not in favor of it coming out of 
there,” he said. “We have to pay our people, 
but if it has to be decreased, I don’t know 
where else you’re going to take it.”

Board members agreed to cut the 
remaining $15,000 from future equipment 
purchases and a little more than $56,000 
from staffi  ng, which Chickasaw Ambulance 
Service owner Jeremy McGrath, who is the 
current EMS provider in the county, took 
issue with.

“You have to have trucks staff ed and 
you’ve got to have people there to do it,” 
McGrath said, “and what’s going to keep 
them there doing it is a livable wage.” 

The discussion led to one testy exchange 
between Hackman and Kuhn.

It came when Kuhn said “people need 
an ambulance, though, too,” which drew 
a quick response from Hackman. “If you 
don’t have a road to get there, you’re not 
going to get there, Matt.”

County Attorney David Laudner also 
pointed out that “the bottom line is it’s 
unrealistic to think that [the EMS] budget 
is going to have zero revenue between now 

and June 30.”
Chickasaw County EMS Advisory 

Committee member Bridget Edson and 
McGrath both pointed out that by the time 
the Board of Supervisors considers a bud-
get amendment in March, the new service 
should have a better idea of what its reve-
nue will look like for the remainder of the 
fi scal year that ends on June 30.

After more than 90 minutes of discus-
sion,  the board fi nally voted 3-1 to approve 
the budget amendment with Kuhn, 
Breitbach and Tim Zoll all casting yes votes. 
The fi fth supervisor, Jason Byrne, was not 
at Monday’s meeting.

Complicating matters is that both Byrne 
and Zoll won’t be on the board after Jan. 1, 
when Travis Suckow and Scott Cerwinske 
will replace them.

Also on Monday, board members 
approved a number of equipment purchas-
es, discussed signing a lease for temporary 
crew quarters and OK’d three more hires 
for the service.

But they made little progress in negoti-
ations when it came to Knutson’s contract 
that will begin on Jan. 1. Board members 
did approve amending his current contract 
and allowing him to work up to 32 hours a 
week through the end of the year.

Don’t take this wrong way, but we’re a sick bunch
Public Health administrator, nurse practitioner remind residents to stay home if they’re ailing

MercyOne New Hampton 
Family Clinic nurse practitioner 
Lacey McGrath used the word 
“respectful.”

Chickasaw County Public 
Health and Homecare Services 
Administrator Lisa Welter 
opted for the word “mindful.”

Their words may have been 
diff erent, but their message was 
the same: If you are sick, stay 
home.

To be frank, our little corner 
of the world has been pretty 
sick as of late. 

From infl uenza to RSV to 
COVID to the common cold, 
we’ve been catching it all, and 
as MercyOne Family Clinic 
Manager Brenda Joens put it, 
“we’ve forgotten how to be sick,” 
i.e., we’ve forgotten the lessons 
from the pandemic. “We have 

been swamped,” Joens said, 
“and honestly, I’m sure every-
one you’ve talked to has said 
the same thing. If you’re sick, 
stay home.”

McGrath and Welter certain-
ly agreed — both pointing out 
that kids shouldn’t return to 
school and residents shouldn’t 
return to work until they’ve 
been fever free, without the aid 
of either Tylenol or ibuprofen, 
for at least 24 hours.

“I think one of the things 
we’re running into is it’s such a 
busy time of the year,” Welter 
said, “so for kids, there’s a lot of 
school activities, dance recitals, 
Christmas programs going on 
and they want to tough it out 
and go, but we have to be mind-
ful of others.”

The issue is that much of 
what is going around is highly 
contagious.

“I get that people don’t 

want to miss this or miss that,” 
McGrath said, “but what’s hap-
pening is that going to that pro-
gram or to that game or real-
ly out anywhere is that you’re 
infecting 25 other people.”

And she said the reason she 
uses the word “respectful” is 
that some of those people who 
the sick person comes into con-
tact with don’t have the best 
immune systems.

“Just because you handle this 
or that well doesn’t mean the 
person next to you does,” she 
said. “It’s just a matter of being 
respectful to those around you. 
I’d rather people err on the side 
of caution. 

“One program, one day 
at work … you know in the 
grand scheme of things, it isn’t 
worth getting your friends sick, 
too.”

All three medical profession-
als went through the litany of 

ways people can prevent the 
spread of illnesses — starting 
with good hand-washing, using 
hand sanitizer and “covering” 
coughs.
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Supervisors can handle 
sheriff ’s issue better

First and foremost, congratulations to Sheriff  Marty 
Hemann on his retirement and thanks for his 32.5 years of 
service to the county.

When it comes to fi lling the vacancy, the answer is simple- 
appoint Chief Deputy Ryan Shawver. Hemann has hired, 
trained, and retained some of the best deputies, jailers, and 
dispatchers around. 

In 2021, Hemann chose Shawver as his chief deputy. 
Hemann said at the Nov. 28 Board of Supervisors meeting 
that Shawver is interested and willing to be sheriff  and has 
already taken on some of the duties. We need to have the 
issue of the new sheriff  settled quickly so that the next two 
months will not be wasted.

When I watched the Nov. 28 meeting, I expected the 
board to graciously acknowledge Hemann’s retirement. 
Instead, one supervisor said "not the best timing Marty." The 
argument that this is bad timing because we just had an elec-
tion and special elections are expensive is ridiculous. 

The board appoints a replacement for the remainder of 
the term. Given that there was no call for special elections 
for the other recently vacated county offi  ces of attorney and 
auditor, it seems unwarranted to be concerned there would 
be one for sheriff .

The supervisors should have already given notice of the 
intent to appoint Shawver. 

Instead they decided to personally speak with the deputies 
to see if anyone was interested. According to the Dec. 8 New 
Hampton Tribune article, Supervisor Jake Hackman report-
ed back to the board that he talked to several deputies and 
none of them were interested. 

Hackman went on to say that he wanted to gauge interest 
from outside of Chickasaw County. 

The supervisors should not waste time looking outside of 
the county to fi ll a position that Iowa law requires the person 
to have lived here for 60 days before the appointment, espe-
cially when they have someone who is qualifi ed and willing 
to serve within the offi  ce.

The sheriff  is elected county-wide, unlike a supervisor 
who is elected by an individual district. 

The entire county overwhelmingly elected Hemann twice, 
and the voters put him in offi  ce because they trust his judg-
ment. 

If Hemann trusts Shawver as his chief deputy, then the 
board should trust him to be the next sheriff .

The lack of action by the board is creating drama and con-
fl ict where none exists. Shawver is the most logical candidate 
to fi ll this position. 

The board needs to make it known that Shawver will be 
appointed sheriff  so that the offi  ce is able to engage in a 
smooth transition over the next few weeks. 

In a time where we are losing county employees, includ-
ing elected offi  cials, at an alarming rate, the board should 
take a moment and refl ect that perhaps their comments and 
actions have played a role in the attrition. 

Please contact your supervisor and let them know that the 
board needs to start making decisions in the best interest of 
the residents of Chickasaw County and using their time and 
resources more effi  ciently.

there for them. ... We have oth-
ers, at the daycares, that rock 

babies all day long.”
And the program director 

said it’s really up to the grand-
parents to decide their sched-
ule.

“They can work anywhere 
from fi ve to 40 hours a week,” 
she said. “We’re willing to work 
with people.”

Hope, preparation, joy and love themes of Advent season
Advent is the season of refl ective 

preparation for the Nativity of Christ 
at Christmas and the expected return 
of Christ in the Second Coming. 

The season of Advent lasts four 
Sundays leading up to Christmas. 
Each year, Advent will begin on the 
Sunday between Nov. 27 and Dec. 3.

Advent 2022 began on Sunday, 
Nov. 27 and will end, as it does each 
year, on Christmas Eve.

What Is Advent? History & 
Meaning

Some people may know that the 
Advent season focuses on expectation 
and think that it serves as an antici-
pation of Christ’s birth in the season 
leading up to Christmas. 

This is part of the story, but there’s 
more to Advent.

The word “Advent” is derived from 
the Latin word adventus, meaning 
“coming,” which translates to the 
Greek word parousia. 

Scholars believe that during the 4th 
and 5th centuries in Spain and Gaul, 
Advent was a season of preparation 
for the baptism of new Christians 
at the January feast of Epiphany, 
the celebration of God’s incarnation 
represented by the visit of the Magi 
to the baby Jesus (Matthew 2:1), his 
baptism in the Jordan River by John 
the Baptist (John 1:29), and his fi rst 
miracle at Cana (John 2:1). During 
this season of preparation, Christians 
would spend 40 days in penance, 
prayer, and fasting to prepare for 
this celebration; originally, there was 
little connection between Advent and 
Christmas.

By the 6th century, however, 
Roman Christians had tied Advent 
to the coming of Christ. But the 
“coming” they had in mind was not 
Christ’s fi rst coming in the manger in 
Bethlehem, but his second coming in 
the clouds as the judge of the world. It 
was not until the Middle Ages that the 
Advent season was explicitly linked to 
Christ’s fi rst coming at Christmas.

Advent Symbolism
Advent symbolizes the present situ-

ation of the church in these “last days” 
(Acts 2:17, Hebrews 1:2) as God’s 
people wait for the return of Christ 
in glory to consummate his eternal 
kingdom. The church is in a similar 
situation to Israel at the end of the 

Old Testament: in exile, waiting and 
hoping in prayerful expectation for 
the coming of the Messiah. 

Israel looked back to God’s past 
gracious actions on their behalf in 
leading them out of Egypt in the 
Exodus, and on this basis, they called 
for God once again to act for them. 
In the same way, the church, during 
Advent, looks back upon Christ’s com-
ing in celebration while at the same 
time looking forward in eager antici-
pation to the coming of Christ’s king-
dom when he returns for his people. 

Advent Liturgy and Practice
To balance the two elements of 

remembrance and anticipation, the 
fi rst two Sundays in Advent (through 

Dec. 16) look forward to Christ’s sec-
ond coming, and the last two Sundays 
(Dec. 17-24) look backward to remem-
ber Christ’s fi rst coming. 

Over the course of the four weeks, 
Scripture readings move from passag-
es about Christ’s return in judgment 
to Old Testament passages about the 
expectation of the coming Messiah to 
New Testament passages about the 
announcements of Christ’s arrival by 
John the Baptist and the Angels.

Advent Wreaths and Candles
The Advent wreath fi rst appeared 

in Germany in 1839. A Lutheran min-
ister working at a mission for children 
created a wreath out of the wheel of 
a cart. He placed twenty small red 

candles and four large white candles 
inside the ring. The red candles were 
lit on weekdays, and the four white 
candles were lit on Sundays.

Eventually, the Advent wreath was 
created out of evergreens, symbolizing 
everlasting life in the midst of winter 
and death. The circle reminds us of 
God’s unending love and the eternal 
life He makes possible. Advent can-
dles are often nestled in the evergreen 
wreath. Additional decorations, like 
holly and berries, are sometimes 
added. Their red color points ahead to 
Jesus’ sacrifi ce and death. Pinecones 
can symbolize the new life that Jesus 
brings through His resurrection. 

Advent and Christian Life
While Advent is certainly a time 

of celebration and anticipation of 
Christ’s birth, it is more than that. 

It is only in the shadow of Advent 
that the miracle of Christmas can be 
fully understood and appreciated, and 
it is only in the light of Christmas that 
the Christian life makes any sense. 

Advent Readings
Advent readings are themed 

Scripture readings for each Sunday of 
Advent. The four weeks of Advent are 
broken down into the themes:

• Hope (or promise)
• Preparation (waiting or prophecy)
• Joy (peace)
• Love (adoration)

the Advent readings above is that 
they off er churches the opportunity 
to include both young and old in their 
services.

“It made for a really good tourna-
ment Saturday,” said Frost. “It made 
for an interesting team fi nish.”

Frost said newcomers Ballard and 
Wilton were supposed to make the 
long drive to Nashua last year to com-
pete in the invite but a snowstorm cut 
the fi eld in half to eight teams. 

The Rinken brothers – Jayden 
and Garret – each won their respec-
tive weight classes. Garret is ranked 
No. 1 in the state at 126 pounds and 
Jayden is tabbed at No 2 currently by 
IAwrestle at 113. 

There were plenty of positives on 
this day as freshman Eli Kalainoff  
(160) and sophomore Aiden Gelner 
(152) each placed runner-up. 

There were also near misses – like 
fourth-ranked Nic Brase’s runner-up 
fi nish at 113 and No. 3 Kendrick 
Huck’s gritty and determined third-
place fi nish in a tough-as-nails 138-
pound division. 

“There was a lot of things that we 
could have helped ourselves with in a 
few matches throughout the day,” said 
Frost. “We wrestled, for the most part, 
pretty good.”

But there was also a feeling by some 
– including Frost himself – of N-P not 
being quite satisfi ed with second place.

The bar has been set that high this 
year for the Huskies. 

“Well, as a coach, I get a little bit 
greedy,” said Frost. “I always want 
a little bit more. Obviously, with the 
team we’ve got this year, we got to set 
our goals up really high. What we’re 
going to need to learn from are these 
experiences. Yeah, it’s only the second 
week of the season. We’ve got a lot to 
work on yet.”

Garret Rinken (12-0), who placed 
state runner-up at 120 pounds last 
year, made relative quick work of No. 3 
Brody Brisker of Wilton at 126 pounds. 
Rinken stuck Brisker at the 3:45 mark 
of the second period. 

“I don’t think I did too bad. Last 
week in the fi nals I had a little trou-
ble with opening it up,” said Garret. 
“I wrestled good the fi rst period but 
then I kind of shut down. So, today 
going into it, I was looking to score 
more points and keep building my 

lead, basically. I guess it worked out.” 
Rinken is referencing his 11-7 win 

over Dawson Schmit of Wapsie Valley 
in the fi nals of the Chris Davis Invite 
two weekends ago on Dec. 3. Schmit 
has climbed all the way up to No. 2 in 
the 126-pound rankings and put some-
what of a shock into the N-P standout 
as he closed to as close as 8-7 before 
Rinken put him away for good late in 
the fi nal period. 

“It’s just some mental things I real-
ly got to fi x,” said Garret. “I was on 
the crowd to me a little bit too much. 
Really, if you look at the whole match 
– who scored the points and what they 
scored – it was a dominant win, except 
for a few positions where just little 
things I let get to me.” 

Schmit’s Wapsie Valley Warriors 
will tangle with N-P at the prestigious 
Battle of Waterloo this morning at 9 
a.m. sharp on Mat 5. The winner gets 
defending Class 2A state dual champ 
West Delaware in the next round of 
bracket competition. That’s if the No. 3 
Hawks get past Waterloo East in their 
fi rst-round matchup. 

Jayden Rinken, a sophomore that’s 
also 12-0 like his older brother, didn’t 
exactly have an easy go at it in the 
fi nals at 106. Granted, his opponent 
was freshman Mason Shirk of Wilton, 
who is rated No. 6. 

“I really couldn’t get anything going 
on my feet,” said Jayden. “He’s pretty 
good. He was good on his feet. He 
could avoid my shots. He was good on 
bottom – defending all my tilts and 
things like that.” 

Rinken placed third overall at state 
at 106 pounds as a freshman. He has 
fl ipped-fl opped with Brase at the lower 
weights, each wrestling at 106 and 113 
on diff erent occasions this season. 

The match with Shirk was scoreless 
after one period and a reversal which 
resulted in back points gave Rinken a 
5-0 lead headed into the fi nal period. 
Rinken talked about what’s he’s trying 
to work on this year to improve. One 
of Rinken’s two losses last winter came 
at the hands of Cael Morrow of Akron-
Westfi eld in the state semis. 

“Last year I wasn’t very good on 
my feet so I’ve been working a lot on 
that so I can get better at state,” said 
Jayden. “Like last year – Cael Morrow, 
I couldn’t really get my off ense on him. 
I’m focusing on the details – trying 
to score points throughout the whole 
match even if you’re up fi ve. Try to get 
up eight or a tech fall. Just stay focused 
and keep going.”

Brase (9-2) tangled with Austin 
Etzel of Wilton in the 113-pound title 
bout. He lost 3-2. 

“Right there’s a key situation – we’ve 
gotta to get off  the bottom,” said Frost.

Brase, a sophomore, took down in 

the fi nal period, but could not manage 
an escape to tie the match and then 
possibly see who could break the tie 
with a takedown. 

“We never get out. Those are types 
of things that must happen that we 
train for to get off  the bottom,” said 
Frost. 

Huck – a senior that is a two-time 
state place winner – lost a rematch 
in the 138-pound semis to Jordan 
Dusenberry of Wilton. Dusenberry, 
a sophomore, outlasted Huck this 
go-round, 14-10, in a match where 
Huck appeared to injure his shoulder. 
Dusenberry also defeated Huck last 
year by a score of 11-7 in the state dual 
matchup at Wells Fargo Arena. Huck, 
10-2 on the year, won a tight, 2-1 aff air, 
over Holden Mathis of MFL-Mar-Mac 
in their third-place match. 

“There were some good kids in that 
bracket. He had to work his butt off  
just to come back and get third,” said 
Frost. “There was no doubt about 
that.”

Kalainoff  (10-3) advanced all the 
way to the fi nals at 160 pounds as a six 
seed. He stuck No. 12 Rhett Hedrick of 
Ballard in 2:19, but lost in the fi nals to 
Owen Milder of Wilton in a close 4-2 
match. 

Frost gave a candid description of 
Kalainoff ’s triumph in the semis. 

“He pins him with some wacky Eli 
Kalainoff  funk and junk,” said Frost. 

Husky junior Hayden Munn, 
ranked 12th at 120 pounds, lost to 
No. 7 Gabriel Brisker of Wilton in 
the semis by a 6-1 decision. Munn, 
12-1 on the year, bounced back with a 
commanding pin over Zaden Eggers of 
BCLUW/SH in just 21 seconds in the 
third-place battle. 

N-P senior Kaden Wilken (7-6) also 
came up with a lightning-quick pin 
in his third-place match. He put the 
hammer down on Ethan Boothyard of 
West Hancock in his fi nal match of the 
day. Wilken’s pin of 28 seconds in the 
third-place match was even quicker 
than his fi rst match against Boothyard 
in the quarterfi nals. Wilken won that 
match as well by fall in just 42 seconds. 

Gelner (7-4) lost to top-ranked 
Kellen Smith of West Hancock in the 
152 fi nals. Smith, a state runner-up at 
138 last year, won by fall in 2:56. 

Devon Blanchard (145), Tate White 
(182), Aiden Sullivan (195) and Isaac 
Jones (285) all placed fourth in their 
brackets. White lost to No. 3 Brody 
Sampson of Ballard by major decision, 
10-1, in the semifi nal round. Creighton 
Kelly of West Hancock, rated No. 4, 
topped White in his third-place match, 
9-5. 

Frost said his highly-rated squad 
will face quality teams each and every 
week.

The Battle of Waterloo is obviously 
no exception as a large contingent 
of the state’s best wrestlers from all 
across Iowa converge in Black Hawk 
County to see who can run the gauntlet 
in the 32-team bracket. 

“That’s some pride and joy for us 
there,” said Frost. “Are we gonna get 
our chin back up…and be ready to do 
battle?”

Frost was happy to compete 
on Tuesday, but wasn’t exactly 
thrilled with his team’s perfor-
mance. N-P is ranked fourth in 
Class 1A according to IAwrestle. 

“As far as the Huskies are 
concerned – we didn’t wrestle 
real great last night,” said Frost.

Ansgar’s 6-3 senior forward, led 
all scorers with 15 points and 
22 rebounds.

N-P senior guard Kendall 
Bailey-Pint’s banked-in

fi nished yet as Carsen Sparrow’s 
3-pointer rattled down and the 
Saints had cut the Huskies’ lead 
to 62-60 with 23 seconds left. 

Franzen and Harrington 
would connect on all four of 
their free-throw attempts in the 
fi nal seconds to ice the game. 

Player movement away from 
the ball helped fuel the open 
shots according to the stars of 
the evening that came through 
with the big win. 

“The teamwork just kind of 
put it there,” said Johnson. 

Trusting in one’s self sent 
those long-range missles 
through the hoop and back 
down the net. 

“There at the end, the guys 
who had the ball were confi dent 
with it,” said Harrington. “Just 
having confi dence in each other 
knowing that we can all make 
a play.” 

N-P was 8-13 from beyond 
the arc and needed to make 
shots from the perimeter as 
Aiden Lamborn – N-P’s 6-7 
senior center – did not play 
because of sickness. That meant 
no starter out on the court for 
N-P was taller than 6-1. 

“We knew we had to get some 
sort of defl ection on the defen-
sive end because they’re a little 
taller than us,” said Harrington. 
“We’ve got to be a scrappy team 
if we want to win games.”

The sad and frustrating part 
for N-P is that Lamborn will 
be lost for the season after 
tonight’s game on the road at 
Osage. He’ll undergo shoulder 
surgery after that league game, 
meaning the Green Devil con-
test will be the last Husky bas-
ketball game of his career. 

“It’s too bad, but we gotta 
keep going,” said N-P head 

coach Matt Mueller. 
Franzen, a junior guard, 

made his season debut and 
scored 13 points. He was an 
effi  cient 4-6 from the fi eld and 
drained 3-5 from deep.  

“Getting Tucker back was 
huge. In practice he was hittin’ 
the 3-ball pretty consistently. 
I knew when we got him back 
that that’s another six, nine, 12 
points there,” said Harrington. 

Johnson notched double-fi g-
ures with 10 points. He was also 
4-6 shooting and was perfect on 
his 3-point attempts (2-2). 

Johnson talked about his 
rapport with Harrington. The 
two seniors logged many hours 
practicing during the summer 
together. The hard work has 
paid off  as Johnson has seen 
his minutes increase from last 
year and his scoring average 
(11.5 ppg). 

“Me and Bo would just go 
to the gym a lot – just put 
up shots,” said Johnson about 
his improvement from last 
year. “More than anything that 
helped just doing 1-on-1’s.”

Harrington – a starter since 
his freshman season – eclipsed 
his previous career high of 30 
points, which was scored at 
West Fork in a 64-51 loss on 
Jan. 7, 2022.

Harrington is one of the most 
productive scorers in all of Class 
1A as he averages 23.5 points 
per game and is rebounding 
the ball at a clip of 10.5 boards 
a contest.

Winters toughed it for six 
points on 3-9 shooting. He 
wasn’t playing at 100 percent as 
he was feeling ill at the start of 
the week. 

“Joel was a little under the 
weather tonight,” said Mueller. 
“He was really congested. He 
wouldn’t have come to school 

today if there wouldn’t have 
been a game. He fought through 
a lot of adversity in that game.” 

After Osage, N-P’s final 
games before Christmas break 
are against North Butler at 
home on Monday and at Tripoli 
on Tuesday.

N-P is now 3-1 overall and 
3-1 in league play.
