Nashua voted to offi  cially sign an amended 
28E Agreement between Charles City, Floyd 
County and AMR (American Medical Response) 
for emergency medical services at last Monday’s 
meeting. 

All but AMR has signed off  on the agreement 
– which would provide EMS to the city limits of 
Nashua beginning Jan. 1, 2023 and ending June 
30, 2023. The cost for six months of backup 
service would come at a cost of $10,000 and that 
money would be split 50/50 between Charles 
City and Floyd County – which is each paying 
$100,000 annually in monthly installments to 
AMR for service. 

Nashua has also decided to run its own vol-
unteer EMS service, but it does not look like that 
city-operated endeavor will be up and running by 
the fi rst of the year. 

This agreement between city, county and EMS 
– should AMR be the lone private entity to sign 
on the dotted line – would provide Nashua with 
life-saving critical care service for the town of 
roughly 1,500 residents. 

Nashua okayed the Emergency Ambulance 
Service Agreement with the City of Charles City, 
Floyd County and AMR during a Nov. 21 Council 
meeting. That agreement was approved after 
adding verbiage recommended by Nashua City 
Attorney David Skilton.

Nashua has hired a crew chief and medical 
director for its volunteer-run ambulance service 
– which is named Nashua Area EMS.

Board move ahead with 
plans to appoint sheriff

The Chickasaw County 
Board of Supervisors moved 
ahead Monday with its plan 
to appoint a replacement 
for retiring Sheriff  Marty 
Hemann.

The board voted 3-0 — both 
Chairman Matt Kuhn and 
Jason Byrne were unable to 
attend the meeting — to pub-
lish a “notice of intent to fi ll 
upcoming vacancy in the offi  ce 
of the Chickasaw County sher-
iff ” in this week’s Tribune and 
Nashua Reporter.

Hemann announced last 

week that he would retire, 
eff ective Jan. 19, a little more 
than halfway through the term 
he won in the 2020 election, 
and on Monday, supervisors 
learned that they actually can’t 
make the appointment until 
Hemann leaves offi  ce.

“I don’t think you think you 
can appoint someone until 
the vacancy actually occurs,” 
Laudner said. “The code 
section says the board may 
make an appointment to fi ll 
the vacancy after the notice is 
published or after the vacancy 
occurs, whichever is later. …

During a meeting on Nov. 29, 
Hemann said his chief deputy, 
Ryan Shawver, had expressed 
interest in the position, but 
during the same meeting, 
Supervisor Jake Hackman said 
he wanted to talk to other dep-
uties to see their level of interest 
in replacing Hemann.

He said Monday that he had 
talked to several deputies, none 
of whom expressed a desire to 
be appointed.

Still, Hackman said he felt 
that it was worth opening up 
the position to gauge interest 
from outside Chickasaw County, 
although Laudner did point out 
that to be eligible for appoint-
ment, a potential candidate 
would need to live in Chickasaw 
County for at least 60 days.

“If those candidates are the 
best candidate,” Hackman said, 
“you won’t know that until you 
interview them.”

Laudner said the board has 
options and wouldn’t be left 
without a sheriff  because state 
law requires the chief deputy to 
be the interim sheriff .

“So if someone from 
Plymouth County or Cass 
County applied, they could 
come up and interview with you 
and if you thought they were 
the best candidate, then they’re 
going to have to move here and 
you’re going to have to wait at 
least 60 days after they relocate 
here before you can appoint 
them,” Laudner said. 

“But you do have the safety 
valve in place that the chief dep-
uty assumes the offi  ce as soon 
as there is a vacancy, which 
would be Jan. 19, so it’s not 
like you’re going to go without 
someone.”

The county attorney remind-
ed the board that it can only 
appoint candidates who meet 
the requirements, i.e., be at 
least 21 years of age, be a certi-
fi ed peace offi  cer and not have 
been convicted of a felony.

The other two supervisors, 
Steve Breitbach and Tim Zoll, 
agreed with Hackman to at least 
gauge interest with the position 
and voted to fi le the notice.

Supervisors set a deadline of 
4 p.m. on Thursday, Dec. 22, for 
those interested to submit their 
names to the Chickasaw County 
Auditor’s Offi  ce.

The news, though, that the 
vacancy can’t be fi lled until 
it actually occurs means that 
the new Board of Supervisors 
— which will include Scott 
Cerwinske and Travis Suckow, 
who are replacing Zoll and 
Byrne on the board in January 
— will have a vote when it 
comes to selecting the county’s 
next sheriff .

Both Cerwinske and Suckow 
attended Monday’s meeting.

Approximately $237,000 in ARPA (American 
Rescue Plan Act) funds have been allocated to 
Nashua. Council members voted last month to 
use that federal money to help fund its volunteer 
EMS. 

The town has been in limbo and concerned 
about the future of its EMS after it chose to 
withdraw from the Chickasaw County proposed 
publicly-owned ambulance service.

There will be 735 new endpoints installed in 
water meters throughout the city of Nashua. 
The city has already received 483 of those with 
the remaining yet to be shipped. These new 
endpoints – which provide water utilities and 
meter-reading data through cellular service – 
will replace the 655 endpoints that are outdated 
and antiquated because of upgrades in technolo-
gy. The city will now have all cellular-read meters 
after the new endpoints are installed. 

The major project has been in the works for 
quite awhile as delivery of the endpoints has 
been stalled for a considerable amount of time. 
The Council is discussing breaking the town 
into sections and placing door hangers on each 
resident’s homes with potential appointment 
times. Residents can then call back and set up a 
scheduled time for the city to replace or install 
new endpoints. 

There are 172 endpoints that have not been 
delivered as of last Monday. City Clerk John Ott 
said the city will order 80 more endpoints once 
the Council votes to approve that purchase. 

The Council also bantered about the possibil-
ity of raising the meter fee up to $5. The current 
fee is $2. That price increase would help off set 
the cost of the new endpoints. 

Nashua adopted a new snowbird/absentee res-
ident policy at a special meeting held on Dec. 1.

Come Monday, Chickasaw

and Mason City Newman (75-
3). Then just this past Tuesday 
N-P dominated Aplington-
Parkersburg/Grundy Center, 
66-18, and shutout Hampton-
Dumont-CAL, 65-0. HDC had 
defeated N-P the last two sea-
sons.

“We matched up really good 
with them and our guys came 
to wrestle. The guys know we 
have a tough schedule this week 
and we had to get things started 
on a good note,” said Frost. 
“We had a two-a-day practice 
on Monday to get our mindset 
focused on what we need to do.”

Winning individual titles 
at the Chris Davis Invite were 
the aforementioned Brase, 
No. 2 Jayden Rinken (113), 
12th-ranked Hayden Munn 
(120), top-ranked Garret Rinken 
(126) and No. 3 Kendrick Huck 
(132). 

It was Huck who came up 
with perhaps the highlight of 
the day as he stuck Wapsie’s 
Easton Krall in stunning fash-
ion in the fi rst place match at 
132. Huck trailed the 2021 state 
qualifi er, 3-0, before a neck 
wrench sealed the deal.

Needless to say, N-P’s cheer-
ing section erupted. 

“Obviously he came through 
like a trooper,” said Frost. “He 
was behind the 8-ball there. If 
they would have won, Wapsie 
would have won the tourna-
ment.” 

Huck, a two-time place win-
ner at state, talked about help-
ing himself out and the team by 
coming up with the big move to 
turn the tables on the Warriors. 

“I’ve wrestled him a few 
times. We’ve kind of split in the 
past,” said Huck. “I was down. 
My normal stuff  wasn’t working 
too well for me. I knew we need-
ed team points to come back 
so I just tried something and it 
ended up working for me.”

Garret Rinken’s fi nals match 
against No. 5 Dawson Schmit 
wasn’t easy either. Schmit, who 
placed fi fth at state last year 
at 120 pounds, rallied against 
Rinken and was thinking upset. 
Rinken, a UNI signee, had to 

rally the troops to pull out an 
11-7 win. Schmit closed the gap 
to as narrow as 8-7 before a 
Rinken escape and two-point 
takedown late in the fi nal peri-
od gave the state champ some 
breathing room. 

“Garret knows what he’s 
doing. He knows how to fi nish 
what he starts,” said Huck. 

Rinken placed state-runner 
up at 120 pounds last year and 
won a state championship his 
sophomore year. He defeated 
Schmit, 7-4, at the Chris Davis 
Invite two years ago. 

“We knew he was going to 
have a tough one. We about lost 
our composure a little bit. We 
got in a bad position,” said Frost 
about his bout with Schmit. 

Munn defeated Brody 
Kleitsch, 4-1, in his fi rst-place 
match. Kleitsch lost his leg after 
a cancer diagnosis when he was 
in sixth grade.

“It’s very tough to wrestle 
with the one leg,” said Frost 
about Munn’s challenge to face 
Kleitsch, which made it much 
more diffi  cult to gain lever-
age and control his opponent 
because of the physical abnor-
mality. 

Jayden Rinken pinned his 
way to fi rst place in his weight 
class. His fi nal match on 
Saturday was a win by fall over 
Kale Berinobis of Oelwein in 
3:17. 

There were plenty of other 
top performances for the 
Huskies outside of the gold 
medals earned. 

Aiden Sullivan has bulked up 
this year and has climbed up 
three weight classes to compete 
at 195 pounds. The junior was a 
little light for that division – he 
said he tipped the scales at 184 
pounds prior to competition – 
but he proved he belongs. 

“My mom’s spent a fortune 
on protein powder over the 
last season,” said Sullivan, who 
mainly wrestled at 160 pounds 
his sophomore season. 

Sullivan elicited another 
deafening jolt of adrenaline 
from the pumped-up Husky 
crowd with a pin over Wapsie’s 
Jake Schoer in 2:47 in each 
wrestler’s third-place match. 

“We’re defi nitely working on 
getting in shape yet. Everyone’s 
technique looked pretty solid, 
especially for it being the fi rst 
meet,” said Sullivan.

Mayor An-
thofer had stated that maybe providing a 
discounted membership to the Wellness 
Center could also be considered as an 
added benefit.  No decisions were made.

Whatever the score and 

no matter the situation, Matt 
Mueller’s Nashua-Plainfield 
Huskies will keep coming at 
you. 

It’s that hustle and deter-
mination that should help his 
N-P squad win its fair share of 
games this winter. 

With the fi rst week of the 
2022-2023 season now in the 
books, Husky fans that wit-
nessed N-P’s fi rst two games 
saw just that – an all-out eff ort 
to win the battle up on the 
scoreboard. 

“We’re built to not give up. 
With this group there’s no lack 
of eff ort,” said Mueller in his 
fi rst year as boys hoops head 
coach at N-P.

Facing a Mason City Newman 
team on Tuesday in the home 
opener that went 22-2 last sea-
son and won yet another Top of 
Iowa Conference title – N-P did 
not back down in a 74-58 set-
back that was much closer than 
the fi nal score would indicate. 

The problem was the Knights 
just went to the free-throw line 
too many times for the Huskies 
to come out on top. N-P won its 
opener at Northwood-Kensett 
last week Friday, 60-57. 

“We won at Northwood, 
but we played a better game 
tonight,” said Mueller. “The 
other thing about it is it’s a lot 
diff erent game if we could have 
just stayed out of foul trouble. 
They’re good at drawing fouls.”

Newman (3-0, 2-0) sank 
21-29 at the charity stripe. 
Returning fi rst-team all-state 
senior forward Doug Taylor 
drained 11 of those free throws 
and fi nished with a game-high 
31 points. 

“He’s a talented kid,” said 
Mueller about Taylor, who is 
signed on to play baseball at the 
University of Iowa. 

Taylor helped push back 

the Huskies, which crawled 
to as close as 60-53 with 3:46 
left after freshman Matthew 
Malven’s driving layup. An 
11-0 run by the Knights lifted 
the senior-dominated squad to 
43-28 lead midway through the 
third period.

Devin Johnson – who scored 
a career high 18 points for N-P 
– nailed the fi rst points of the 
second half with one of his 
four treys on the evening. That 
closed the scoring gap to 32-28 
with 7:15 left in the third period. 

Johnson, a senior guard, has 
equaled his point total, plus one, 
from all of last year in just two 
games. He scored eight points 
in the season opener against 
N-K so his 26 points he now 
tops the 25 he had a year ago.

Malven is a bona-fi de baller 
– no doubt about it. The fresh-
man hit for 20 points in the fi rst 
game against N-K and rained 
down six 3-pointers against the 
Vikings. 

“He’s a confi dent kid. I’ve 
know him since the third grade. 
He’s always been that way,” 
said Mueller. “He’s always had 
a lot of confi dence in his ability 
out there. He’s not rattled by 
situations. He’s going to take 
the shot if it’s open.”

N-P was on fi re from deep 
as the Huskies converted on 12 
made treys in 30 attempts in 
the fi rst road game versus N-K. 

Bo Harrington – N-P’s high-
ly-decorated all-conference 
senior guard – looks to be a 
double-double machine this 
winter. The talented Husky 
ripped down 15 rebounds ver-
sus N-K and notched 18 points. 
He converted on four 3-point 
makes and produced four steals. 

Joel Winters, another return-
ing senior, tallied 12 points 
against N-K and collected six 
rebounds. 

Malven and Winters each 
netted eight points against 
Newman.

Free throws, free throws, free 
throws – and then some. 

Foul after foul, Mason City 
Newman kept going to the 
line on Tuesday night in the 
Nashua-Plainfi eld girls basket-
ball team’s home opener. 

And to credit the Knights, 
they made a considerable 
amount of the almost unheard 
of 43 charity-stripe attempts 
hoisted by the Top of Iowa 
Conference squad. 

Newman (3-1, 2-0) hit 72 per-
cent of its free throws – which 
broke down to 31 makes in 
those 43 tries. That was a big 
reason why Newman withstood 
N-P’s late rally to forge a 60-53 
victory.

Smith tackled the free-throw 
question head-on after being 
asked what contributed to 
the massive amount of chari-
ty-stripe shots being awarded to 
the Knights. 

“I’m not going to put it on 
anybody beside for us. We need 
to move our feet. We need to 
anticipate better. We need to 
make sure that we’re not play-
ing with our hands and things 
like that.
