The Chickasaw County Board of 
Supervisors are hoping the second 
time is the charm when it comes 
to hiring an EMS director for the 
county-owned ambulance that is 
scheduled to begin service at the 
start of 2023.

Board members voted Tuesday to 
off er the position to “Candidate 1” 

at an annual salary of $70,000 after 
“Candidate 3” apparently turned 
down the job off er last week.

Board Chairman Matt Kuhn con-
fi rmed that an off er — contingent on 
a background check — was made to 
a second candidate after supervisors 
“re-interviewed” two candidates 
Tuesday morning, a day after the 
board did not act on the latest off er 
from the county’s current ambu-
lance provider to sell Chickasaw 

County EMS a used ambulance.
Kuhn, however, would not con-

fi rm nor deny that the fi rst can-
didate who was off ered the EMS 
position had rejected the position. 
Supervisors last week made an off er 
to that candidate that included a 
$75,000 annual salary.

“All I can say is that we inter-
viewed two candidates today,” he 
said, “and made an off er, with a 
tentative start date of Nov. 7.”

The job offer came a 
day after Kuhn told his fel-
low board members that 
Chickasaw Ambulance 
Service owner Jeremy 
McGrath had approached 
him about selling his 2016 
rig with 145,000 miles on it.

Kuhn explained that 
McGrath had misunder-

stood the appraisal he had 
received for the equipment and 
that the cot, mounting hard-
ware, charger and two batter-
ies should have been included 
in the $65,000 price for the 
ambulance. 

In his original off er he ,ade 
to supervisors last month, 
McGrath was asking for 
$65,000 for the ambulance and 
around $14,000 for the cot and 
its accessories.

The county in late August 
turned down an off er from 
McGrath to purchase his rigs 
and instead purchased two new 
ambulances and the equipment 
they will need.

And while Kuhn said that 
McGrath’s off er “would work 
as a third backup rig,” he still 
expressed doubts about accept-

ing it.
“The part that kind of frus-

trates me is we were told that 
we had to make a decision like 
how many weeks ago? … All 
these people want to buy the 
equipment. It’s essentially the 
way I took it as if it’s sold if you 
don’t want it. The next meeting 
was that Jeremy was going to 
start his own service. Then the 
next meeting was [Supervisor] 
Jason [Byrne], and I had a con-
fl ict of interest … it’s just been 
one thing after another … It’s 
getting old.”

That led to a discussion about 
if the new service that will pro-
vide service to six Chickasaw 
County cities needed a third rig.

“We do have enough calls 
that both rigs are used simul-
taneously,” Chickasaw County 
Advisory Committee member 
Bridget Edson said. “ I can’t say 

it happens once a week … but 
given our population and look-
ing at our neighbors and how 
often they use multiple rigs, it 
seems like a prudent decision to 
have a third rig.”

Supervisor Jason Byrne 
said that because the 28E 
agreements the county signed 
with New Hampton, Bassett, 
Fredericksburg, Ionia, Lawler 
and North Washington stipu-
late that county must always 
have two working ambulances, 
purchasing a third vehicle is 
vitalo.

“That’s what scares me,” 
Byrne said. “If one goes down, 
we’re in violation of our 28E. … 
I’m not saying buy his; I’m just 
saying we need a third rig.”

That led Supervisor Jake 

Hackman to question if three 
ambulances was enough.

“Anything can break down at 
any time,” he said. “If we have 
to have two always operating, 
we’d better get seven of them 
because that’s the reality, right? 
I could lose a tractor tomorrow, 
I could lose a tractor today.”

Byrne scoff ed at Hackman’s 
comment, saying that “if you 
have that bad of luck, then I 
guess you rent one.”

Edson said that “I don’t think 
we need seven, but to me it 
would make sense for routine 
maintenance to have three.”

Still, no supervisor made a 
motion to purchase McGrath’s 
ambulance, which essentially 
means that the board rejected 
the off er … at least for now.

The Chickasaw County 
Conservation Board is moving 
ahead with the installation of 
12 new seasonal campsites at 
Airport Lake Park near New 
Hampton, but it may have 
jumped the gun a little bit.

That’s because at least 
one member of the Board of 
Supervisors believes the wrong 
board opened the plumbing and 
concrete bids for the project.

During Monday’s meeting, 
Supervisor Jake Hackman told 
Conservation Board Director 
Chad Humpal that “when we 
use Country Betterment funds, 
we open those bids, not you.”

And here’s the rub: The 
Conservation Board not only 
opened the bids but also award-
ed them to Mick Gage Plumbing 
and Heating for the sewer work 
and Jerry Tank Masonery for 
the concrete work.

The issue Hackman had was 
the fact that the Conservation 
Board did not accept the low-
est bid; instead, it awarded the 
concrete work for a bid that was 
$5,330 more than the lowest 
bid that was presented by a 
Dennis Steinlage.

During Monday’s meeting 
and during a followup inter-
view on Tuesday, Humpal said 
that the Conservation Board 
cited three reasons — a guaran-
teed concrete price, the fact that 
Tank Masonry would provide 
“relief cuts” on the pads and the 
off er of a one-year warranty on 
the concrete work — for going 
with the second lowest of the 
fi ve bids it received. 

“That’s real money, though,” 
Hackman said, “and we really 
should have opened the bids.”

The seasonal campsites were 
originally part of a larger proj-
ect in which Humpal had hoped 
to add three cabins — two at 
Airport Lake and one at Split 

Rock — and add a handicap 
accessible dock at Airport Lake 
to Chickasaw County’s camping 
off erings. Those cabins, though, 
were contingent on the county 
receiving a state grant, which 
did not materalize.

So in August, Humpal asked 
the Board of Supervisors to still 
allow the Conservation Board 
to use the county’s “matching 
funds” for the grant so that it 
could construct the season-
al campsites at Airport Lake. 
Supervisors agreed and com-
mitted $60,000 from County 
Betterment, which is funded by 
the local option-sales tax.

“That’s the bad thing,” 
Hackman said. “The money 
isn’t in your budget, it’s in our 
budget.”

Humpal apologized for the 
error and said that “if my board 
doesn’t have the authority to 
accept the bids, they don’t have 
the authority to accept the bids. 
… So where do we go from here?”

The Board of Supervisors did 
move ahead with accepting the 
bid from Mick Gage Plumbing 
and Heating, which Humpal 
said was the most time-sensi-
tive one because he’d like the 
sewer lines put in this fall.

The Conservation Board 
director said he would also 
contact the concrete contrac-
tors, as well as County Attorney 
David Laudner, who was not at 
Monday’s meeting, to discuss 
how to proceed.

But on Tuesday, he said the 
plan remained to have the sea-
sonal sites up and running by 
the time the 2023 camping sea-

son kicks off  next spring.
“That’s the plan at this point 

in time,” Humpal said. “We feel 
like these are going to be a great 
addition to the campground, 
and as much as we hoped for 
the cabins, I’m appreciative 
that the Board [of Supervisors] 
supported us in doing at least 
this.”

Also on Monday, the Board of 
Supervisors gave the go-ahead 
for the county’s head custodian, 
Dave Gorman, to hire a new 
full-time custodian.

Gorman told the Board of 
Supervisors that with the res-
ignations of a part-time cus-

todian and a PRN custodian,
which were acknowledged by
the board on Monday, and the
county taking over the Heritage
building, he felt it was best to
hire a full-time custodian.

He said he expected the full-
time custodian to spend about
80 percent of his or her time at
the Heritage.

Gorman told board mem-
bers that his staff  has two offi  ces
“almost ready” for Chickasaw
County Veterans Aff airs and
Iowa Child Care Resource and
Referral, two offi  ces that are cur-
rently located at 910 E. Main St.
in New Hampton.

very fl at and on our heels, but as 
the night went on we started to 
play the volleyball that this team 
is capable of,” said Foelske. “We 
need to really focus on getting 
out to a good start and not 
letting other teams control the 
fi rst eight points of the game.” 

The Riceville match will 
pose a serious challenge for the 
Huskies. While the Wildcats 
fi nished second from the bot-
tom of the the Iowa Star North 
C o n f e r e n c e , 
Riceville has 
played to 20-15 
record overall. 
N-P has not 
played Riceville 
this season but 
the Wildcats 
did sweep 
N o r t h w o o d -
Kensett (2-16, 
0-8) in the fi rst 
match of the season – a TIC 
East squad that defeated N-P 
in fi ve sets. That’s a match that 
the Huskies would love to play 
again as N-P is a much diff er-
ent squad than it was back in 
August. 

Another huge incentive to get 
past Riceville is N-P would more 
than likely face conference foe 
Rockford – another match that 
N-P let slip away early in the 
season. Rockford plays TIC East 
eighth-place fi nisher West Fork 
in its Class 1A, Region 5 opener. 
The winner between that match 
and the victor of the contest up 
at Riceville will play at Rockford 
on Wednesday, Oct. 19. 

Rockford defeated N-P 
in Nashua back In August by 
scores of 25-20, 25-23, 19-25, 
25-16. 

“Our girls defi nitely want 
that rematch with Rockford. We 
played them early in the season 
before we found the consis-
tent line up we run now. I think 
it would be a good rematch,” 
said Foelske. 

The Wildcats are led by 
sophomore outside hitter 
Tillotti Fair. She has recorded 
135 kills on the season. Two 
other players have generated at 
least 100 kills in junior Camdyn 

Orth and sophomore Samantha 
Wilberding. 

“Riceville should be a good 
match for us. They have the bet-
ter record, but when you look at 
our schedule compared to theirs 
we are playing some tough 2A 
and 3A schools,” Foelske said. 

Not counting the three 
matches just recently at North 
Butler, N-P is paced by junior 
Jalynn Pratt (107 kills) on the 
outside and senior Bailey Fisher 
(97 kills) in the middle. Senior 
setter Paige Ripley has recorded 

339 assists and
in addition to
her all-around
all-conference
play, is one of
the best servers
in the TIC East
with 35 aces. 

“Honest ly ,
Bailey and 
Paige have 
stepped up a 

lot in the last few weeks. They 
have become the leaders we 
are needing and have started 
to really connect on hits. They 
both hustle and put their bod-
ies out there to try and save a 
play. Bailey has became more 
consistent with her swing and 
pass,” said Foelske. 

Paige Franzen, a sophomore, 
leads the Huskies in serve effi  -
ciency (95 percent) and is third 
on the team in kills (69).

The Huskies clinched a playoff  
berth – the seventh in N-P’s 
school history – with a 42-8 dis-
mantling of AGWSR last week 
in the last regular-season road 
contest of the fall. N-P demon-
strated its fully capable of put-
ting a whooping on a lesser 
squad in all three major phases 
of the game – rushing, passing 
and on defense. 

The Huskies forced six turn-
overs – highlighted by Titus 
Evans, who brought a 32-yard 
interception to the house 
against the Cougars for N-P’s 
penultimate score. 

N-P (5-2, 3-2) once again 
pulverized the competition on 
the ground out of its wing-T 
off ensive set with 292 yards 
rushing. The Huskies are the 
11th-best rushing team in Class 
A – on the outside looking in 
of a list of the top 10 rushing 
squads, many of them ranked 
or powerhouse programs. 

The list of perennial-powers 
that top the list of the best rush-
ing teams currently in Class A is 
as follows: Columbus-Junction, 
East Buchanan, Hartley-
Melvin-Sanborn, St. Ansgar, 
defending state champ West 
Hancock, Belle Plaine, Madrid, 
Westwood, Southwest Valley, 
and AHSTW. 

The fi nal acronym – FYI 
– is short for Avoca, Hancock, 
Shelby, Walnut and Tennant. 

That’s a proud list to be a 
part of if you’re anyway associ-
ated with N-P football. Now the 
task at hand is to do something 
with those stats and rack up a 
season-defi ning win that really 
counts for something. 

While N-P will be a distinct 
favorite tonight over the Pirates 
– the buccaneer bunch lost to 
N-P last year in a 20-18 over-
time thriller – jockeying for 
playoff  position is tantamount 
at this juncture of the season 
when the leaves start changing 
colors. 

“The No. 3 seed is very 
important to us. I think it just 
means that these kids have 
bought in. We've had good lead-
ership and the kids have played 
hard and had fun. I don't know 
where that puts us in N-P his-
tory, but I do know that we 
should be looked at as one of 
the more successful teams,” 
said Christensen. 

That much is obvious. But, 
N-P is playing to become just 
the third team in school history 
since the merger of Nashua and 
Plainfi eld in 1992-1993 (when 
both schools started playing 
sports together) to lose no more 
than two regular season games 
in a season. 

The 2014 N-P squad went 
10-2 and lost to Denver in the 
state quarterfi nals, 27-6. The 
2005 Husky football squad also 
only lost two games during the 
regular season.

Back to the AGWSR game – 
which was played in Ackley. The 
Cougars – which see its school 
district draw students from 
the towns of Ackley, Geneva, 
Wellsburg and Steamboat Rock 
– actually took the lead over the 
Huskies in the second quarter. 

AGWSR held an 8-6 lead 
before N-P rattled off  36 unan-
swered points. 

Evans, who is the sec-
ond-best rusher in the district 
at 705 yards on the season, 
scored the game’s fi rst touch-
down. He racked up 115 yards 
on the ground. He was comple-
mented by sophomore tailback 
Aiden Gelner, who also scored 
once on the ground and tallied 
73 yards rushing.

But it was the play of senior 
signal caller Bo Harrington that 
may really make this off ense 
go if N-P wants to get past 
the fi rst round of the playoff s. 
Harrington played his best 
game of the season against 
AGWSR in what Christensen 
said was his team’s top perfor-
mance of 2022.

Harrington – a lock-down 
corner for N-P – is in his second 
season as starting quarterback. 
He tossed two touchdowns 
through the air and ripped off  
a 40-yard scoring jaunt into the 
end zone for the fi rst score of 
the second half. He was 6-10 
passing and threw touchdowns 
strikes to Trae Geise (35 yards) 
and Tucker Franzen (10 yards). 
Harrington rushed for 76 yards 

on just fi ve carries against the 
Cougars (3-4, 2-4).

“Bo is one of the best leaders 
on the team, and he just under-
stands the game so well. That is 
probably true for everything he 
plays. He is much more confi -
dent this year, especially run-
ning, and I think he is also a top 
three DB in the district as well,” 
Christensen said. 

N-P had a fi eld day on 
defense as the Huskies forced 
four fumbles – recovered by Eli 
Kalainoff , Jackson Carey, Joel 
Winers and Aiden Sullivan. N-P 
also intercepted AGWSR twice 
– the other turnover outside 
of Evans’ pick-six coming from 
Geise. Geise leads the team in 
interceptions with four and 
is one of N-P’s top targets at 
receiver (11 catches, 185 yards). 

The Huskies managed 10.5 
tackles for loss versus the 
Cougars. 

Carey has come on to the 
scene in a big way. The soph-
omore linebacker led N-P in 
tackles with 9.5 last week. He 
is second on the team in tack-
les (40) to all-district standout 
– senior Tate White (58 tack-
les). 

Christensen didn’t hold back 
in heaping praise on his two 
starring linebackers – Carey 
and White. 

“Jackson is just a kid that has 
a nose for the ball. Early in the 
season he didn't take that job 
right away, but since he's been 
in there he has been in on every 
tackle it seems. Him and Tate 
together are two of the best in 
the state,” said Christensen. 

Christensen also gave props 
to senior lineman Landon Pratt, 
who is pushing through a knee 
injury and made big plays on 
both sides of the ball. He racked 
up 4.5 tackles last week against 
the Cougars. 

“Landon hasn't been able to 

go as much on both sides of the 
ball this year because of inju-
ry, but he looked really good 
Friday,” said Christensen. 

N-P did not commit a turn-
over on off ense. 

“We really kind of wore them 
down and forced them to make 
mistakes,” said Christensen. 
“Friday was the best overall 
game we have played, but we 
did have a 10-minute stretch 
where we didn't look our best. I 
think we can still do more, but 
I was very pleased with how we 
played.”

N-P currently sits in third 
place in Class A, District 3. 
Second-ranked Grundy Center 
(7-0, 4-0) won the district 
with a 56-8 thrashing over 
BCLUW last week. The three-
time defending state runner-up 
Spartans clinched the district 
crown as they already have a 
head-to-head 20-7 win over 
second-place and 10th-rated 
Wapsie Valley (5-2, 4-1). The 
Huskies can get no higher than 
the No. 3 seed as Wapsie Valley 
defeated them in the second 
game of the season, 41-6. 

Outside of N-P’s two losses 
– N-P has outscored its com-
petition 182-50. That averag-
es out to around 36 points of 
off ense in those fi ve wins ver-
sus 10 points accumulated by 
the opponents. The combined 
record of N-P’s opponents that 
they have defeated is 12-23. The 
teams that the Huskies have 
lost to (Grundy Center and 
Wapsie Valley) have a cumula-
tive mark of 12-2. 

N-P has qualifi ed for the 
playoff s in 2008, 2011, 2012, 
2013, 2014 and 2021. The 
Huskies are 3-6 all-time in the 
postseason.

Hudson is 3-4 overall and 
2-3 in the district. Kickoff  is set

Fire Prevention 
Week celebrates 

100th anniversary
Area fi re departments are teaming up with the National 

Fire Protection Association  to celebrate the 100th anniversa-
ry of Fire Prevention Week (FPW)  this week.

This year’s FPW campaign, “Fire won’t wait. Plan your 
escape,” works to educate everyone about simple but import-
ant actions they can take to keep themselves and those around 
them safe from home fi res.  

“Today’s homes burn faster than ever. You may have as lit-
tle as two minutes (or even less time) to safely escape a home 
fi re from the time the smoke alarm sounds. Your ability to get 
out of a home during a fi re depends on early warning from 
smoke alarms and advance planning,” said Lorraine Carli, 
vice president of Outreach and Advocacy at NFPA. 

Area fi refi ghters encourage all residents to embrace the 
2022 Fire Prevention Week theme.

“It’s important for everyone to plan and practice a home 
fi re escape. Everyone needs to be prepared in advance, so that 
they know what to do when the smoke alarm sounds. Given 
that every home is diff erent, every home fi re escape plan will 
also be diff erent,” National Fire Protection Association offi  -
cials said in a recent press release. 

“Have a plan for everyone in the home. Children, older 
adults, and people with disabilities may need assistance to 
wake up and get out. Make sure that someone will help them!”

Fire departments want to share these key home fi re escape 
planning tips:

• Make sure your plan meets the needs of all your family 
members, including those with sensory or physical disabilities.

• Smoke alarms should be installed inside every sleeping 
room, outside each separate sleeping area, and on every 
levelof your home. Smoke alarms should be interconnected so 
when one sounds, they all sound. 

• Know at least two ways out of every room, if possible. 
Make sure all doors and windows open easily.

• Have an outside meeting place a safe distance from your 
home where everyone should meet. 

• Practice your home fi re drill at least twice a year with 
everyone in the household, including guests. Practice at least 
once during the day and at night.

young children not only lessons 
on fi re prevention but they also 
make sure that if, God forbid, 
a fi re ever breaks out in their 
homes, they know that some-
one's coming for them.

 Eleven year ago, my phone 
rang early one Sunday morn-
ing. I answered and heard the 
voice of our advertising consul-
tant, Laurie Tiemessen.

“There’s a fi re at the Blue 
Iris,” she said, “and it doesn’t 
sound good.”

I raced out of the house, 
and even before I could hop 
into my car, I could smell the 
smoke. Back then we lived just 
a few blocks from the down-
town New Hampton area, 
but the area of South Walnut 
Avenue we called home was 
plush with trees.

So it wasn’t until I got to 
Hamilton Street that I saw the 
smoke. I hope the statute of 
limitations is up on speeding, 
because I’m about to confess to 
doing just that. Same goes for 
stop signs and red lights, too.

I dashed into the old 
Tribune offi  ce on North 
Chestnut, grabbed a camera 
and sprinted down the street.

My heart broke for the own-
ers of the two businesses, but 
fi res, thank God, like this don’t 
come around every day. This 
was one of the biggest stories I 
had covered in my 19 months 
in Chickasaw County, and I 
wanted to do a good job.

What I saw were scores of 
fi refi ghters from all over the 
county, including Nashua, and 
beyond giving up their Sunday 
morning to make sure the rest 
of us were safe.

Who takes on a job that 
means you could be called at 

anytime in the day or night? 
Who willingly goes into a burn-
ing building? Who says I’ll go 
even if it’s 99 degrees outside? 
Heck, who says I’ll go when it’s 
30 below and the wind’s blow-
ing 40 miles per hour?

I'll tell you who.
People like Johnson, Steve 

Sudol, Rick Sinnwell, Kevin 
Zwanziger, Josh Sinnwell, 
Terry Hillhesheim, Darin Dietz, 
Chad Nelson, Kurt Nelson,

They have businesses they 
own. They have their jobs to 
do. They have their families to 
tend to, yet, when that pager 
goes off , they rush out the 
door. Every. Single. Time.

So to the men and women 
of all of our fi re departments — 
and yes, to their families — I'm 
sending a big thank you.

And Mr. Johnson, don't 
shoot me the next time I see 
you in the barber shop, espe-
cially since there are two pho-
tos of you in this paper.

For older adults, it’s 
good to have home 
fi re escape plan

Making a home fi re escape plan for yourself and/or the 
older adults in your household means making plans for your 
abilities and home environment: 

• Remove clutter in the hallways, stairways, and near 
exits/windows for a clear, safe path out of your home.

• Keep your walker, scooter, cane, or wheelchair by your 
bed/where you sleep to make sure you can reach it quickly

• Keep your eyeglasses, mobile phone, and a fl ashlight by 
your bed/where you sleep to be able to reach them quickly in 
an emergency.

• If you cannot escape safely, keep your door shut, place 
a towel or blanket at the bottom of the door and stand near 
the window for fi re service to reach you. Call 911 to let the 
fi re department know you are inside the home.

• If you are deaf, hearing impaired, or have trouble hear-
ing, install a bedside alert such as a bed shaker alarm that 
works with your smoke alarm to alert you of a fi re. Strobe 
light alarms can be added to your smoke alarms for a visual 
alert.\

• For people who are visually impaired or blind, the sound 
of the smoke alarm can become disorienting in an emergen-
cy. Practice the escape plan with the sound of the alarm to 
become familiar with, and practice with the extra noise.

• When looking for an apartment or high-rise home, look 
for one with an automatic sprinkler system

• For people with cognitive disabilities, work with their 
healthcare providers and local fi re department to make a 
plan that works for their needs.

Then again, it’s 
important for all of  

us to practice!
It is important for everyone to plan and practice a home 

fi re escape. 
Everyone needs to be prepared in advance, so that they 

know what to do when the smoke alarm sounds. Given that 
every home is diff erent, every home fi re escape plan will also 
be diff erent.

Have a plan for everyone in the home. Children, older 
adults, and people with disabilities may need assistance 
to wake up and get out. Make sure that someone will help 
them!

Smoke alarms
Smoke alarms sense smoke well before you can, alerting 

you to danger. Smoke alarms need to be in every bedroom, 
outside of the sleeping areas (like a hallway), and on each 
level (including the basement) of your home. Do not put 
smoke alarms in your kitchen or bathrooms.

Choose an alarm that is listed with a testing laboratory, 
meaning it has met certain standards for protection.

For the best protection, use combination smoke and car-
bon monoxide alarms that are interconnected throughout 
the home. These can be installed by a qualifi ed electrician, so 
that when one sounds, they all sound. 
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Be sure to thank a 

responder for all 
that they do!that they do!

Huskies heating up at the right time
Nashua-Plainfi eld takes two out of three at North Butler, opens regional play on Monday

Can a strong fi nish to the reg-
ular season equate to an even 
better run once regional play 
starts?

Mindy Foelske and her 
Nashua-Plainfield volleyball 
team sure hope so. 

The Huskies have pulled 
through and will carry plen-
ty of momentum into Monday 
night’s opening round regional 
contest at Riceville. 

After only claiming two wins 
in its fi rst 16 matches, N-P 
closed out the regular season 
with seven wins in its last 10 
matches. 

“We are playing some really 
good volleyball right now. We 
have fi nally found some con-
sistency on the court and are 
getting people where they ben-
efi t the team the most. Also, as 
the season is coming to a close 
we now have experience on the 
court. Court time is the best 
thing you can do to become bet-
ter,” said Foelske in her second 
year of guiding the Huskies.

N-P’s lone loss in the quad 
came against Lake Mills (26-

record. The Bulldogs turned 
back the Huskies by scores of 
25-19 and 25-8. 

“We did not come into the 
fi rst game with Lake Mills with 
any type of energy.

N-P lands two 
on all-TIC cross 
country teams
Huck takes second, Hansen makes second 
team at one ‘freaking cold’ conference meet

It may not have been the frozen tundra of the Green Bay 
Packers’ Lambeau Field, but it was pretty dang raw on the campus 
of North Iowa Area Community College late Thursday afternoon.

And here’s what we learned: It turns out blustery weather 
doesn’t bother Nashua-Plainfi eld’s Kadence Huck or Jase Hansen, 
who earned all-league honors at the Top of Iowa Conference meet.

“It was freaking cold,” Nashua-Plainfi eld coach Jenn Kalainoff  
said with a 
laugh, “and 
seriously, I’m 
still trying to 
thaw out. But 
I thought we 
ran really well, 
especially con-
sidering the 
conditions.”

Issues with 
the timing sys-
tem meant 
Kalainoff had 
little informa-
tion after the 
meet, but Huck 
continued her 
s e n s a t i o n a l 
sophomore sea-
son with a sec-
ond-place fi nish 
in 19:44, which 
was not only a 
p e r s o n a l - r e -
cord but broke 
her own school 
record.

Only Osage’s 
K a t e l y n 
Johnston, who 
is ranked sec-
ond in the latest 
Class 2A indi-
vidual rank-
ings, bested the 
Husky star, who 
is ranked 15th in 
Class 1A.

“Nothing ever seems to phase Kadence,” Kalainoff  said. “She 
just goes out and does her thing. There was a North Iowa [High] 
girl there that we had never heard of and Kadence had to sprint to 
beat her for second, but either way, she ran a great race.”

The timing issues meant that Kalainoff  didn’t have fi nal team 
standings or other results from the race.

“The timing guy was literally on his hands and knees reading 
the chips,” she said, “so who knows when we’ll get all the results. 
But I thought all of our kids did a nice job. It was not a fun day 
to run. I mean not fun at all. You know, NIACC, there’s no wind 
break so even though the course is pretty fl at, it was tough.”

Hansen, meanwhile, led the boys with a 28th fi nish, good for 
second-team all-TIC, in a personal-best time of 18:45.

“He keeps getting better and better,” Kalainoff  said. “What we 
want to see at this time of the year is improvement, and he’s done 
that all season long.”

Nashua-Plainfi eld will now have a week off  before heading to 
Manly next Thursday for the Class 1A state qualifying meet that 
will be held at the Pioneer Town and Country Club .
