Supervisors finally OK budget /5

On second try, board votes 3-2 to approve 2024-25 budget with 14% tax-asking increase

Chickasaw County has a budget and
tax levy in place for the fiscal year that
begins on July 1, but for quite a while
Monday, the Board of Supervisors
played the classic game of “chicken.”

After months of working on the
county’s 2024-25 budget, supervi-
sors first rejected approving it during

Monday’s meeting, but after almost
two hours of discussion and making
one minor change, board members
voted 3-2 to certify next year’s budget.

The action came eight days before
the state-mandated deadline for cer-
tifying county budgets and tax levies,
and although board members didn’t
wait until a stroke before midnight, for
a while on Monday, those in the board-
room were wondering if the county

was going to get a budget approved
before April 30.

The approved budget that was
supported by Board Chairman Scott
Cerwinske and Supervisors Matt Kuhn
and Steve Breitbach comes with a 14
percent increase in the tax-asking for
the three funds — General Basic (GB),
General Supplemental (GS) and Rural
Services Basic (RSB) — the supervisors
oversee.

Cities will get
quarter off on
EMS payments

Balance in dedicated fund for county-owned

ambulance service remains above $750,000

Six Chickasaw County cities received some
welcome — albeit not unexpected — news during
Monday’s Board of Supervisors meeting when
board members approved waiving the cities’ first
quarterly payment of the 2024-25 fiscal year for
the county-owned ambulance service.

Board members unanimously approved waiv-
ing the payments that New Hampton, Bassett,
Fredericksburg, Ionia, Lawler and North
Washington were scheduled to make by July
5.

Supervisors in all reality had no choice when
it came to waiving the payments because the 28E
agreements that the county and the cities signed
require the county to waive a quarterly payment
if Chickasaw County EMS has $750,000 or more
in its account for two consecutive quarters.

“I don’t think this will be a surprise to any-
one,” County Attorney David Laudner told board
members, “because it’s pretty black and white in
the 28E.”

County Auditor Sheila Shekleton said that
the EMS Dedicated Fund had a balance of
$954,963.29 on Jan. 15, and that balance rose
to $1,001,392.83 on April 15. If that balance is
above $750,000 on July 15, the cities will then
have their October quarterly payments waived.

The six cities would have paid the county a
total of $141,315.30 on July 5.

The 28E agreements were signed in 2022 by
the six cities who wanted to be a part of the coun-
ty-owned ambulance service that began taking
calls on Jan. 1, 2023. Nashua and Alta Vista did
not join the new service as the former started

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Charles City superintendent placed on administrative leave

The Charles City School District
superintendent was placed on admin-
istrative leave on Friday, April 19, a
little more than 10 weeks before her
planned retirement, for what the pres-
ident of the School Board said were
allegations that raise questions about
her “fitness for duty.”

School Board President Dr. David
Schrodt sent a message to school dis-
trict teachers and staff saying that as of
12:30 p.m. Friday, Dr. Anne Lundquist
“is on paid administrative leave pend-
ing investigation.”

“The Charles City Community
School District has begun an inves-
tigation into allegations we received

It’s
definitely not criminal. It might be just
school district type things.”

A Chickasaw County Sheriff's
Office deputy who took part in a
high-speed, multi-county pur-
suit earlier this month has been
charged with failure to exer-
cise caution by the driver of an
emergency vehicle after being
involved in a traffic accident in
Waterloo.

In a press release, Chickasaw
County Sheriff Ryan Shawver
said his office took a 911 call
just before 7 p.m. on April 12.
The caller reported a driving
complaint of a vehicle that was
southbound on U.S. Highway
63.

A deputy was dispatched and
observed a vehicle matching the
description of the vehicle asso-
ciated with the driving com-
plaint. Shawver said the deputy
observed the vehicle traveling
at 96 miles per hour in a 55 mile
per hour zone as well as follow-
ing too close to another vehicle.

A traffic stop was initiated on
the vehicle based on the traffic
violations observed as well as
the information received on the
driving complaint. The driv-
er, later identified as Quaddre
Phillip White of Saint Paul,
Minnesota, pulled over but
refused to cooperate with the
deputy when asked for his driv-
er’s license, vehicle information
and vehicle insurance. White
then put the vehicle in gear and
fled from the traffic stop.

The unnamed deputy pur-
sued the vehicle into Bremer
County where deputies from
that county assisted with the
pursuit. The pursuit continued
for over 50 miles and ended on
I-380 in Benton County where

White was taken into custody.

However, the Chickasaw
County deputy was involved
in an accident within the city
limits of Waterloo, and both
the patrol vehicle and the other
vehicle, according to Shawver,
were totaled. Shawver said the
Waterloo Police Department
conducted the accident inves-
tigation and filed the charge
against the deputy. The deputy
was cleared by medical staff at
Unity Point Hospital in New
Hampton while Shawver said
that the accident report stated
the driver of the other vehicle
involved in the accident was not
transported to a hospital.

White, meanwhile, was
arrested by the Bremer County
Sheriff’s Office and charged in
Bremer County with eluding in
excess of 25 mph over the post-
ed speed limit (D felony), pos-
session with intent to distribute
marijuana (D felony), failure to
affix a drug tax stamp (D felony),
operating while intoxicated first
offense (serious misdemeanor),
possession of marijuana first
offense (serious misdemeanor),
interference with official acts
(simple misdemeanor), posses-
sion of drug paraphernalia (sim-
ple misdemeanor), reckless driv-
ing (non-schedule violation),
speed of 126 mph in a posted
65 mph zone (scheduled viola-
tion) and operating without a
valid driver's license (scheduled
violation).

White is currently being held
in the Bremer County Jail on a
$10,000 cash of surety bond.
Criminal charges are pending in
Chickasaw County, according to
the press release.

Don’t rely on the rumor
mill; get informed instead

For most of my life, New Hampton has been my favorite
place to call home. I have settled down and started raising my
family here. I am a proud and active member of our commu-
nity and appreciate all that it has to offer.

I believe there are a lot of misconceptions about things that
happen in our community because of ignorance. I have seen
this time and time again on city and county issues within the

last five years.

There are certain situations where we will only ever hear
from the rumor mill, which we all know runs rampant in a
small town. It is important to remember that not everything
you hear is the truth and that some things should be taken
with a grain of salt. There are always three sides to a story—
“your side, my side, and the truth.”

If you want to be more involved politically in our commu-
nity, I urge you to attend meetings when you are able, or read
the minutes. The New Hampton City Council meets on the
first and third Mondays of every month at 7 p.m. at City Hall.
Their agendas are on the city's website as well as past meet-

ing minutes.

The Chickasaw County Board of Supervisors meet every
Monday at 9 a.m. in the boardroom on the second floor of
the Chickasaw County Courthouse. Their agendas and past
minutes can be found on the county website. The Board of
Supervisors live stream their meetings every week on the
Chickasaw County streaming account on YouTube. Minutes
are also available for both in the New Hampton Tribune.

If you have a question regarding a decision that your rep-
resentative made, please reach out to them to discuss why
they voted that way or who was in charge of that specific

decision.

Schrodt said he had talked to the
school’s attorneys, from Ahlers &
Cooney law office in Des Moines, on
Friday, and had a meeting planned
with them Monday morning where
they “will go over in detail what hap-
pened and what are the investigative
steps, and then what to do from there.”

Schrodt said the allegations had
been made by a current employee or
employees in the district, and he had
just been made aware of them Friday
morning,.

Schrodt said when he was made
aware of the allegations he conferred
individually with other Board of
Education members, then made the
decision himself to place Lundquist on
paid administrative leave.

“I felt that it should not be ignored,”

he said.

Lundquist, contacted over the
weekend, said she was surprised by
Schrodt’s action, but she has been
advised by her attorney to not com-
ment at this point.

In his message to teachers and staff,
Schrodt said that the Area Education
Agency had been contacted and will be
able to supply a temporary superinten-
dent if needed.

Schrodt said the school’s attorneys
told him that if Lundquist’s leave was
temporary then a temporary superin-
tendent would not be needed.

“If it's permanent, then we would
need that, and the AEA and I will dis-
cuss that on Monday,” he said.

Lundquist had announced in
February her retirement from the posi-

tion, effective on June 30 at the end of
the current school year — a year earlier
than she had indicated she would leave
the district.

Asked if Lundquist’s leave could
last until the end of the school year,
Schrodt said, “She could decide that
if she wants to. I don’t want to decide
that for her.”

Schrodt said he thinks this devel-
opment is unlikely to affect the school
district’s process of finding a new
superintendent to start July 1, which
has been ongoing since shortly after
Lundquist announced her retirement.

“We have six candidates that we are
going to be discussing on Monday and
we will narrow that down to the final
three candidates at that meeting,” he
said.

the difference.” Essentially,
this just means that an investor
could purchase low-cost term
insurance, and then invest the
money that was saved by not
getting permanent insurance.
This can be a valuable strategy
in some situations, but people
often don’t actually invest the
difference. A permanent insur-
ance policy, through the pay-
ment of premiums, may result
in a steady buildup of cash
value or continued contribu-
tions to the policy’s investment
components. For many people,
this discipline is helpful.

e Future inseparability
— If you have health issues,
it could become difficult to
get permanent insurance after
you’ve reached the end of a
term insurance policy. (Some
term insurance policies do offer
the opportunity to convert to
permanent coverage, usually
without the need for a medical
exam.) You could avoid this
potential problem by purchas-
ing permanent insurance when
you are still young and healthy.

Ultimately, you will need
to weigh the various factors
involved in the permanent-
versus-term decision. You also
might benefit from consulting
a financial professional, who
can evaluate which type of
insurance is most appropriate
for your situation.

“risk” of running the service
— i.e., if the service’s expenses
were higher than expected, the
county would have to cover the
additional costs.

Although the 28E agreements
do not specifically require the
county to pay its share of the
“per-capita” costs, the Board
of Supervisors budgeted funds
for the first six quarters of the
service’s operation. However,
board members in the 2024-
25 fiscal year budget included
just two of the four quarterly
payments.

Cities, meanwhile, welcomed
the news Monday that the July
payments were waived.

In New Hampton’s case, that
means it will be able to keep
$93,687.30 of funds from its
Local Option Sales Tax Fund.

Voters approved using LOST
funds to pay for the ambulance
service, with the remainder of
those funds directed to infra-
structure needs.

“It basically means that
we'll have a little more money
for infrastructure,” City Clerk
Karen Clemens said Monday
afternoon.

“It is good news for us, no
question, but it’s important
for people to remember that
the money we're using for the
ambulance isn’t coming from
the General Fund, from prop-
erty taxes, so our city budget is
still going to be tight.”

dollars now in new money coming in from
last year on that tax-asking, but 14’s a lot.”

“I've been getting a lot of questions, too,
and concerns as well,” Kuhn said.

Breitbach, as he did last week, pointed
out that Chickasaw County’s tax-levy rates
will be on the “low end” when compared
to surrounding counties, and while he
understood the angst over the tax-asking
increase, he wanted to protect services that
he said his constituents value.

“I talk to a lot of people out there, too,
that complain about tax increases, t0o,” he
said, “but when I ask them what services
are you prepared to cut, they don’t want
any services cut.”

Rural New Hampton resident Terry
Johnson, who is seeking the District 4 seat
currently held by Kuhn, said he wasn’t
concerned about what other counties are
doing.

“Whatever the other counties are doing,
that’s fine. This is Chickasaw County. I
don’t care what they’re doing. I care about
Chickasaw County,” he said. “When I'm out
doing my campaign thing, all I get is taxes,
taxes, taxes. It’s all they want to talk about.
They’re pretty upset. ... I guess it’s a situa-
tion that if you have to cut some services,
you have to cut some services.”

During the first discussion on the budget
Monday, Hackman said that “unless we can
find the magic eight ball of tax growth,”
the only options available to the county
were to “consolidate, [have] less hours of
operation,” but he also wondered if the
county needed to look at stopping to pro-
vide services that “are not core related that
we don’t have to,” pointing out, as just one
example, that “I don’t think the law says
we have to provide home care [but] we do.”

And Kuhn was frustrated that the work
board members have done since the max
tax-asking hearing seemed to be for naught.

“Going back to last week’s discussion, it
appeared to me that discussion was that
we had enough money in our ending fund
balance that we could cut general supple-
mental,” Kuhn said, “but now we’re back
to discussion of hiring freezes and that we
don’t have enough money.”

After Breitbach made the motion to
approve the budget and Hackman sec-
onded it “for discussion,” County Attorney
David Laudner expressed his frustrations

that so much time had gone into a budget
that didn’t appear to have support from
board members.

“If we knew we weren’t going to support
this, where have we been the last three
months to make these recommendations?
‘We have spent countless hours up here and
days up here the last three months trying
to craft this,” he said. “And now at the last
minute, we’re not supporting it? Maybe
I'm incorrect, but I haven’t heard a lot of
feedback or people pounding the table say-
ing there’s no way in hell I'm going to vote
for this.”

Laudner added that to “pull the rug out
of it at the last minute,” would be a disaster
for the county’s department heads.

If the county hadn’t certified its budget
by the deadline, its tax-asking for 2024-25
would have been the same as it was for
this fiscal year that ends on June 30. That
means the county would have received
$950,000 less in tax revenue than it had
dedicated to its 2024-25 budget.

Still, the first vote on the budget failed
on a 3-2 vote, with only Cerwinske and
Breitbach favoring it.

After discussing several other issues,
though, board members returned to the
budget later in the meeting.

Kuhn suggested that board members
find some savings in the budget by having
employees pay for more of their health
insurance policies — increasing the employ-
ee contribution for single policies from 0 to
5 percent and the employee contribution
for family policies from 25 to 30 percent.

“I know in the grand scheme of things
it’s probably not a lot but it all adds up,”
Kuhn said, adding that his proposal would
save “just shy of 60 grand.”

Cerwinske said he felt changing the fam-
ily contribution less than a year after the
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county began paying part of the employees’
family plan was a bad idea.

“I can agree to going with the 95-5. The
70-30, to me, we're sending the message to
the employees that we’re going to change
your benefits every nine months so I hope
you're comfortable with what you have
today because it may change tomorrow,”
Cerwinske said. “If the goal is to hire the
best people we can hire and keep them,
every time we make an adjustment to ben-
efits, you're risking losing people.”

The board chairman added that “we’re
going to change that insurance and we're
not changing the levy and we’re not chang-
ing the tax-asking, what are we really
doing?”

Johnson asked board members to con-
sider not only foregoing a scheduled 3
percent pay increase on July 1 but also sug-
gested that board members forego their sal-
aries all together in 2024-25, which would
save the county more than $160,000.

He said it would allow the supervisors
to help “more people,” referring to county
employees, but Johnson’s proposition was
met coolly by supervisors.

“I'm not doing this for the money,” board
member Travis Suckow said, “but ... at the
same time, my time is worth something.”

The board floated other ideas — includ-
ing cutting the amount of funding to the
Emergency Management Agency — but
in the end, the lone savings they came up
with was saving $10,000 when Suckow said
he would not opt to take health insurance
from the county.

Breitbach again motioned to adopt the
2024-25 budget and levy — with the only
change being Suckow not taking insurance
from the county — Kuhn seconded it and
the vote was 3-2 — with Hackman and
Suckow both voting against.

at 5-5, can bang it off the tees
and sink it on the greens — as
evident by his medalist-winning
scores in Turkey Valley’s first
two home meets of the season.

He came up with a 41 in
TV’s home opener last Friday —
which saw gale-force-like winds
envelop Jackson Heights Golf
Course.

His playing partners only
need to watch him play one hole
to understand that they’re not
dealing with an everyday, run-
of-the-mill golfer — even though
he looks pint-size in compari-
son to most linksters.

“If 'm up on the tee first, no
one really expects me to do any-
thing. If I hit it out there good,
then they try extra hard, too,
and usually in golf when you
try extra hard to do good — then
things turn sideways,” smiled
Bernhard.

Bernhard has been playing
golf as long as he can remember
— two or three years old, he said.
He’s the son of Nick Bernhard,
the greenskeeper at Jackson
Heights and golf course super-
intendent of the course that sits
just a stone’s throw away from
Turkey Valley High School.

The younger Bernhard was
at it again this past Monday
in a dual meet at home versus
Postville. He took home medal-
ist honors once more with a 39.
His career low at the course is a
34 — which is two-under par by
the way.

Talk to anyone out on the
links and they’ll tell you the
majority of success when it
comes to golf centers right
between the ears.

“I think 50 percent or more of
golf is just in the mental game.
T've learned from my mistakes
as a younger player that you
just have to take the game one
shot at a time,” said Bernhard.
“Because I know every time I
get ahead of myself that’s when
things start going south. I just
try to stay in the moment and
focus on the upcoming shot.”

Turkey Valley is senior-lad-
en as Oliver Schmitt, Caleb
Kurtenbach and Braylen Byrne
are all back this spring in an
effort to do something spe-
cial this year for Reicks and
Trojans. Reicks has been head
coach for the girls and boys TV
teams since 2012. He said TV
has never qualified for the boys
state tournament.

Bernhard and the boys are
looking to change that next
month when the sectional meet
gets under way on Wednesday,
May 8.

“He’s excited for us this year.
I feel like this is one of the bet-
ter opportunities we’ve had to
maybe go farther in the post-
season than we have in year’s
past,” said Bernhard. “So far
we've bonded pretty good as a
team. I think as the season goes
on we're going to be a team to
watch out for.”

The TV boys were clipped by
South Winn last Friday — 182
to 188. Tripoli was third with a
195. Kurtenbach shot a 45 and
Schmitt fired a 49.

On Monday TV outdis-

tanced the visiting Pirates by 54

strokes — 177 to 231. Schmitt
recorded a 44, Kurtenbach a
47 and sophomore Logan Busta
matched that score with a 47
of his own. Byrne finished with
a48.

“We're still looking for that
No. 4 scorer. If we can get a
fourth score consistently, we’ll
have a really good team this
year,” said Reicks.

Reicks talked about the fero-
cious winds on Friday that made
hitting off the tee often times a
lesson in futility. Putting also
became difficult as the winds
seemed to make the contour
of the greens even more of a
challenge.

“We've played in worse. The
group over here did a great
job getting the course ready.
Twenty-four hours ago we
were crazy. The course really
shaped up nice,” said Reicks.
“If it wasn’t for the wind, it
would have been a decent night.
We’re not thoroughbreds, we're
workhorses. We're used to that.
Wind blows 380 days a year up
here, anyway.”

Nuss claims medalist honors, but Huskies top

This much is true — girls prep golf is alive
and well in northeast Iowa and the Oelwein
Huskies are for real.

Most golf pundits probably already knew
that about Cole Thomas’ North Iowa Cedar
League bunch that shattered the school
record with a eye-popping 330 in its first
18-hole meet early last week in Waverly.

The Huskies — ninth-place finishers at
last year’s Class 2A state meet — continued
their roll by knocking off one of 2A’s pow-
ers last Thursday on its home course, no
less.

The mild upset — if it even was one
depending on how the rest of the season
shakes out — came at the expense of Eric
Olson’s New Hampton Chickasaws — who
will be looking to qualify for their sev-
enth-consecutive state meet next month.

New Hampton doesn’t have any reason
to hang its head.

The Huskies — led by freshman Grace
Lewis (80) and Waterloo Columbus trans-
fer Grace Burg (86) — eked out a win over
New Hampton, 350 to 351. It was the
Chickasaws’ first 18-hole test of the 2024
campaign.

Chickasaw junior Lauren Nuss — a sixth-
place finisher at last year’s state meet that
also enabled New Hampton to finish in
third place at the end-of-the-season state
meet — was crowned the meet’s medalist
with a seven-over par 79.

No complaints here from Olson, who is
in the midst of his 14th year as NH girls
coach.

“A 351 is a great score,” said Olson. “I'm
not disappointed at all with that. We just
came up one stroke short. That’s the way it
goes.”

But the story on this night was the play
of the Huskies, who solidified a well-known
fact in the prep golfing world of Iowa — this
region of the state can play some golf.

“They’re real good,” said Olson about
Oelwein’s stellar round that saw three girls
shoot in the 80s, including Husky junior
Hannah Patrick (87).

To put in perspective the round that
New Hampton shot (350) in a loss — the
Chickasaws best 18-hole round last year
was a 344, which came in the first round of
regional competition.

“We played good. We just gotta clean
up a few things and be able to lower scores
and eliminate a few mistakes,” said Olson.
“We're right there.”

The state meet — which could well be
loaded with teams that competed in the
10-team field a year ago — will be played at
Cedar Pointe Golf Course in Boone.

Before that field is filled out — New
Hampton will have ample opportunity to
batten down the hatches and set sail when
it prepares to enter into the most chal-
lenging portion of its season and the most
critical.

“You gotta get your legs — it’s a grind,
especially if you're not on top of your game,”
said Olson. “You gotta find a way to just
suck it up and keep going because you're not
going to be done after nine. Any experience
we can get playing 18 holes — we gotta take
advantage of it. We try to get them sched-
uled as much as possible. It’s hard — a lot of
schools don’t want to play ‘em.”

NH senior Kinsli Dahl shot an 84 on
Thursday. She tallied a 40 on the front nine
and was a first-team all-state selection last
year, as was Nuss. Nuss sports the ninth-
best nine-hole average in 2A with a 42.5,
while Dahl is ranked 11th with a 43.5.

Alivia Geerts, a Chickasaw sophomore,
carded a 94 versus the Huskies.

Maycen Hackman, a junior and three-
year starter for New Hampton, matched
Geerts’ score on Thursday with a 94 of her
own. That’s the lowest 18-hole round for
Hackman since she shot a 92 in last year’s

first round of regionals.

“She kind of found her groove a little
bit,” said Olson. “She struggled early on
trying to get consistent. Now she’s got a
little bit more consistency — still room
for improvement. There’s still some things
that got to get ironed out, but she’s coming
along real nice — just gotta eliminate some
of the double bogeys and turn them into
bogeys.”

New Hampton’s varsity newcomers —
senior Kira Tenge and sophomore Brenna
Flattum - came up with a 110 and 114,
respectively.

“Both of them are working hard at their
games. They just gotta get more expe-
rience. Every time you get a little more
experience, it just makes you better for the
next time you encounter a shot or situation
on the course,” said Olson. “We’ve got vet-
erans — don’t get me wrong — with our first
four golfers.

“Our new golfers have never played var-
sity. They’ve got to get that experience of
playing 18 and battling through.”

Eichenberger leads Chickasaw girls to soccer win, boys fall to Comets

Olivia Eichenberger was all
smiles when she exited the pitch
on Monday in Charles City.

No dark and dreary sky
was going to ruin her special
moment for the New Hampton
girls soccer team.

The sophomore Chickasaw
striker netted two goals for New
Hampton as head coach Fayssal
Talib’s first-year program
earned its third win overall this
spring and second against the
Comets in a 3-0 shutout that
was scoreless at intermission.

Technically, the two wins by
New Hampton over the Comets
this spring don’t register in the
win column for the Chickasaws
as Charles City is considered a
junior varsity program - but
who’s really counting?

Eichenberger sure wasn’t
as she put one in the back of
the net 10 minutes into the
second half. Chickasaw fresh-
man Caycee Crawford did the
same five minutes later and
Eichenberger added anoth-
er scoring strike to round out
the goals for New Hampton —
which moved to 3-2 overall on
the year (that’s if you're count-
ing the CC triumphs).

Wins this season for the
Chickasaws — who were able
to form their own girls squad
in 2024 after competing with
the boys for the first three years
of the NH program as a co-ed
squad — are literally icing on
the cake.

Which New Hampton cele-
brated with as it was freshman
defender’s Andi Gebel’s birth-

day — which of course meant
she made cupcakes for every-
one on the roster to enjoy. The
CC public address announcer
even recognized Gebel’s special
day over the intercom.

It was that kind of day for
New Hampton — which topped
CC in the season opener, 6-1,
clear back on the second-to-last
day of March.

“I think as a team we’re real-
ly cohesive,” said Eichenberger.
“It’s more of a friend group and
a family than it is just a soccer
team. That may sound cliche,
but it’s not a cliche — it’s a real-
ity.”

Eichenberger is new to
the offensive side of the ball
this year after mainly playing
defense in her previous years
as a soccer player. She said she
first started playing the sport in
first grade.

“These are my first two goals
that I've made this season,”
said Eichenberger. “I haven’t
played offense since I was like
in U-10. So starting high school
and being on offense is kind of
a new experience for me. Goals
are a rush of exhilaration like
nothing else.”

NH tried out a new forma-
tion — a 4-4-2 — as opposed to
the 3-5-2 the girls ran against
CC in the first meeting.

“This is the first season.
We're all learning from our
mistakes and we're trying to be
much better in the future,” said
Talib. “We have a really good
group here. We're working on it
and building up a team as much
as we can.”

Eichenberger knows that
New Hampton is going to

encounter losses this season.
Second-ranked Waverly-Shell
Rock (5-0) defeated NH last
week Thursday by a score of
10-0. The Go-Hawks played in
the Class 2A state title game last
year and lost to Dallas Center-
Grimes, 2-0.

“I think for us that’s more of
a learning experience than any-
thing. It’s not something that
we should really take to heart.
It’s something we should take to
mind to kind of think of how we
can do it better in the future,”
said Eichenberger.

The New Hampton boys had
trouble cranking up its offense
as Charles City downed the
Chickasaws, 3-1, in the night-
cap — which saw periodic sprin-
kles from the ominous clouds
above make the grass playing
surface slick at times. The win
for the Comets (1-7) was the
first of their season as CC was
able to exact revenge on NH
after losing the season opener,
8-7. Carter Broughton, a NH
senior, scored a school record
seven goals in that win late last
month.

New Hampton (2-3) broke
into the scoring column after
Kevyn Torres sunk a goal in
the back of the net with 13:47
remaining in the game. Torres
injured himself eight minutes
into the match and did not
return to the contest until there
was underneath five minutes to
play before intermission.

Broughton had a straight-on,
long shot outside the scoring
box at the 29-minute mark that
came close to getting past the
CC goalie. The Comet goalie got
his hands on the ball, though,

and the near-miss ricocheted
off the crossbar. New Hampton
had another golden oppor-
tunity to score after Xander
Meyerhoft’s feed on a long kick
found Torres, who just missed
a spectacular header with 10
minutes left in the match.

“Kevyn is starting to find
his way up top,” said coach
Jeff Monteith. “Defensive-
wise, Gabe (Larson) has really
stepped up.”

Charles City scored the first
goal of the match with five
minutes remaining before half-
time after sophomore Jackson
Kowalski found the back of the
net. Carter Haberkorn added
the Comets’ second goal with
22:40 left in the game. Kowalski
added an insurance goal with
three minutes left in the match.

The Comets’ defense was
much Dbetter the second
go-round versus New Hampton.

“We didn’t play the posses-
sion at the beginning that we
were looking for,” Monteith
said.

“We were looking for that
over-the-top ball — with the
wind it was just carrying too far
for us. We just couldn’t seem
to get the ball with some space.
They did a nice job of closing in
on us quickly.”

Mason City (2-6) topped
New Hampton, 10-1, last week
Thursday. The Chickasaws
scored their lone goal by Torres
— just a sophomore.

“We have to keep our heads
up and keep moving forward,”
said Monteith. “We need to
learn from it, keep sticking
together as a team is a big key
here.”

rience for our patients,” Kurash wrote in his

“what-we-do” report, “by providing a clean, safe,
pleasant environment where doctors, staff and
patients excel.”

Stange is the “rookie” among the group;
he began working at MercyOne a year and a
half ago. Kurash, after spending 25 years at
Con-Agra in Fredericksburg and 18 years at
Luther College in Decorah, took over as the
Maintenance Department supervisor in 2021.

Dreckman is the veteran. He’s been at the
hospital for 33 1/2 years.

“It’s a good place to work,” he said. “I mean
