Board members disagree on hiring but agree
on having four buildings assessed for blight

The first sign of trouble when it came to hiring
a new part-time paramedic during Monday’s
Chickasaw County Board of Supervisors meeting
was when the board’s chairman was the one that
had to second the motion to approve the hiring.

In the end, supervisors voted 3-2 to not
approve hiring Samantha Streeter for the posi-
tion, marking the first time board members had
not followed through on a hiring recommenda-
tion made by Chickasaw County EMS Director
Joel Knutson since the service began operation
onJan. 1.

During a meeting in late November, some
supervisors wondered if the continued hiring of
part-time employees was affecting the county’s
workman’s compensation rate.

On Monday, Board Chairman Matt Kuhn said
that Knutson had reached out to the county’s
insurance provider and had been told that the
workman’s compensation rates are “based on
wage, not how many employees we have.”

Benefits Of Roth IRA

As you save for retirement,
you’ll want to take full advan-
tage of the investment vehicles
available to you — and one

of the best is a Roth IRA. But |

what sets it apart from other
accounts?

Three key factors distin-
guish the Roth IRA:

e Tax-free earnings — When
you invest in a Roth IRA, your
earnings can grow tax free,
provided you don’t begin tak-
ing withdrawals until you’re
5912 and you’ve had your
account at least five years. If
you don’t meet these criteria,
withdrawals of earnings will be
subject to taxes and a possible
10% penalty.

* No penalties on with-
drawals of contributions — You
fund a Roth IRA with after-tax
dollars, which means you can
withdraw your contributions —
not the earnings — at any time
for any reason, without fac-
ing taxes or penalties. So, you
could use some of your Roth
IRA money for non-retirement
purposes, such as helping pay
for a child’s college education.

* No required withdrawals
at age 73 — With a traditional
IRA or a 401(k), you must start
taking withdrawals — called
required minimum distribu-
tions, or RMDs — once you
reach 73. But this rule doesn’t
apply to a Roth IRA — you can
keep it intact as long as you
like. You may need to tap into
it for some of your retirement
income, but if you don’t use it
all, the remainder could benefit
your beneficiaries.

A Roth IRA does share one
similarity to a traditional IRA:
It can be funded with virtu-
ally any type of investment,
including stocks, bonds, mutu-
al funds, certificates of deposit
(CDs) and so on.

However, unlike a tradi-
tional IRA, a Roth IRA does
have income limits.

For the 2023 tax year, if
your modified adjusted gross
income was less than $138,000
(for a single filer) or $218,000
(married filing jointly), you can
put in the full amount of $6,500
and an additional $1,000 catch-

up contribution if you’re 50
or older. The amounts you
can contribute will gradually
decline at higher income levels
and are phased out entirely at
$153,000 for single filers and
$228,000 if you’re married and
file jointly. These income rang-
es will likely change for the
2024 tax year, so you’ll want
to consult with your tax advisor
for details.

Still, even if you’ve con-
tributed to a traditional IRA or
a 401(k) for many years, you
may have a chance to even-
tually “convert” some, or all,
of these funds to a Roth IRA
and gain its benefits. It’s not
hard to do this conversion —
it involves minimal paperwork
from your traditional IRA or
401(k) provider — but it does
come with tax issues. Any
money that’s converted from
a traditional IRA or 401(k) to
a Roth IRA will be treated as
ordinary taxable income. This
can trigger a large tax bill, so,
unless you have the money
available from other acounts to
pay the taxes, the conversion
may or may not make sense
for you. But you don’t have to
convert all the funds at once.
By spreading the conversion
over several years, you could
reduce the effect of a large tax
hit in any single year. You may
want to consult with your tax
advisor before converting any
funds to a Roth IRA.

If you can find a way to
contribute to a Roth IRA, either
directly or through a conver-
sion, consider it carefully —
you’ll find a lot of upsides to
this investment account.

Comp Board recommends raises for county's elected officials

Under HF 718, if a county’s valuations
increase by 3 percent and it has a “max levy”
in place, that levy must decrease by 2 percent.
The idea behind the law, proponents say, is to
keep local government entities from relying
on increases in valuations from year to year
to increase government spending.

Supervisors last month went on record
that they did not want a pay increase in the
new fiscal year, and although a final deci-
sion hasn’t been made, several supervisors
have bandied about the idea of having a
pay freeze for county employees who are
not represented by the two unions in the
county.

But during last week’s Compensation
Board, members voted 5-2 to recommend
9 percent pay increases for the attorney,
auditor, recorder, sheriff and treasurer and
3.2 percent pay increases for the members
of the Board of Supervisors.

Those voting for the recommendation
say those pay raises are needed for a vari-
ety of reasons — including making the
jobs attractive enough to keep what Comp

Board member Mike Kennedy said were
“good people here in the courthouse” to
keeping elected officials’ pay in line with
those in other counties.

Compensation Board member Doreen
Cook, who throughout the meeting used
data she had accumulated, said it was
her opinion that the pay for Chickasaw
County’s elected officials was in line with
other counties. She was joined in the ranks
of dissenting votes by Randy Taylor, who
said that the sheriff needed a 10.9 percent
raise so that the county would be following
state law.

On Monday, board members did not
act on the Compensation Board’s recom-
mendation. Instead, they focused on the
valuations report.

Hackman pointed out that while there
was room to grow revenue collected from
rural property owners, “there’s also some
pretty strict guidelines on how we can use
that money.”

Currently, rural property owners pay a
levy rate of $3.31 per $1,000 valuation, and
the limit counties can collect for the RSB
fund is $3.95 per $1,000 valuation.

Hackman also pointed out that there is
“the elephant in the room,” the negotia-
tions of contracts with unions that repre-
sent the sheriff’s deputies and Secondary
Roads workers.

“That’s an important answer we don't
have right now,” he said.

Board members also seemed to agree
that any General Basic expenditures that
can be moved to General Services have to
be considered.

“I think we have to look at what can go
from GB to GS to help this budget out,”
Supervisor Steve Breitbach said.

Pressed by County Attorney David
Laudner on giving department heads a
“unifying message” during a meeting that
was held on Wednesday, after this edition
of the Tribune went to press, supervisors
never really expressed one.

But board members also said they want-
ed to still hold the meeting so that they
could express their concerns and also hear
from department heads about what wor-
ries they have as they begin preparing the
budgets they will present to the board early
in 2024.

Learn to financially analyze your livestock/farm operation in a
different way to find more profit, eliminate money pits and lower
your stress level.

“The Cattle in the Green series was developed to meet the
needs of beef operations regardless of size,” Schwab said. “This
program was designed to look at financial and business manage-
ment from a different perspective. Most beef producers view finan-
cial records as a necessity for taxes, but Cattle in the Green uses
that basic data to analyze the operation to look for and use simple
management changes for better results.”

21. All will be held from 5:30 to 8:30 p.m. at St. Paul’s Lutheran
Church, 116 E. Military Rd, Postville. Because of the evening time,
a light meal will be served.

Schwab said
couples and business partners are encouraged to attend because
gaining multiple perspectives on the cattle operation is always
more powerful when planning and making decisions.

common ground in hiring a
firm to conduct a blight assess-
ment on four county-owned
buildings — the Sheriff’s Office,
the courthouse, a portion of a
Secondary Roads building and
the old landfill building that is
located south of the Twin Ponds
Nature Center.

Hackman expressed res-
ervations about including the
landfill building, but Suckow
said that “I guess it won’t hurt,
they’re coming anyway.”

The fact that concluding
the blight assessment on the
landfill building won’t increase
the costs of the study helped
lead the board to unanimously
approve spending up to $5,000
on the study.

Hackman wanted to make
it clear that no final decisions
have been made; instead, the
blight assessment must be com-
pleted even before the county
considers using some or all of
tax-increment financing (TIF)
funds from the new Chickasaw

he finally provided it.

“I understand if we’re not
hiring paramedics or want
paramedics,” Kuhn said, “all
that were doing is limiting
the possible building potential
[of the service],” Kuhn said. “I
think we’re cutting ourselves off
at the legs.”

Still, the remaining three
supervisors — Jake Hackman,
Scott Cerwinske and Travis
Suckow — weren’t swayed.

Suckow asked if the hiring
of Streeter would cut down on
Chickasaw County EMS over-
time, but Kuhn said that was a
question for Knutson, who was
not at Monday’s meeting. And
although Breitbach pointed out
that hiring another paramedic
might cut down on the “extra
shifts” Knutson works as a para-
medic, Hackman, Cerwinske
and Suckow all voted against
the motion.

solid Union team before dropping a
dual to state powerhouse Osage — but
Thursday’s trip to Decorah was, in a
word, disappointing as the host Vikings
topped NH/TV 37-30 and Minnesota
powerhouse Kasson-Mantorville rolled
to a 65-3 victory.

“'m not going to sugar coat it,”
Paulus said about Thursday’s triangular.
“We wrestled poorly against Decorah,
and then Kasson, I'm telling you it was
kind of an eye-opener, so we had to have
a come to Jesus talk. I told our guys, ‘I
know you're working hard, but we have
to step it up.”

It took a while at the revamped South
Winneshiek tournament — one that
moved from Saturday to Friday because
of the officials’ shortage and included a
girls and junior varsity tournament —
but Paulus liked how his team rebound-
ed.

“We had lots of conversations about
who’s going to show up,” Paulus said,
“and I felt like later in the tournament,
we had a lot of guys show up and wres-
tle hard. It was a good way to end the
week.”

West Delaware won the tournament
with 236.5 points to beat runner-up
Osage, which is not at full strength yet,

Trojans welcome back injured players, geta win

Caleb Kurtenbach and Oliver
Schmitt were back out on the
court on Friday night.

That meant Turkey Valley
head boys basketball coach
John Izer could breath a little
sigh of relief — as much as one
hoops coach can while the sea-
son is in full swing.

Those additions of Trojan
starters back after injury helped
TV cruise to a 44-26 road victo-
ry over Clayton Ridge. The host
Eagles scored just two points in
the second quarter and trailed
31-14 headed into the final
period of play.

Kurtenbach rolled his ankle
in TV’s second game of the sea-
son versus South Winneshiek.
Schmitt — TV’s leading scorer
from a year ago — injured his
ankle in the next game at home
versus North Fayette Valley.

Kurtenbach hit for five points,
while Schmitt found double-fig-
ure scoring with 10 points.

Neither of the key players for TV
that returned from a short hia-
tus started, but Izer was tickled
pink to witness their return.

“It was good to see them
back,” said Izer, in his third
season at TV. “It was relaxing
getting them back in there. I
think the timing — we had to
have it and stop the bleeding.”

The win over the Eagles —
which are 1-4 overall and 0-4
in the Upper Iowa Conference
— halted a mini three-game los-
ing streak for Turkey Valley. TV
(2-3, 1-3) lost to MFL-Mar-Mac
(2-2, 1-2) on the road last week
Tuesday by a score of 88-36.

“We were short-handed and
it got away,” said Izer.

Turkey Valley came up with
16 steals against CR.

TV senior Russell Nieman
came up with 10 points and nine
rebounds versus the Eagles.
Logan Busta, a sophomore, led
TV in scoring with 12 points
and nailed two 3-pointers.

J.D. Kruse, another sopho-
more starter for Izer, paced the

Trojans against MFL with 14
points and Busta added nine
points.

Izer said the upper-eche-
lon finishers in the UIC may
take their lumps this season as
losses could pile up because of
the strength of the conference
— with several teams worthy
of being considered a league
favorite.

“It’s going to be tough as
nails. This is the one year that
three conference losses before
Christmas — you can get your-
self back in the game, I think,”
said Izer.

as their coach celebrated New
