County looks
to fill ‘gap’ in
its GB budget

Supervisors, department heads
discuss a number of options, but
little progress is made on budget

Members of the Chickasaw County Board
of Supervisors and department heads bandied
about a host of ideas during a two-hour meeting
on Tuesday morning, but save for “sharpening
their pencils” on the 2025-26 General Basic (GB)
budget, little progress was made on a substantial
gap between the fund’s projected revenues and
expenditures.

Just how large that gap is depends on a number
of factors, but County Auditor Sheila Shekleton’s
worksheet that she handed out showed that the
county has an almost $1.09 million gap between
projected expenditures and allowing it to have
an ending fund balance on June 30, 2026, that
would be 25 percent of its expenses.

Shekleton’s work sheet showed that the bud-
get requests made by county departments, along
with the consensus that supervisors reached
on funding requests from various non-profits
that serve residents, would leave the county
with an ending fund balance of $489,535. That’s
$1,086,510.50 short of the 25 percent figure that
county officials like to have so that they can cover

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Sixty-four years later,
murder of Plainfield town
marshal remains unsolved

generations, they should know
the story of Bill Meadows.”

WILLIAM LAWRENCE
Meadows was born on Oct.
3, 1924 to Dr. Lawrence and
Jeanne Meadows in Clear Lake,
Washington, and grew up in the
Seattle area where his father
had his general practice.

During World War II, he
served as a staff sergeant in
the 776 Bomb Squadron of
the Army Air Forces during
the Italian campaign and then
served his country again during
the Korean War.

In 1949, he moved to Iowa
to work on the farm belonging
to Voss’ grandfather in Bremer
County and after returning
from his service in Korea, he
became the Plainfield Police
Department’s only officer.

He served as the town’s mar-
shal mostly at night, but he
also patrolled — in his own car,
by the way — during school
dismissal times and at softball
games.

According to an article
written by Nancy Bowers in
September 2011 for the web-
site iowaunsolvedmurders.com,
then-Plainfield Mayor Edwin
Waltemate said the job was
almost a “hobby” for Meadows,
but he took his work seriously
and performed his duties with
“fairness and firmness.”

Strike recalled the story of
an eye injury suffered by Deike.
When Meadows responded to
the call, Strike said “Bill took
one look at him, put him in the
car and said we’re not going to
wait for the ambulance.” They
rushed to a nearby hospital, and
when doctors said they couldn’t
do any more for Deike, “Bill
drove him to Iowa City to make
sure he got the care he need-
ed. That’s the kind of guy he
was — always going above and
beyond.”

EARLY IN THE morning
hours of Jan. 23, 1961, the call
came into the home Meadows
shared with his aunt.

Meadows raced to town,
thinking it might just be kids
being mischievous.

When Meadows arrived at
the packing plant, he got out
of his car, and with his pistol
attached to his belt, grabbed his
sawed-off shotgun and walked
through the front door of the
burglarized business.

It would be the last steps he
would ever take. One of the two
perpetrators heard Meadows
and fired a shot.

“A few weeks before, some
kids had broken into a store
and taken some little trinkets,”
Strike said, “and I'm guessing
Bill thought it was just kids
being kids, but he walked into
the front door and they dropped
him with a high-powered rifle
right through his heart.”

Bill Meadows, a man who
served his little town in peace
as well as he served his country
during war, was 36 years old.

AT ALMOST THE same
time that Meadows was shot,
the plant’s owners, Ted and
Kenny Hartmann arrived and
parked behind the plant.

According to Bowers’ online
story, the two brothers watched
a short, stocky man run out of
the building and duck behind
a gas tank. The man fired a
shot that whizzed past Ted
Hartmann’s head before both
suspects headed north behind
the Roach Farms building,
shooting as they went.

The next morning, Plainfield
residents stood outside the
plant with its broken door and
shot-out windows and tried to
come to grips with the news
that their town marshal was
dead.

“The town misses its mar-
shal,” Mayor Waltemate said.

Donations still being

taken for memorial

Although enough money
has been raised to pay for
both the memorial bench
and a headstone for Bill
Meadows’ gravesite, dona-
tions are still being accept-
ed.

Doug Strike, the former
Chickasaw County sheriff’s
deputy who is heading up
the fundraising, said addi-
tional funds will be used
to help with possibly pur-
chasing a wreath for the
Plainfield park where the
bench will be located and
also to help with landscap-
ing and maintenance.

“We have a few extra
things that we can use,”
Strike said, “so if anyone out
there wants to help out, we'd
really appreciate it.”

It will miss him more as time
goes on.”

Sixty-four years later, Strike
said he still feels the sense of
loss Plainfield suffered that day.

“He was a solid member
of the Plainfield community,”
Strike said. “He was a scout
master, he would go into their
little general store, buy kids
candy all the time and give it to
them. He just had a knack for
dealing with people. All these
years, I've never heard anyone
who knew Bill Meadows say one
single bad word about him.”

MEADOWS IS ONE of
220 Iowa peace officers who
have died in the line of duty,
but the crime that took his life
remains unsolved to this day.

It's one reason Plainfield’s
current mayor was so support-
ive when Strike approached
him about the bench that will
be dedicated in memory of the
fallen marshal.

“I hope, more than anything,
that this will lead to a break
in the case,” said Geise, who
said each year the Plainfield
City Council declares a “Bill
Meadows Day” on the anniver-
sary of the marshal’s death. “He
deserves to be remembered and
his family, I hope, can find some
resolution.

“I know it’s been a long time,
but someone, I really believe,
knows something that could
help solve this case.”

ON SATURDAY, MAY
10, the memorial bench will
be dedicated at the park that is
located just off the intersection
of Highway 188 and Plainfield’s
Main Street.

Strike said that he appreci-
ates both the donors and the
work the city of Plainfield has
put into making the dream of
memorializing Bill Meadows a
reality.

“We’ve  had phenome-
nal response,” the retired law
enforcement officer said, “and
although it’s obviously a sad
chapter, it’s part of Plainfield’s
history. We're hoping for a nice
crowd to honor the memory of
Bill.”

Following the ceremony, a
reception with refreshments
will be held at the Plainfield
Public Library, and if all goes
well, the fallen town marshal’s
family will be represented at the
ceremony.

“We looked and looked and
looked for family,” Strike said,
“and we finally found a neph-
ew — he’s 82 — in the Seattle
area. And he remembers Bill
very well and told us he’s so
touched that we still remember
his uncle.”

Strike paused for a moment.

“And he deserves to be.”

Police chief says new K9 will have ‘more capabilities’

After Fisher, whose term runs until the
end of this year, resigned, city leaders had
two options — call for a special election
or file a “notice of intent to appoint” her
replacement — and they chose the latter.

“I'm excited to be a part of the council,
and my goals are just to do my best for
our city and the people who live here,”
Schwickerath said. “It, in my opinion, is a
great way to give back to a great commu-
nity.”

Schwickerath said that she agreed with
the council’s decision to appoint, in large
part because of the cost of a special election
that could approach $2,000. Voters, how-
ever, do have 14 days from her appoint-
ment to file a petition calling for a special
election.

“I'm ready to go to work and do what’s
best for New Hampton,” she said.

And she and her fellow council mem-
bers did just that on Monday during a
meeting in which Rosendahl and the Police
Department dominated the agenda.

The police chief presented both the
expenses and a list of grants and donations
that would allow the department to bring
a K9 to the force without using taxpayer
funds for the start-up costs.

Rosendahl said that the department
has received $30,000 in what he called
“secured funding” and said that there was

another $4,000 donation from Croell Inc.
that he termed “unsecured funding.”

“Basically, they told me when we need
the money,” Rosendahl said, “to come out
and see them and they'd write a check.”

The start-up costs include $12,500 for
the purchase of a K9 dog and $11,000 for
the cost of training both the K9 and the
handler. Rosendahl estimated that $1,500
would be needed for training equipment,
$1,200 for food per year and $9,511.53 to
outfit a current department vehicle to serve
as a K9 vehicle.

Councilwoman Mindy Humpal said she
just wanted to make sure that the city
wasn’t “duplicating services” because the
Chickasaw County Sheriff’s Office already
has a K9 unit.

“The county does currently have a K9.
Theirs is a single-purpose K9, which is
narcotics only,” Rosendahl said. “This K9
is going to be dual purpose, which means
it’s going to be for narcotics but it’s also
going to be for apprehension-slash-bite
and search and rescue. So this K9 has more
capabilities than the K9 the county current-
ly has.”

He also pointed out that just because the
county has a K9 unit, that doesn’t mean
New Hampton always has access to it.

Rosendahl said that Officer Darby Stone
is “very much interested in the K9” and will
in all likelihood serve as the NHPD’s K9
handler.

The chief said he believes that having a
search-and-rescue dog will also be a plus.

“So if your 3-year-old wanders outside
and takes off in the park,” he said, “and
goes into the cornfield when the corn’s up,
that dog by rights should be able to sniff an
article of clothing of that child and track it.”

Council members eventually voted unan-
imously to approve the program, which
Rosendahl hopes to have up and running
by August.

The council also agreed to take part in the
Kawasaki Loan Program with Bodensteiner
Motorsports that will give the department a
side-by-side vehicle.

Rosendahl said that his predecessor,
Tim Pederson, had pursued grants to pur-
chase a side-by-side for the department.
When Rosendahl took over as police chief
last summer, “I understood the benefits
but when I looked at or our equipment, I
thought the need for it wasn’t as great as in
other areas.”

But the loan program interested him and
that it could be useful along trails and in
city parks, as well as during public events
like parades.

“It’s a good deal for us,” he said. “We
have a place to park it, and I think, getting
it at no cost besides the insurance and
maintenance, is worth it.”

The council agreed and entered into the
agreement with Bodensteiner Motorsports.

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Once you retire, you’ll like-
ly need to draw on a variety of
financial sources — and one of
the most important ones may
be your 401(k). And for 2025,
you can put even more money
into your plan than ever.

You can invest in your
401(k) in one of two ways,
depending on your employer’s
plan. With a traditional 401(k),
you contribute pre-tax dollars,
which can lower your taxable
income, and your money can
grow tax deferred. If you have
a Roth 401(k) option, you can
contribute after-tax dollars,
which aren’t deductible, but
your eventual withdrawals will
be tax-free if you’ve had your
account at least five years and
you’re at least 591/2.

For either a traditional or

And under
the SECURE 2.0 legislation, if
you are between 60 and 63, you
have a higher catch-up contri-
bution — $11,250, instead of
$7.500, for a total of $34,750.

If you can afford to con-
tribute the full amount to your
401(k) or similar plan, con-
sider doing so. Of course, not
everyone is in that position.

do on 25-26 budget

costs for the first three months of the fol-
lowing fiscal year before property taxes
begin to flow into the county coffers.

“You need to be able to pay the bills
those first three months,” Board of
Supervisors Chairman Jake Hackman
said. “There’s no other way around it.”

The issue is this: State law will not
allow the county to raise its current GB
tax-levy rate of $3.50 per $1,000 valua-
tion, which is charged to all properties
— both urban and rural — in the county.

The good news, if you want to call it
that, is that the county’s valuations did
not increase enough this year to trigger
a part of a House File 718 that requires
counties to actually lower their tax levy
rates when valuations increase.

But that $1.09 million gap might
actually not be that high; after all
Shekleton said that she is hoping to be
able to transfer $300,000 from General
Supplemental (GS) back to GB and the
county is not sure just how much its
ending GB fund balance will be on June
30 when the 2024-25 fiscal year comes
to an end.

County Attorney David Laudner was
one of several department heads and
supervisors who said the county is deal-
ing with issues created by the state.

He said the question needs to be
posed to state lawmakers that with “your
health insurance going up, with your
property insurance going up, with the
price of eggs and gas and everything
else, are you able to operate your own
personal budget on 3.11 percent more of
what you did last year? And I'll bet 100
representatives and 50 senators would
say no so why should the county be
expected to be the same? ...

“So to me, the answer is they don’t
want us to, they don’t want us to do that.
They want structural change. That to me
is the message.”

Supervisors and department heads
discussed a number of ideas to reduce
expenditures or raise revenues.

Hackman, as he has done in the past,
said it might be time for the county to

sell a building and consolidate office
space and even broached the idea of
selling farmland that the county owns
and rents.

Others questioned the county com-
mitting more than $93,500 of General
Basic to a variety of non-profit organi-
zations.

But they also discussed the issues of
staffing, holding county departments to
a 0 percent increase in their budgets for
the upcoming year and a possible wage
and hiring freeze.

Hackman pointed out that while
supervisors control the so-called “bot-
tom line,” autonomous boards and
department heads will often cut supplies
before people.

“If T have a choice between putting
rock on the driveways or whatever ver-
sus being able to help support one of my
staff,” Chickasaw County Conservation
Board Director Chad Humpal said,
“yeah, they’re going to get a paycheck.”

Hackman’s reply was quick.

“When is property tax not going to be
able to afford that labor,” Hackman said,
“I think we’re almost there.”

Supervisor Steve Breitbach said that
county leaders have little choice when
it comes to GB and GS. The latter saw a
67 percent increase in tax-asking a year
ago.

“I think we put everything in GS that
we can put in GS, so to me, we have to

have cuts,” Breitbach said. “People don’t
want to hear that, but we don’t have no
other options.”

Cutting employees, County Treasurer
Matt Ysbrand said, might affect the rev-
enue his department receives.

“The state’s giving us over $100,000
extra in revenue with the mandate that
we improve, maintain motor vehicle
services,” he said. “By me cutting an
employee bringing in $100,000 extra
in revenue, is that going to maintain or
improve motor vehicle services?”

Yet, Ysbrand said if the county does
reduce the number of positions, it must
think outside the box when it comes to
those who remain.

“I think part of it is you can cut an
employee here and there,” he said, “but
sometimes I feel like if you reduce the
number of employees and pay the exist-
ing employees better, you probably have
a leaner, more efficient workforce and
then you'’re saving on insurance, IPERs
and those sort of things.

“Honestly, we’re competing with
McDonald’s, Kwik Star, Casey’s. I can’t
compete with the office positions at cor-
porations in town.”

Sheriff Ryan Shawver, who has the
largest budget in GB, said he would
have to reduce the number of employ-
ees in his office if supervisors man-
dated departments receive no funding
increase in 2025-26.

“If you give me the same budget that
I have this year for next year,” Shawver
said, “I have to cut staff. There’s no way
around it, zero. ... I hate to say it because
it’s going to get back to my staff, but
I've got to have sworn [officers]. I've
got to have people answer the phone.
They are the lifeblood of that office is
my dispatching staff, but I have to have
uniforms out there on the road.”

The discussion also touched on the
other fund — Rural Services Basic (RSB)
— controls.

Shawver last month asked supervi-
sors to allow him to hire an additional
deputy in the upcoming budget, and
Cerwinske said he’'d support that pro-
posal if RSB was used to pay for the new
position.

“I'd be in favor of another deputy
if RSB pays for it,” Cerwinske said. “I
live in a community that doesn’t have
a police department, and I know what’s
happened in the last 15, 20 years with
police departments going away from
communities.”

In the end, though, board members
didn’t take any action on any of the
ideas discussed but, as Hackman put
it, asked department heads to “sharpen
their pencils” and see what they could
cut out of the budgets they submitted to
the board in January.

In other words, this is a story that will
be continued.

Home Care administrator Lisa
Welter, “and they will also go
over risk factor information for
our county.

The meeting is open to any
local residents, public health
officials, community leaders,
and policy makers to attend and
participate in the discussion.

separate the best regular season teams
in the qualifying round for state. Third-
ranked Charles City will be one of the
eight host sites at Comet Bowl.

The only other viable options in
terms of location for northern school
qualifiers were located in Maquoketa —
where New Hampton competed at the
qualifier in the first year of its program
— and Camanche, which resides in
eastern Iowa right on the Mississippi
River. Fort Dodge St. Edmond also
hosts a qualifier.

Asked what the best alternative to
the Charles City site was and New
Hampton head coach Andy Aries had
this to say. “Nowhere. Everything else
was three hours away,” said Aries. “It
is what it is.”

Despite not having to duke it out
with Charles City and Maquoketa, that
doesn’t mean there still won’t be quali-
ty competition that New Hampton will
have to get past in order to qualify at
team state for the first time in school
history. The Chickasaws sent individ-

ual state qualifier Jamison Porath to
the state meet last year at Cadillac XBC
(Xtreme Bowling Center).

The Hawks are listed as the
11th-best team for match average and
another school at New Hampton’s dis-
trict - MMCRU - is 12th in Class 1A.

“I didn’t think we’d be at Charles
City. I was kind of hoping we might
be,” said Aries. “The task at hand right
now is focusing on the conference
baker’s tournament on Wednesday.
Then it’s really starting to get down to
the nitty-gritty — working on getting
prepped for state qualifying.”

New Hampton picked up wins num-
ber seven and eight this year at home
on Tuesday of last week versus North
Fayette Valley and Friday on Senior
Night against Forest City.

While the Chickasaws continued
its string of eight-consecutive match-
es with a score of 3,000 and above,
Aries was not satisfied with the overall
scores from his talented group.

“I was pleased we won and all of
that stuff, but the scores could have
been better,” said Aries. “It’s just one

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of those things.”

NH topped NFV 3,119 to 2,462
and turned back Forest City, 3,032 to
2,811.

“Again, I was pleased that we got the
victory, but I was more upset with how
we shot in bakers,” said Aries about
the match versus Forest City. “The
bakers were very, very down.”

Porath, who celebrated his 18th
birthday last Friday, led the Chickasaw
charge in the last two matches with a
496 series against NFV and a 474 tally
versus Forest City.

Aries said New Hampton — 3-2 in
the West Division of the North Central
Conference — actually lost the baker
round to the visiting Indians, 932-920.

“To me it shows that we really have
some work to do. Granted, we’ve shot
really well throughout the whole year
for the most part. I understand every-
body has their bad days. We need to
pick that up a little bit and make sure
we’re on our “A” game the rest of the
season,” said Aries.

The Chickasaw girls team — 1-9
overall and 0-5 in league play — came

within 49 pins of earning their sec-
ond win of the season versus Forest
City. The Indians topped NH, 1,789 to
1,740. NFV defeated New Hampton,
2,294 to 1,525.

New Hampton broke four school
records in the loss versus Forest City —
individual first round total, high baker
game (148), high baker series and
overall match total (1,740).

NH senior Zoey Dreckman was the
Chickasaws’ top shot versus NFV with
a 272 series and she also led New
Hampton against Forest City with a
series total of 256.

“The girls bowled outstanding
against Forest City. They had a chance
to pull it off in bakers even though they
were down by quite a few going in,”
said Aries.

New Hampton bowled on
Wednesday at Cadillac XBC (Xtreme
Bowling Center) in the North Central
Conference — East and West Divisions
included — baker tournament.

The Chickasaws’ regular season
finale is slated for Friday, Feb. 14 at
home versus Waverly-Shell Rock.

The girls will compete in Class 1A
regionals a day before the boys on
Monday, Feb. 17 at Comet Bowl in
Charles City.

New Hampton was led by the
trio of Reid Rausch, Ewert and
Rochford, who scored 13 points
apiece.

TV eyeing home district game

Hot and cold.

Consistency has been a prob-
lem for the Turkey Valley boys
hoops squad this winter.

That’s why with two games
left in the regular season after
the Trojans’ rivalry game at
South Winneshiek this past
Tuesday, head coach John Izer
wants his team to play with
more consistency. That includes
boxing out on rebounds and
limiting turnovers.

“I tell everybody we’re either
here or we're here — we’re not in
the middle,” said Izer. “We just
can’t get the middle. We either
play well or we don’t.”

That up-and-down inconsis-
tent play each game couldn’t
have been more evident in a
road loss at Crestwood, 80-48,
back on Monday, Jan. 27.

“We tripped over our own
feet up at Cresco,” said Izer.

TV (8-11, 5-8), currently in
fifth place in the Upper Iowa
Conference, turned around and
topped Clayton Ridge (3-15,
2-11) on the road Friday by a
score of 61-52.

“Down at Guttenberg last
Friday that was a nice win for us
on the road,” said Izer. “I don’t
care what their record is, that’s
a hard place to win.”

TV junior forward Logan
Busta — who leads the team
in scoring with a 15.4 points-

per-game average — came up
large in the win over CR with
24 points on 8-15 shooting. He
also grabbed eight rebounds
and drilled 6-9 from beyond the
3-point arc.

Trojan sophomore guard
Cale Langreck netted a career
high 17 points versus the Eagles
and connected on three shots
from 3-point land.

Busta is the ninth-best scorer
in the UIC and tied for fourth
in steals (2.7 spg) with South
Winn’s Braiden Todd. Busta
was limited to just nine points
in the Crestwood game.

Turkey Valley junior forward
J.D. Kruse — the league’s sec-
ond-best rebounder (8.4 rpg)
— managed 13 boards against
Clayton Ridge. He also scored
10 points. Kruse hit for 10
points and came up with seven
rebounds in the Crestwood loss.

The task at hand now for TV
is to snare a potential home
postseason game. The Trojans
host West Central (1-19,
0-13) on Friday and enter-
tain Postville (5-13, 4-10) in
Jackson Junction this coming
Tuesday in the regular season
finale.

In order to play a district
game in Class 1A on the Trojans’
home floor, it would take three
wins to end the regular season
according to Izer — including
that South Winn (14-5, 8-4)
game.

“We have to sweep and then

we’ve probably got a 50/50
chance,” said Izer. “We can still
reach a goal that we had. Have
we turned that corner? No. We
just gotta sweep out here.”

Dreckman s1gns W1th NIACC

Zoey Dreckman’s running
career is an amazing story.

She’s come a long way in the
sport of cross country — from
running towards the back of
the pack in high school to now
joining the ranks of a college
program.

Dreckman’s inspiring ascent
to her now chosen path is clear-
ly a testament to believing in
one’s self and never surrender-
ing to achieve a desired out-
come.

The New Hampton senior’s
march toward personal goals
and fulfilling a lifelong dream
came to fruition last Wednesday
afternoon after she signed on to
compete for the NIACC Trojans’
cross country program.

There probably came a
moment when Dreckman lit-
erally had to pinch herself to
make sure she wasn’t dreaming,
because even considering run-
ning on the next level at college
when she was first introduced
to the sport of cross country as
a middle-schooler would have
been a far-fetched idea back
then as a seventh-grader.

It’s areality now as Dreckman
will run with the Trojans and
head coach Steven Story this
fall.

“I definitely didn’t think
today would have ever been
possible running in college,”
said Dreckman. “I always want-
ed to, but my times were just
never what I wanted them to be
or what you need them to be in
college until this last year.”

Dreckman isn’t the fastest
harrier out on the course, but
through hard work, dedication
and commitment the current
Chickasaw bowler will do some-
thing a lot of prep athletes don’t
do and that’s take her talent to
the next level.

“I think the decision came
along just wanting to continue
running because of the love I
found with it as “Quass” as my
coach and just falling in love
with the sport with my team-
mates,” said Dreckman.

Dreckman ran a 23:42 in her
last high school cross country
meet at the Class 2A qualifi-
er held at Hickory Grove Golf
Course in Oelwein. That’s also

the same course where a light
bulb came on for Dreckman
and she realized running near
the front of the pack was attain-
able. That turning point came
in last fall’s season opener in
Oelwein, where she dipped
below 30 minutes in a 5K race
for only the third time in her
career with a clip of 28:21.

Dreckman credited her head
coach Jamie “Quass” Ohrt and
her teammates for helping her
drop times and making the spe-
cial signing day possible.

“I definitely wouldn’t be
here today without them,” said
Dreckman about her fellow
Chickasaw runners. “My team-
mates mean a lot to me — some
of the closest friendships I've
ever gotten throughout high
school. I came out of my shell a
lot after running cross country,
just having them with me.”

She mentioned the encour-
agement she received from one
particular teammate — soph-
omore Sophie Glaser, a two-
time state qualifier in XC for the
Chickasaws.

“Sophie would always come
to me and say ‘youre kickin’
butt this year,” said Dreckman.
“So I'm doing something right
— people are noticing it.”

Dreckman placed 22nd at the
NEIC meet with a 23:16 clip

and was the second Chickasaw
girls runner to cross the finish
line behind Glaser.

“She did it. She put the
hard work in, not me,” said
Ohrt. “This year she was voted
most improved runner for the
females. She went from running
30’s to 23’s in a year. That’s
pretty significant and speaks
volumes for her.”

Ohrt ran XC collegiately for
Elmhurst University in Illinois.
She talked about Dreckman
climbing the ladder in her quest
to become the best she can pos-
sibly be for her new team — the
blue-and-yellow clad Trojans.

“She doesn’t quit,” said Ohrt,
who will begin her 12th season
as NH XC coach this season
at New Hampton. “She’s good
at prioritizing her time and I
know she’ll be a great student
athlete.”

Dreckman will major in nurs-
ing at NIACC. She talked about
her initial impression with the
NIACC coaches, athletes and
campus, which is located in
nearby Mason City.

“Knowing I'm going to have
a good, supportive community
at NTACC after visiting campus
and getting to know some of the
girls, I just knew it was probably
going to be a good fit for me,”
said Dreckman.

knows he still has a long way to
go but he's put himself in a good
position here where I think he
could really have a good post-
season."

Shekleton said that when the
2023-24 season ended, he knew
he couldn't rest on his laurels.

"I think just putting in the
time and working harder," he
said on the jump he's made on
the mat this winter. "I mean I
was happy making state and
everything last year, but I knew
I couldn’t stand still, either."

And he said the scoring
changes that now give high
school wrestlers three points
per takedown helped, too.

"I do like it because I'm bet-
ter on my feet than on top," he
said Saturday after running his
record to 31-7. "Not that I'm
not going to work on that, but
three points a takedown, that's
a good deal for me and the way
I like to wrestle."

The Chickasaws had five
wrestlers — Carter Cajthaml
(132), Jayden Bucknell (144),
Tate Schwickerath (157), Chase
Humpal (165) and Lohen Tank
(175) — finish as NEIC run-
ners-up, and Cajthaml may
have wrestled the premier
match of the day.

In the final round, he took
on Decorah's Mason Avila, a
state tournament veteran who
has missed most of this sea-
son because of an injury. Avila
got a first-period takedown but
Cajthaml quickly got an escape
and then cut the deficit to 3-2
with a quick escape in second
period.

But he couldn't get a take-
down in either the second peri-
od or after Avila got an escape
early in the third period and fell
to 43-6.

"Obviously, he wanted to win
this thing, but he'll build on it,
he'll learn from it, and that's a
good match for him," Paulus
said.

And while finishing third
is not in the NH/TV's coach's
DNA, he found positives in the
NEIC finish.

"I'd say overall we're improv-
ing, which is what we need to
do," Paulus said. "That's our
goal every time we step out
there. We're improving, but
we're just not at the spot we
want to be at yet so now we
have a few weeks to figure it
out."

NH/TV found out last week
that it had not qualified for the
Class 2A regional duals, which
were held on Tuesday, but the
Chickasaws will get one more
chance to compete before host-
ing the district tournament a
week from Saturday.

That's because NH/TV will
travel to Cresco on Saturday
to make up a dual against
Crestwood that was postponed
back in December because of
weather issues.

"It's hard to make up for
experience by just practicing,”

Paulus said. "It takes time,
we're making it the best we can
and guys are learning but there
are a lot of hard lessons."

Still, he left Charles City last
Saturday believing his team was
on the right track.

"It was good to see these guys
come in and battle hard and get
some wins," Paulus said. “We
had some guys who beat some
guys that they lost to early in
the year. That's important. You
have to show improvement and
they're showing that but it's a
slow process."

Trojan girls remain in UIC title hunt

Turkey Valley bounces back from one-point non-league loss to rout Clayton Ridge

When Friday rolls around,
the Turkey Valley Trojans may
well turn into Kee High Hawk
fans — at least for one night.

The Trojans and head coach
Steve Hoffert remained in con-
tention and are still alive for an
Upper Iowa Conference crown
but they’re going to need a little
help from those Hawks.

Turkey Valley (13-5, 12-2)
held Clayton Ridge to five sec-
ond-half points — zero in the
fourth quarter — en route to a
46-14 lockdown of the Eagles
on the road in Guttenberg last
Friday.

“I thought our defense was
really good again tonight. We
continue to play really good
team defense. It took us a while
to get going offensively. We
were finally able to penetrate
their 1-2-2 zone in the second
quarter,” said Hoffert.

With the win, Turkey Valley
now sits at 13-5 overall and
12-2 in the league. The Trojans
played South Winneshiek (8-11,
7-7) in Calmar on Tuesday and
finish the conference portion
of their season at home ver-
sus three-win West Central on
Friday. The regular season fina-
le is a makeup date with Jesup
(14-3) at home on Monday,
Feb. 10.

With that 12-2 league mark,
TV remains a game back of
conference front-runner MFL
MarMac (13-7, 13-1), who
split the season series with the
Trojans. Each team won a game
on the other’s home floor. The
Bulldogs played West Central
(3-16, 2-12) this past Tuesday
and conclude the regular season
at third-place Kee (13-6, 11-3).

TV junior Addison Steinlage
paced the Trojans with 14
points against the host Eagles.
She was 6-15 shooting and
came up with four steals.

Steinlage led all scorers with
20 points in a 43-42 loss at
home versus Crestwood (11-7)
on Monday, Jan. 27. Steinlage
converted five buckets out of
11 attempts and grabbed seven
rebounds. She nailed four
3-pointers in six tries.

Trojan sophomore forward
Bella Stika scored eight points
and snared 13 rebounds in the
close loss to Crestwood. She also

scored eight points and came
up with 11 rebounds against
Clayton Ridge (6-13, 3-10).

Hoffert, in his third season as
head coach at TV, talked about
the narrow defeat at the hands
of the Cadets.

“We had our chances late but
just couldn’t get the ball to go
into the hole. These girls never
give up, they just keep fighting,”
said Hoffert.

Jesup will be a challenge for
the Trojans as they are the cur-
rent leaders of the North Iowa
Cedar League’s East division
with a 7-0 conference mark.
The J-Hawks have won nine
games in a row. The game
against Jesup was a resched-
uled game that was postponed
from Dec. 14.

Turkey Valley’s pressure
defense is its bread and butter
this winter as it leads the UIC in
points allowed (32.3). TV is also
second in league points scored
(52.2) and leads the entire con-
ference in point differential
(19.9).

Stika leads the UIC in
rebounds per game (13.1) and
Steinlage is the conference’s
fourth-best scorer (13.4 ppg).

Trojan sophomore center
Ellaney Bodensteiner is the
top free-throw shooter in the
UIC with an almost 77 percent
shooting clip. She’s 30-39 at the
charity stripe this winter.

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New Hampton state quahﬁer finds revenge ‘is really sweet’

Coralville — where the state girls wres-
tling meet will be held this week —
might want to prepare for some future
motel reservations because if the state
qualifier was any indication, there’s
going to be several more Chickasaws
that could potentially break on through
out of their brackets and vault them-
selves into the state meet.

For the second-consecutive season
NH/TV qualified two wrestlers that
will strap on their head-gear and bat-
tle against the state’s best when the
biggest end-of-the-season meet gets
underway for the small-school class at
4:30 p.m. today (Thursday) at Xtream
Arena in Coralville.

It's just too bad that more
Chickasaws won’t join Trende and
sixth-ranked 130-pound sophomore
Sophie Glaser down in Coralville to
wrestle for state titles.

Glaser (39-10) ripped through her
bracket as the No. 1 seed and will make
a return trip back to Coralville after
qualifying last year as a freshman. The
Chickasaw multiple-sport star, who
has also qualified for the state meet
twice in cross country, spoke frankly
and was open and honest about not
having her friends join her out on
the mat with a chance to bring home
medals.

“There’s nothing good about being
a lone rider. I don’t like it. I don’t
want to do it,” said Glaser. “It’s just
better as a team. I really wanted Kelly
(Throndson) to go. I think everybody
felt that. I wanted everybody to go.”

Glaser engineered pins over
Charlotte Koether (29-18) of MFL
MarMac in 2:40 and advanced to
the finals with a quick fall a minute
into her semifinal match over Bristol
Parker (26-19) of Decorah. Glaser
earned the gold medal by fall in her
finals match in 4:37 over fifth-rated
Isabel Christensen (27-10) of Sumner-
Fredericksburg.

“This is regionals and you got the
one seed — it’s a one match at a time
mentality,” said NH/TV head coach
Caleb Ciavarelli. “I tell you what, when
her attacks are on, which they were,
she is tough to handle.”

Throndson — a state qualifier like
Glaser last winter as a sophomore —
came within a heartbeat of making
it back-to-back state meets in one of
the regionals most thrilling matches
of the night in another wrestleback.
Throndson — ranked ninth — wrestled
for a true-second place at 140 pounds
and for the right to compete at state.
She ended up losing a 5-4 heartbreak-
er in the second-place match via a stall
call with 13 seconds left in the ultimate
tiebreaker period against Osage junior
Kaylie Havig (34-18).

The match was controversial to say
the least and drew the biggest roars of
the night from the partisan green-and-
white clad Green Devils — who hosted
the tournament and won it by sending
six Osage wrestlers to state.

Throndson hit a takedown for a
3-0 lead just underneath a minute left
in the first period against Havig. She
worked an escape for a 4-0 lead with
1:49 left in the second period, but
Havig came up huge with a takedown
with 10 seconds left in the period.
Throndson, up 4-3 headed into the
final period, was warned for stalling
with 1:13 and a point for that same
infraction was given to Havig with just
11 seconds left in the match.

Tied at 4-4, the match went into
a one-minute overtime period called
sudden victory, where the first wrestler
to score points wins the match. The
match remained at 4-4 after sudden

victory and then the two wrestlers
competed in two 30-second overtime
periods where again no one scored.
After the third overtime session and
what is called the ultimate tiebreak-
er (essentially the fourth OT period),
Havig won on a stalling call made
against Throndson near the edge of the
match with 13 seconds remaining for
the 5-4 win.

“She was riding us. The refs called
two stall calls.

“Did she make mistakes? Absolutely,
but she wrestled through ’em and still
pulled it out,” said Ciavarelli.

Trende worked her magic in the
blood round after overcoming a stun-
ning pin in her first match of the
day versus Montana Wilson (21-19) of
Emmetsburg in just 52 seconds. She
regrouped in the consolation round to
pick up two pins on the backside with
a late fall over Emma Schippers (37-9)
of Osage in 5:51.

“We knew right away — we lost that
first match for whatever reason. I'm
not 100 percent sure what happened,
but after that I looked at it and I really
thought if we give ourselves a chance,
there’s no reason that we can’t beat
these girls,” said Ciavarelli. “That’s
exactly what she did. She listened and
took my advice and got into good posi-
tions and she wrestled her positions.
And that’s a lot of it — you just gotta
stay in your positions.”

Trende’s biggest match came
against eighth-ranked Lippe - an
opponent that had defeated her, 5-3,
just a week earlier at the Chickasaws’
Senior Night league dual.

Not this time around as the
11th-ranked Trende worked a late
first-period takedown and controlled
the match for the most part with a 3-1
win.

“Revenge is really sweet. I'll be
wrestling at state as a 14-year-old,
which is pretty cool,” said Trende. “I

just knew from the start

I could get her.”
Trende, who has been
wrestling since mid-

dle school, talked about
what enabled her to
punch her ticket to state.

“The heart, commit-
ment. I have a lot of
people on the sidelines
always cheering for me,”
said Trende.

Glaser (39-10), seed-
ed sixth, takes on No.
12 Saydel sophomore
Haylee Sherman (33-
9) in her first match.
The winner takes on
MFL’s Koether or sec-
ond-ranked Jillian
Worthen (20-0) of
Union, LaPorte City.

Glaser is going into
her second state meet
with an open mind. The
determined Chickasaw’s
approach will be busi-
ness-like, but at the same
time relaxed and loose.

The win-
ner of that bout advances on to the
quarterfinals and squares off against
second-ranked Jocelyn Buffum (36-
6) of Missouri Valley or No. 15 seed
Lainee Waggener (16-15) of Center
Point-Urbana.

NH/TV freshman 125-pound-
er Harper Humpal (27-12) won her
third-place match by fall over Sumner-
Fred’s Ella Pitz (26-17) in 3:18.
Humpal did not get the opportunity
to wrestle again for the chance at state
in a wrestleback as the second-place
finisher — fourth-ranked MacKenzie
Bachman (33-7) of MFL MarMac —
had already defeated her by fall (0:18)
in the semifinal round. Humpal wres-
tled to a record of 4-2 at the regional.

“What we did today was we came
out and competed,” said Ciavarelli.
“Every single girl on our team went out
and competed and gave it their best.
They put themselves in good oppor-
tunities and that’s a tough regional
for ya.”

The Chickasaws’ Drey O’Brien (29-
20)— one of six freshmen on NH/TV’s
roster — placed fourth at 110 pounds.
She came up with wins over Gracey
May of Humboldt (11-8 decision) and
Laylah Ingledue of Lake Mills (pin in
2:55).

NH/TV sophomore Taelynn Bass

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New Hampton boys
start fast but can’t
finish off South Winn

Despite frustrating non-conference defeat,
Chickasaw boys coach lauds team’s seniors

In a season full of losses, the
one suffered Monday night by
the New Hampton boys basket-
ball team might have been the
most painful.

It was Senior Night, the
Chickasaws got off to a
fast-and-furious start and New
Hampton had appeared to sur-
vive an undermanned South
Winneshiek’s squad best shot
and taken a 38-33 halftime lead
when Caden Rochford hit a
buzzer-beating 3-pointer.

But the second half belonged
to the Warriors as they rallied
for a 67-60 non-conference
victory and extended New
Hampton’s losing streak to
three as it dropped to 3-15.

“We've just got to battle and
we got to finish and we got to be
better and we got to make more
shots,” New Hampton coach
Ryan Rausch said. “I'm tired
of saying all that stuff, because
at some point, you just have go
win games. ... We were right
there, just couldn’t quite finish.”

The loss to South Winneshiek
came on the heels of a blowout
defeat to North Fayette Valley
on Thursday and a competitive
NEIC setback against Charles
City on Friday.

For a while Monday, it
looked like New Hampton was
going to run and hide from the
Warriors, who were missing two
double-digit scorers in Matson
Winings and Carson Streeter.

The Chickasaws raced out to
a 19-4 lead as five different play-
ers — Adam Ewert, Rochford,
Reid Rausch, Braxton Bundy
and Kye Rausch — scored in the
game’s first five minutes.

A Reid Rausch 3-pointer to
start the second quarter gave
New Hampton a 28-13 lead,
but South Winneshiek found its
footing and reeled off an 18-5
run to cut the deficit to 33-31.

However, a pretty pass from
Ewert led to a Rochford layup
and then the latter just beat the
horn to send the Chickasaws
into the break up seven.

“We went out and execut-
ed,” Ryan Rausch said. “We
looked really good, confident,
hit shots, got stops, didn’t give
up open looks, rebounded the
basketball. We just did every-
thing you’re supposed to do
when you're playing well. We
didn’t panic when they came
back, and I felt like we had all
the momentum going into the
locker room.”

And when Reid Rausch hit
a 3-pointer to open the third

quarter, it looked like the
Chickasaws were on their way
to their fourth win of the sea-
son.

But after a Bundy assist led
to a Reid Rausch layup to put
New Hampton up 45-38 mid-
way through the third quarter,
the Warriors clawed their way
back into the game with a 12-6
run that had New Hampton
clinging to a one-point advan-
tage, 51-50, heading into the
final period.

South Winn scored the quar-
ter’s first six points, but New
Hampton found life when Kye
Rausch drew a charge with
4:36 left. Sixteen seconds later,
Carson Laures scored New
Hampton’s first basket of the
fourth quarter to cut the deficit
to 56-53.

A Bundy 3-pointer a min-
ute later made it 58-56, but it
was as close as New Hampton
would get as South Winneshiek

Chickasaw girls heating up at right time

New Hampton follows up rout of North Fayette Valley with a win against another future conference opponent

It was just a couple of min-
utes in a 32-minute game, but
it showed just how far the New
Hampton girls basketball team
has come in the 2024-25 sea-
son.

There were the Chickasaws,
completely shutting down
South Winneshiek’s possession
on Monday night to force a shot
clock violation. And there were
Chickasaws hitting the floor to
come up with steals that led to
two Ava Leichtman fast-break
baskets.

And when it was all said and
done, New Hampton had some-
thing it hasn’t had in two years
— a winning steak.

After blowing out North
Fayette Valley 66-46 on
Thursday night, New Hampton
won its second straight game
with a gritty, grind-it-out 61-45
victory over South Winneshiek
on Monday. It marked the first
time the Chickasaws had won
two-straight basketball games
when they beat Central Springs
and Charles City on back-to-
back nights in early February
2023.

On Monday night, it was the
defense that rose to the occa-
sion.

“We said before the game the
offense we’re going to run is our
defense,” New Hampton coach
David Leichtman said after his
team improved to 4-13 with

the win over the Warriors. “We
talked about defense is going
to lead us to what we want to
do on the offensive end, and
the girls all bought in. They
laid their bodies out on the line
— jump balls, tie ups, blocks,
rebounds. They were just flying
tonight.”

Not that the offense was bad,
either; after all, if you score 61
points in high school girls bas-
ketball, you, as Leichtman said,
“have a decent shot of winning.”

It marked the second straight
game in which New Hampton
lit up the scoreboard.

“I think we’re just final-
ly playing with confidence
for a whole game,” said Ava
Leichtman after she scored 23
points in the win over South
Winneshiek. “I think we just got
tired of playing like one good
quarter and then losing games.
We're just determined to end
strong.”

Take that North Fayette
Valley game, as an example.

The Chickasaws roared out
to a 20-4 first quarter lead and
never looked back.

Contrast that to games last
month — like one against
Waukon for one and one against
Waterloo Columbus for anoth-
er. In both those games, New
Hampton jumped out to big
first quarter advantages only to
see those leads slip away over
the next three quarters.

“I have to only point to con-
fidence,” coach Leichtman said.

Shekleton wins title
in final NEIC tourney

Don't get Jax Shekleton
wrong, winning an individual
title at the final Northeast Iowa
Conference tournament was
cool, but he has bigger fish to
fry.

"This is a pretty big deal," the
New Hampton/Turkey Valley
sophomore said after claiming
the 150-pound crown Saturday,
"but you're going to get right
back tomorrow because every-
one starts fresh on Monday. It
means a lot, but it's just one
more step."

Shekleton was the lone
Chickasaw to claim a title at the
round-robin, five-team tourna-
ment as New Hampton/Turkey
Valley finished smack dab in
the middle of the points race.
