New Hampton Superintendent Jay
Jurrens knows that school district
property owners may experience a lit-
tle “sticker shock” when they check out
the legal max levy notification that is in
this week’s Tribune.

But during both an interview

Board that evening, New Hampton’s
top school administrator said a num-

ber of factors are at work when it
comes to the district’s 2025-26 budget.

“There is a jump, there’s no doubt
about that,” he said about the pro-
posed tax-levy rate. “There’s a lot of
moving parts here right now, but I can
say traditionally, our final rate is less
than what we publish and we do that
because once you publish, you can’t go
up, you have to go down.”

The published tax-levy rate is
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$12.0210 per
$1,000 valua-
tion, up 6.3 per-
cent from this year’s rate
that was $11.3080 per $1,000 valu-
ation. If that rate holds, the district
would collect $6,848,944 in property
tax revenue in 2025-26, up 9.8 percent
from the $6,232,623 the district will
take in this year.

The sticker shock in that legal pub-

lication is this: The
notice shows a 19.66 percent jump in
the school portion of the tax bill for a
residential property and a 21.14 per-

Supervisors look
like they will stay
course on budget

Two speak out on Public Health cuts; three
board members say they can live with an
unbalanced budget but only for this year

The members of the Chickasaw County
Board of Supervisors heard impassioned pleas
on Monday from two county residents about
the proposed budget cuts to Public Health and
Homecare Services, but board members, with
one exception, appeared to be unswayed and
held their ground when it came to a decision ear-
lier this month to cut the department’s proposed
budget by $358,000.

Supervisors — again, with one exception —
also appeared to be comfortable with not having
a balanced budget for the 2025-26 fiscal year that
begins on July 1, although they also sounded the
alarm that the 2026-27 budget will have to be
balanced.

Since the “budget season” began earlier this
year, board members have grappled with two rid-
dles — making sure the General Basic (GB) fund
will have a large enough ending fund balance and
closing what had been a more than $1 million
gap between expenditures and revenues in both
GB and General Supplemental (GS).

Last month, the board reached a consensus
to lay off an employee in four departments —
the Auditor’s Office, the Treasurer’s Office, the
Sherift’s Office and Public Health — and to not fill
a part-time position at Public Health.

At a more-than-three-hour meeting, board
members made further cuts, the biggest being
the cut to the Public Health budget. That led to
the Board of Health to cutting three of its 14 cur-
rent employees, instituting a department-wide
wage freeze and reducing the county’s environ-
mental health director from 35 to 30 hours a
week.

Public Health Administrator Lisa Welter last
week said that the budget cut means her depart-
ment will have to do away with its homemaker
services that help residents with a range of ser-
vices — including cooking, laundry, cleaning and
grocery shopping.

Two residents, Nancy Franzen and Jeanne
Heit, attended Monday’s meeting and spoke out
against the cuts.

Franzen said the cuts would lead to some res-
idents not being able to remain in their homes,
and she cautioned supervisors that might mean
that they would have to go to nursing homes not
necessarily in Chickasaw County.

“Now great grandma that lived at 420 W.
Prospect is now living in Des Moines in a nursing
home, where she knows no one and doesn’t see
any family,” Franzen said. “Great grandma says,
“The hell with this; I'm giving up, I'm not going
to eat.” She withers and dies. It’s called failure to

Supervisors say they’re not going to respond to state auditor’s dam report

Reaudit concluded county ‘improperly awarded’ Nashua ARPA funds but county attorney tells board that report is just an ‘opinion’

Chickasaw County will not respond
to a reaudit report issued by the State
Auditor’s Office last month that chid-
ed the county for giving $50,000 of
its American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA)
funds to the city of Nashua for work

County Attorney David Laudner said
during Monday’s Board of Supervisors
meeting. “I'm not sure the audit was a
traditional audit that we see from the
Auditor’s Office. ...

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New Hampton speech
students impress coach,
judges at state contest

Eight of 10 team's entries earn Division | ratings

New Hampton’s speech stu-
dents couldn’t have made their
coach prouder, even if they
came up just short of their
goal — a trip to the All-State
Individual Speech Festival.

Coach Kassie Bercik’s team
saw eight of its nine entries
earn coveted Division I ratings
at the individual state contest
that was held at Starmont High
School on Saturday, although
there was disappointment on
Monday evening when the Iowa
High School Speech Association
announced its all-state selec-
tions, which did not include any
New Hampton entries.

Bercik, however, focused on
the bright side.

“I'm not even sure where
to start,” she said, “I'm just
so proud of these ladies! We
had a long day at state. Josi
[Singewald] went first at 8:07
a.m., and Maddie [Malta] didn't
go until almost 4:45 p.m. It
was a long day, but the girls
handled their stress and nerves
with grace and class.

“What impressed me most,
though, is how they were there
for each other. They all watched
each other's performances and
gave words of encouragement
beforehand and words of praise
afterward.”

And they had plenty to cel-
ebrate as six New Hampton
entries received “straight I rat-
ings,” meaning all three judges
in their rooms deemed their
pieces superior.

Skyler Bugenhagen earned
straight I ratings in acting and
solo musical theatre, as did
Sydney Laures (original orato-
ry), Beth Pickar (literary pro-
gram), Karla Pickar (radio news
broadcasting) and Singewald

(storytellling). Two more New
Hampton entries — Beth Pickar
in poetry and Karla Pickar in
storytelling received overall
Division I ratings — while New
Hampton’s Aleah Eichenbeger
(poetry) and Malta (acting)
earned Division II ratings.

"It was truly special,” Bercik
said. “These ladies performed at
a high level and were rewarded
for all of their hard work. I was
beaming with pride all day as I
watched them perform the best
they had all season.”

The New Hampton coach
also said she would be “remiss”
not to mention her two veterans
— the Pickar twins — who have
been four-year competitors in
both large-group and individual
speech.

"They have always put their
all into every group and indi-
vidual performance they've had,
and they have become wonder-
ful spokeswomen for this pro-
gram,” she said. “Their leader-
ship is something I will forev-
er be grateful for, and I hope
they know how much they have
helped to grow New Hampton's
speech program. I will miss
them dearly next year, but I
hope they know that they've left
this program in a better place
than they found it.”

The good news, at least for
next year, is that New Hampton
will return a solid core of state
contest veterans Besides the
Pickars, the only other New
Hampton senior competing
Saturday was Eichenbeger.

“I'm pleased to say that we
have a lot of talented students
who are only freshmen and
sophomores right now,” Bercik
said. “The future is bright for
individual speech. I feel so
blessed that I'm their coach and
will get to play a small part in all
of their future successes.”

Board members approved
spending about $38,000 for the
new system, but Jurrens did
bring a silver lining with his
recommendation.

Superintendent confident proposed max levy rate will decrease

cent increase for a commercial property.

But that’s because the residential prop-
erty — valued at $100,000 this year — is
valued at $110,000 for the upcoming year
while the commercial property — valued at
$300,00 this year — is valued at $330,000
for the 2025-26 levy rate. However, two
weeks ago during a Chickasaw County
Board of Supervisors meeting, Assessor
Ray Armel called the notifications mis-
leading because this is not a “re-evaluation
year,” meaning that 94 percent of proper-
ties in Chickasaw County did not go up in
value.

Jurrens also pointed out that the pro-
posed tax levy is based on the Legislature
approving a 3.5 percent increase to
Supplemental State Aid (SSA), which
determines per-pupil funding for school
district around the state.

“That’s not going to happen,” Jurrens
said Monday afternoon, “and I can guaran-
tee you that. It would obviously be easier
if the Legislature had set SSA by now, but
more years than not, we’re preparing bud-
get without knowing SSA. You err on the
high side, but knowing that the House has
approved 2.25 [percent] and the Senate
is at 2 [percent], right there you know it’s
going to go down.”

Lawmakers have a self-imposed dead-
line of passing the State Supplemental Aid
(SSA) rate for public K-12 schools within
30 days of the governor’s budget being
released. That deadline was in February.
While there is no penalty for not passing
SSA within this time frame, a delay in
passing this measure can cause issues for
schools that must submit their budgets in

early March.

The House’s bill not only includes a 2.25
percent increase to SSA but also a one-time
allocation of 0.6 percent for per-pupil, as
well as an increase for some school districts
to help “equalize” per-pupil costs.

The reality is that much of the tax-rate
levy is formula driven, which means because
New Hampton’s enrollment increased by
22 students this past fall, more property tax
dollars need to be collected.

Local school districts, though, do have
control of some levies, and Jurrens con-
ceded that New Hampton will be raising
the amount of money it collects for two
of them — cash reserve and management.
The former needs funds to cover the dis-
trict’s special education deficit, and the
superintendent said that the latter’s levy
is increasing as the district’s property and
casualty insurance premiums continue to
skyrocket.

“We’re seeing our premium go up 15
percent again this year,” he said, “and it is
a little frustrating. The last five years we've
paid $1.5 million in premiums and have
had $66,000 ion claims. And honestly, it
covers less, but you have to have it obvi-
ously.”

During Monday night’s meeting, board
member Tim Denner asked Jurrens when
the district would learn what SSA will be set
at in 2025-26?

“I hope it’s soon ... I've certainly been
around long enough to know that it could
be the very last day of the session at 2
o’clock in the morning,” Jurrens replied.

He also pointed out that the state’s
Revenue Estimating Conference met last
week and predicted state revenues would
fall 6 percent for the 2024-25 fiscal year

and by 8 percent in the upcoming fiscal
year.

“It’s concerning,” Jurrens said Monday
afternoon, “but [state lawmakers] are
talking about maintaining what they said
they would but dipping into state reserves.
They seem determined to fund their prior-
ities — education is one of them — but we
just don’t quite know where they’re going
toland.”

During the interview, Jurrens repeated
what he would tell board members a few
hours later.

“I don’t want to mislead people; the levy
rate is going to go up,” he said, “but it’s
not going to be quite as bad as it looks. My
guess is we’ll end up somewhere in between
$11.80 and $11.90.”

Monday night’s board meeting ended
with the School Board moving its public
hearing on the max levy from this coming
Monday to Monday, March 31, to com-
ply with publication requirements. That
hearing will be held at 6:30 p.m. in New
Hampton High School’s family and con-
sumer classroom (the old cafeteria).

Board members opened Monday’s meet-
ing with a public hearing on the district’s
Instructional Support Levy, and after no
members of the public offered either writ-
ten or oral comments, board members
approved continuing the ISL for five years.

Jurrens said New Hampton’s ISL brings
in about $647,500 a year. Most of the
funds, almost 91 percent, come from
income surtaxes.

“We basically do the minimum we're
required to do with property tax,” said
Jurrens. “This isn’t a tax increase; we've
had this in place for years, but we have to
renew it every five years.”

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have at least a 25 percent end-
ing fund balance when a fiscal
year ends.

The reason is twofold — one,
is to have emergency funds on
hand, and maybe even more
importantly, to have money
“in the bank” for the first three
months of a fiscal year to cover
expenditures made before
property taxes are collected.

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is going to be awfully tough. So
everyone needs to be prepared.”

Along with other supervisors,
he pointed out that a bill making
its way through the Legislature
that could limit counties to just
2 percent growth in tax-ask-
ing in future years would make
a balanced GB/GS budgets a
must.

Hackman, for example, said
he understood Carter’s point,
“but what are we safe with as an
ending fund balance?”

And, he too, expressed con-
cern about how state lawmak-
ers this year could affect county
budgets in the future.

“If the lawmakers in Des
Moines get their way, are we
going to live with only a 2 per-
cent tax-asking growth? That’s
going to be tough to run rural
counties when there’s not much
tax-base growth.”

Supervisor Scott Cerwinske
echoed Breitbach’s comments
when it came to both this year’s
and future years’ budgets.

“As much as I would like to
see this a balanced budget,” he
said, “I think we’re going to
have to use the ending fund bal-
ance. I would agree with Steve’s
statement. I don’t think we have
a choice this year, but next year,
we’re going to have to really
crack down.”

One board member, Travis
Suckow, though continued to
call for a true balanced budget.

“When you see what’s prob-
ably coming, I just don’t know
how we can’t have a balanced
budget,” he said. “I know no
one wants to hear that, but it’s
true.”

DURING A department
head meeting last week, sev-
eral supervisors expressed dis-
pleasure with the fact that the
Treasurer’s and Auditor’s offices
budgets did not include reduc-
ing each staff by one employee.

Instead, both Treasurer Matt
Ysbrand and Auditor Sheila
Shekleton had cut their staffs
by one-half position, but on
Monday, Ysbrand said he had
reduced his staff by the full
position and Shekleton said at
the end of the meeting that she,
too, would take the half-posi-
tion out of her budget.

Ysbrand, though, expressed
disappointment about losing an
entire position.

“We have an extra $100,000
in revenue coming in from the
state ... consider that part of
it,” he said. “We’re one of the
only departments that have a
significant amount of increase
in revenue.”

He said that the county
might lose some of that addi-
tional state revenue “because
we’d have to limit some hours
in the drivers license [office],
but conceded the bottom line
“remains the same.”

He also expressed concerns
about the possible use of a
so-called “floater” who would
work in the three elected offi-
cials’ offices in the courthouse.

“I talked to treasurers last
week in Des Moines,” Ysbrand
said, “and they said every
employee they've ever shared
has failed ... because the one
office wants them at the same
time as the other one. They said
that’s where they’ve had trouble
with it.”

Suckow, though, pointed out
that the county has used a float-
er in the past, and he didn’t see
any reason why it couldn’t do
So again.

FINDING AGREEMENT
on the budget — or at least
enough so to set a public hear-
ing on it — is important because
the county is running out of
time to make sure it’s 2025-26
tax levy and budget is certified
by the state-mandated deadline
of April 30.

Supervisors will hold a public
hearing this coming Monday on
its max levy, and that hearing is
set for 9 a.m. in the board room
although Hackman said he has
reserved the courtroom in case
there is a high turnout.

Board members, though,
want to publish the public hear-
ing notice on the budget next
week so that the public hearing
can be held on April 14, one
day before the Secondary Roads
Department budget needs
to be certified with the Iowa
Department of Transportation.

One intriguing question
was posed by County Attorney
David Laudner: does the coun-
ty have a proposed balanced
budget?

“It would seem rare — out-
side of like Jake said “an emer-
gency” — to spend all of that
7.5 [million] and it feels like
we always have additional rev-
enue because we always under-
estimate that so yes, these are
numbers but are they the true
numbers that represent a true
$327,000 deficit?”

Laudner asked if coun-
ty leaders had numbers that
showed average percentages of
both spending and revenues.

“Even if we brought in every
single penny we promised or
we say were going to bring
in and we only spend 95 per-
cent,” he said, “5 percent of
seven and a half million is
$375,000. There’s your deficit
right there.”

Supervisors take no action on dam report

Auditor’s Office, was the fact
that it believed the city didn’t
own the dam when the ARPA
funds were given to Nashua
in the summer of 2023. That
had long been the contention
of rural New Hampton resi-
dent Terry Johnson, who is a
regular attendee at Board of
Supervisors meeting and who
has been outspoken on the
issue.

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“The deed itself was open to
interpretation,” Laudner said,
“and I think their interpreta-
tion — while I strongly disagree
with their interpretation — their
interpretation is a valued inter-
pretation to have. So even if I
respond or you guys direct me
to respond on your behalf, 'm
not sure what good that does.”

After the reaudit report was
issued on Feb. 24, Nashua City
Clerk John Ott said that own-
ership of the dam was a “techni-
cality” at the time of the award.
He added that the city now
has legal proof that it owns the
dam that created Cedar Lake,
a cornerstone of the county’s
second-largest city. The State
Auditor’s report agreed, stating
that a quit claim deed that was
prepared by the MidAmerican
Energy Corporation and grants
ownership of the dam to the city
was filed with the Chickasaw
County Recorder’s Office on
Dec. 3, 2024.

Laudner said that when the
State Auditor’s Office tradition-
ally finds evidence of wrong-
doing, state code requires the
office to share its findings either
with the county attorney’s office
or with the state attorney gener-
al. He said Monday, neither his
office or the Attorney General’s
Office has received the report.

“The other part of this is the
State Auditor’s Office has very
limited authority in this area,”
Laudner said. “As far as I'm
concerned, this document is
worth exactly what it is. It’s an
opinion and that’s all it is ...
because it hasn’t been turned
over to any agency with the
authority to do anything about
it. ... It’s an opinion. It’s nothing
more than an opinion and it
has no authoritative impact on
us at all.”

Board members agreed and
reached a consensus that the
county won’t respond to the
report or ask for the funds
back from Nashua; in fact,
Supervisor Scott Cerwinske,
who represents the city, said he
believes the money has already
been spent.

Laudner also added he
believes that the request for the
reaudit came from Nashua.

“Under the code section -
because it was not charged to
the city of Nashua for a bill like
it traditionally is — the audit had
to be requested by a city offi-
cial from the city of Nashua,”
Laudner said. “So it had to
either been someone who works
for the city of Nashua or from a
political person, a City Council
member, or something like
that.”

After four years at the helm of New Hampton
hoops program, Leichtman tenders resignation

New Hampton High School
is in search of a new head girls
basketball coach after the man
who has held the job for the
past four seasons resigned last
week.

David Leichtman, in a let-
ter he submitted to Activities
Director Cory McDonald on
Wednesday and during an
interview on Thursday, said
the “time is right” for him to
step down as he cited family
considerations in giving up the
post he’s held since the 2021-22
season.

“In some ways, it’s really
hard because I still love coach-
ing,” Leichtman said Thursday
morning, “but with everything
going on right now, it was a
relatively easy decision because
family has to come first.”

Leichtman said his father is
battling cancer and also pointed
out that he became a grandfa-
ther for the first time this past
winter.

“At this point taking care of
my father is now [my] No. 1 pri-
ority,” he wrote to McDonald,
“and T'll be able to Grandpa
more in Montana.”

Leichtman, who had a 27-59
career record, said he believes
that New Hampton girls basket-
ball is ready to take a big step

forward next season.

“The timing is right as we just
finished the NEIC conference,
and we head to the Upper Iowa
Conference [next season],” he
said. “This will lead to a new
journey for girls basketball that
has the utmost potential. It has
been a great four years, as we all
were battle tested in the NEIC.”

New Hampton played to a
5-16 record in 2024-25, and
although the Chickasaws went
winless in the four-team NEIC,
they showed considerable
improvement throughout the
season and put together a three-
game winning streak late in the
regular season.

Three of the team’s fop four
scorers — Leichtman’s daugh-
ter, Ava, Chloe Weigel and
Jordan Throndson — were
underclassmen. Throw in
three other players — Caycee
Crawford, Aleigha Cahoy and
Kaymi Hackman — who saw
considerable playing time this
winter, and Leichtman believes
the next New Hampton coach
will have a solid nucleus.

“I think one of the things I
constantly said this year was
how hard our girls worked,” he
said, “and I think this program
has a bright future. As much as
I'll miss it, though, it was time
to step away and take care of
the most important part of my
life and that’s my family.”

It's the Chickasaw boys' turn to take to the track

New Hampton freshman places in shot put at Wartburg meet, but just com

Austyn Kleppe and Beau Serie are on
opposite ends of the spectrum in their prep
track and field careers.

One is just starting on the varsity level,
while the other Chickasaw on Scott Jenkins’
boys track squad is hoping to put the finish-
ing touches on a productive athletic tenure
in resounding fashion later this spring.

Both standout Chickasaws blasted out
of the blocks for the first time in an official
competition in 2025 as New Hampton
began its indoor season at the Wartburg
Indoor on Tuesday in Waverly.

And from the likes it, there should be
plenty to cheer about for Jenkins’ young
squad.

Kleppe, one of just four freshmen in the
36-man shot put field, impressed.

If you're a Chickasaw fan and you don’t
know who he is quite yet — give it time,
because you’ll find out sooner than later.

Kleppe may want to check the math on
his tosses because he thought he fell just
short of 42 feet in the throwing ring -
which would have qualified him for a var-
sity letter. The athletic ninth-grader more
than exceeded that distance.

“My thought going into the season is just
trying to do the best I can, not worrying
so much about a place,” said Kleppe, who
wrestles at 190 pounds, plays first base on
the baseball team and is running back and
linebacker in football.

The beginning of Kleppe’s varsity oval
career — at least the one where he’s not run-
ning — started out with a bang as he placed
sixth in the shot put with a toss of 43-7.75.

As an eighth-grader, he contracted food
poisoning at the state meet and threw 35
feet. He said he holds the seventh-grade
record at NH with a toss of 38-5.

What's the key to success in his mind to
get the heavy metal ball to fly through the
air at an award-winning distance?

“Don’t worry — just go out there and per-
form your best,” said Kleppe. “That’s what
I've been told by Coach (Jordan) Rommes.
I just try to keep pushing myself everyday.
I don’t let the highs get too high or the lows
get too low.”

Kleppe also ran in the open 200 where
he placed 22nd in a time of 26.23.

Serie, in his final run at NH as a senior,
broke seven seconds in the 55-meter dash
preliminary round. He intently watched
the video board alongside his mother at
the indoor meet to see if he had a chance to
crack the finals, but he just fell short.

Serie’s time was 6.93 — good for 12th

place.

“I was just looking to get under seven. I
feel that was a reasonable spot,” said Serie,
who led the Chickasaws in rushing last year
out on the gridiron with 1,120 yards and 13
touchdowns.

Penciled in heat four right next to soph-
omore teammate Dylan Maloy — Serie said
he didn’t get that good of a start. That’s
probably one of the main reasons he didn’t
advance on to the eight-man finals.

“It would have been nice, but it is the
start of the season. There’s always room for

improvement,” said Serie.

Asked what it’s like to run right next to
his fellow Chickasaw — Maloy placed 20th
in 7.12 in lane two, while Serie won the
heat in lane three — and Serie had this to
say.
“It definitely makes me want to beat ‘em
more,” laughed Serie about getting a better
time in the sprint event than his teammate.

Serie is optimistic that New Hampton
can rise to the occasion this spring and be
proud of their accomplishments out on the
oval.

“We’re just a really young team and I'm
just trying to do my part in helping others
get better and trying to do better myself,”
said Serie.

New Hampton’s best finish in a relay
was in the 4x400, where Edgar Rodriguez,
Carson Laures, Dylen Schmitt and Cade
Carpenter came up with a 3:49.06, which
was seventh-best amongst 18 entrants.

of Supervisors meeting last
year. It came from his father,
and it goes something like
this: “It takes a long time to
get dry, but it can get wet in
a hurry.”

Breitbach, like Hackman,
isn’t overly concerned about
the drought; in fact, he said the
rain that fell earlier this month
is finding its way into the soil.

“We're fine, the tile is run-
ning and I don’t think it’s an
issue, plus it’s going to rain
tomorrow,” he said Tuesday
evening. “I don’t think a lot of
farmers are losing much sleep
over that.”

Other issues aren’t so cut
and dry, Hackman said.

Corn prices aren’t exactly
robust, but they're better than
soybean prices.

“We’re seeing guys talking
about planting more corn
than they might have orig-
inally planned,” Hackman
said. “The problem is our big-
gest customer is China, and
with corn, at least we'’re find-
ing other markets. Trade wars
aren’t good for agriculture,
everyone knows that.”

At the same time, Hackman
looked back on what turned
out to be an extremely chal-
lenging 2024 season and said
there may be lesson in what
happened a year ago.

Yes, farmers dealt with
a rainy spring and an even
wetter early summer before
the spigot was turned off and
drought conditions, which
plagued Iowa for much of
2023, returned with a ven-
geance. But while it wasn'’t a
bin-busting crop, farmers held
their own with corn yields
although soybeans did suffer.

As ISU Extension
Agronomist Terry Basol said
last fall, soybeans simply
didn’t have “enough gas” to
make it to the finish line.

“T'll stand by what I said
in the fall,” Hackman said.
“As crazy as last year was, it
still wasn’t a disaster. It was
an average year, and that was
a win considering everything
that got thrown at us.”

Still, there’s always hope in
the spring, and as challenging
as 2025 looks, Hackman said
the farmers he works for are
raring to go.

“It’s March, I know that,”
he said Tuesday morning,
“but I'm telling you, it’s like
every other year. They’re
itching to go, and a lot of
things can happen in a grow-
ing season. Hopefully some of
those challenges turn around
because it’s good for every-
one — not just farmers. When
they’re making money, they're
spending that money in town
and it helps everyone.”

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Why a thriving
ag sector is vital

Inflation has been a hot topic for
several years running.

Many businesses have been forced
to raise their prices in an effort to
combat a host of variables, including
materials costs, labor shortages and
political uncertainty across the globe.

That's been hard on consumers' and
business owners' pocketbooks, and
precisely when inflation will simmer
down remains a mystery.

The Farm Bureau reports that a
single acre of land can grow various
crops, producing as much as 50,000
strawberries or just under 2,800 bush-
els of wheat.

Maryville University notes a thriv-
ing agricultural sector is involved in
more than just food production.
