Musical seniors inspire each other
NHHS senior Hayden Hackman. 
“We’ll never get to make this kind of 
music with them ever again.” 

Hackman was one of several seniors 
that received awards handed out by 
NHHS band director Justin Adam 
toward the tail end of the concert. 

But that isn’t really what this con-
cert is all about as it was comforting for 
all involved to experience as a group 
– one last time – the hard-earned sac-
rifi ce, dedication and being there for 
each other that helped create lifetime 
memories. 

“We’ve seen so many of our friends 
leave, like upperclassmen leave. 
Now it’s our turn to leave,” said New 
Hampton senior Karla Pickar. “We’re 
just done now.”

While Hackman plays the trumpet, 
Pickar plays the fl ute – NHHS senior 
Dylan Carter plays a whole bunch of 
instruments. 

Nine to be precise, but he settled for 
just trombone on Sunday. 

He’s also blind. 
Carter, who perhaps had the biggest 

smile of all on Sunday after he got 
a great sendoff  from Adam with an 
award, spoke about what this incredi-
ble run in band meant to him. 

His summation was short, sweet 
and to the point. 

“It was fun,” said Carter. 
Carter, who said he wants to be a 

teacher one day after his schooling 
is complete in college – was quickly 

interrupted by Pickar after students 
and family were milling around the 
gym mid-afternoon. 

“He teaches us,” said Pickar. “We’re 
never going to get a trombone player 
who has perfect pitch, knows how to 
play like 10 instruments.”

Hackman reminded Carter how 
much he means to her. 

“You’re one of a kind, Dylan,” said 
Hackman. 

Life is also about making connec-
tions and if you go do that through 

music, well it was a pretty good day. 
There’s also lessons learned along the 
way. 

“I think every teacher does some-
thing for us, but I think band is the 
biggest thing you can teach someone 
or music all together,” said Hackman. 

For those not in the know about 
New Hampton’s Coff eehouse, Adam 
explained. 

“When I talk about this concert to 
other teachers from around the state, 
usually the fi rst reaction is ‘Seriously, 

you have a concert the day after 
prom?’” said Adam. “Yes, we do.” 

Adam briefl y hesitated, then com-
pleted his thought. 

“The second reaction is usually, 
‘why?’” said Adam. “I just think that 
it’s just a really unique thing that we 
do here. 

“Honestly, I won’t speak for all of 
them, but the majority of them really 

enjoy that. It’s something unique that 
sets us apart.” 

A simple thank you is also often 
a priceless way to say you care and 
appreciate one’s eff ort. 

“I wanted to thank you guys for ded-
ication and determination and being 
here,” said Adam about his students. 

That’s as good of a good-bye as you 
can get.

On Easter Sunday 
and throughout the 
Easter season, we share 
an old greeting in our 
congregations: “Christ 
is risen!”—“He is risen 
indeed!”

That was not the reac-
tion of Jesus’ disciples 
for much of the fi rst 
Easter. Jesus had told 
them multiple times 
before this that He 
would die and then rise 
from the dead on the 
third day.

But they couldn’t get 
past His death. 

They were hiding 
together in fear, worried 
that since their Teacher 
and Leader was now 
dead, they would be 

next.

Then person after per-
son came and reported 
strange things: the tomb 
was empty, an angel had 
appeared and spoken 
to them—they had even 
seen Jesus! The disciples 
still had their doubts. “Is 
Christ risen?” they won-
dered.

This is an important 
question. In fact, it is 
one of the most import-
ant questions there is: Is 
Christ risen?

The apostle Paul tells 
us what it would mean if 
Jesus did not come back 
to life. “If Christ has not 
been raised, your faith is 
futile and you are still in 
your sins” (1 Corinthians 

15:17).

If Christ did not rise 
from the dead, then He 
was just a man. Then He 
could not have paid for 
your sins on the cross, 
and your sins are still on 
you.

But if He did rise—as 
He said He would—then 
every other promise He 
made is verifi ed. Then 
faith in Him is not futile, 
and all who trust in Him 
are not still in their sins.

His resurrection 
means that His sacrifi ce 
for sin was acceptable to 
God the Father, and that 
death was not strong 
enough to keep Him. 
He won this victory over 
sin and death not for 

Himself but for you and 
me and every sinner.

Is Christ risen? “Yes!” 
we say. “Christ is risen! 
He is risen indeed!”

Christ has risen indeed!
Jesus’ win over sin and death was not for Himself but for every sinner

Jesus did plenty between resurrection and ascension 
Jesus was born, he died and rose again, 

before ascending into heaven. These truths 
are foundational to our Christian faith. We 
know the familiar stories of the Triumphal 
Entry, the Last Supper and the crucifi xion, 
but what happened between the resurrec-
tion and ascension?

The passion narrative is well known 
and often accounted both in art and in 
the Church, but the details of the 40 days 
between Jesus’ resurrection and ascension 
are far less well known.

While Matthew and Mark’s post-resur-
rection accounts are compartively shorter 
than Luke and John’s, all four Gospels 
share details that enlighten us on Jesus’ 
life after death.

The Gospels speak of 10 apparitions of 
the risen Jesus, fi ve of which occur on the 
day of his resurrection, and fi ve further 
times before he ascended into heaven. We 
know from Acts 1 that he was on earth for 
40 days, and that he spent these days with 
his disciples:

“After his suff ering, he (Jesus) pre-
sented himself to them and gave many 
convincing proofs of that he was alive. He 
appeared to them over a period of forty 
days and spoke about the kingdom of 
God.” (Acts 1:3)

OK, so what did he actually do?

Appeared to women
Jesus revealed himself to Mary 

Magdalene before any other person. 
Having just seen Jesus’ empty tomb, she 
remained in the garden weeping, when 
Jesus appeared to her. She mistook him to 
be the gardener, but when he called her by 
name, Mary recognised his voice. 

The idea that a woman would be a 
valid witness may seem plausible in 
21st Century western society, but it was 
unheard of in 1st Century Palestine. The 
testimony of women was not given the 
same weight as that of a man, either per-
sonally or in a court of law. That Jesus 
chose to reveal himself to Mary fi rst was 
revolutionary. He then sent her to “go and 
tell” the other disciples. He trusted her to 
tell his followers of his return.

His second appearance was to the group 
of women who had been with Mary in the 
graveyard. On their way from having seen 
the apostles, Jesus appeared to them, and 
“they came up and took hold of his feet 
and worshipped him.” (Matthew 28:9)

Appeared to his disciples
Later that day, on the road to Emmaus, 

Jesus appeared to two disciples – one 
called Cleopas – but they were slow to 
realise that the man beside them was the 
risen Messiah. It was not until he broke 
bread with them, after they had described 
to him the events of the passion, that 
“their eyes were opened and they rec-
ognised him” (Luke 24.31).

It was not until they recognised him 
that Jesus left. He did not abandon his 
disciples when they did not see it was him, 
but remained with them until they realised 
that their hearts had been “burning within 
us while he talked with us”.

Similarly, during his next appearance 
shortly afterwards, Jesus was not per-
turbed by his disciples mistaking him for a 
ghost. Instead, he reassured them: “Look 
at my hands and my feet. It is I myself! 
Touch me and see; a ghost does not have 
fl esh and bones, as you see I have.” (Luke 
24:39)

His life after the resurrection was not 
the result of sinister spirituality, but of 
Biblical prophecy. He drew his disciples 
away from supernatural speculation 
towards the Biblical foundations of his res-
urrected body:

“This is what I told you while I was still 
with you: Everything must be fulfi lled that 
is written about me in the Law of Moses, 
the Prophets and the Psalms” (Luke 24.44).

Appeared to Thomas
We all know the narrative of ‘doubting 

Thomas’. He had not been with the disci-
ples when Jesus revealed himself, and did 
not believe the disciples testimony, saying: 
“Unless I see the nail marks in his hands 
and put my fi nger where the nails were, 
and put my hand into his side, I will not 
believe.” (John 20:25)

In this encounter we see both the 
compassion and the challenge that Jesus 
brings. Rather than leaving Thomas with-
out faith, Jesus “came and stood among 
them” – off ering peace in order that he 
might believe, saying: “Stop doubting and 
believe.” (John 20:27)

Redeemed and reinstated Peter
The Gospel of John then tells the story 

of Jesus’ last recorded miracle, when he 
overwhelmed his disciples’ fi shing nets 
with a huge catch of fi sh. He then speaks 
privately with Peter. Just as Peter had 
denied Jesus three times, Jesus asks him 
three times: “do you love me?” It is here 
that Peter is restored, having denied his 
master in his hour of need, and is called 
to “feed my sheep” and “follow me”. (John 
21: 17, 19)

Jesus’ faithfulness is greater than ours. 
Jesus saw Peter’s weakness, yet he also 
saw his love for him, and chose to stand by 
him. Though he saw Peter’s limitations, he 
did not defi ne him by them.

The Great Commission
Matthew and Mark both close with the 

“Great Commission” – Jesus’ instruction 
to his disciples to go out into the world 
and spread the good news of salvation.

“All authority in heaven and on earth 
has been given to me. Therefore go and 
make disciples of all nations, baptising 
them in the name of the Father and of the 
Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teaching 
them to obey everything I have command-
ed you. And surely I am with you always, 
to the very end of the age.” (Matthew 
28:18-20)

It is after this command, on which 
much of the Christian emphasis on shar-
ing the gospel is based, that Jesus is “taken 
up into heaven”.

Jesus’ ministry did not end with his 
death, but continued through his resurrec-
tion and into the days before his ascension 
into heaven. In this time, he revealed and 
reaffi  rmed crucial elements both of his 
character and his commission.

At the very least, we got a pretty cool 
lightning show out of the deal, but all 
the talk about the severe weather that 
was going to hit in and around Chickasaw 
County Monday was just that — talk.

But we were prepared at least.
From Chickasaw County EMS having all 

three ambulances staff ed to schools calling 
off  virtually all sporting activities, Mother 
Nature delivered a whimper instead of a 
wallop.

Yes, the lightning that could be seen 
northwest of New Hampton around 10 
Monday night was, in a word, spectacular, 
but the county’s largest city got just .08 
inches of rain.

Like we said, though, we were pre-
pared. During a Chickasaw County Board 
of Supervisors meeting on Monday, EMS 
Director Joel Knutson said that the service 

has extra manpower available. 
“Hopefully nothing happens, but we 

want to make sure we’re prepared if we 
do get an outbreak,” he said. “We’ve talked 
with services around the area and every-
one’s just making sure they’re ready to help 
out where they’re needed.” 

New Hampton canceled a junior high 
track meet it was set to host Monday after-
noon while the Chickasaws’ soccer games at 
Charles City were postponed and the boys 
track meet at Sumner-Fredericksburg was 
canceled. Turkey Valley postponed a golf 
meet with Clayton Ridge that was set for 
Jackson Heights while Nashua-Plainfi eld's 
track and golf competitions were also called 
off . 

Hey, after what had been a rainy month, 
we needed the break.

As of Tuesday, New Hampton has 
received 5.08 inches of rain during the 
month, almost an inch more than the nor-
mal 4.18 that usually falls in April. 

And that rain has us defi nitely moving 
in the right direction when it comes to the 
so-called drought. 

In its latest report that was released last 
Thursday, the agency said large parts of the 
area have shown signifi cant improvement 
when it comes to drought conditions that 
have affl  icted the area since late last sum-
mer. 

The report showed that all of Chickasaw, 
Floyd, Howard and Winneshiek counties 
are now just “abnormally dry,” down from 
the “moderate drought” status that the area 
has been under for all of 2025. 

The downside is the recent rains have 
slowed down farmers who are working on 
getting their crops into the fi eld. 

The latest Iowa Crop Progress and 
Condition Report that was released by the 
USDA’s National Agricultural Statistics 
Service last Monday showed that about 14 
percent of corn and 9 percent of soybeans 
had been planted in the Northeast District.

Chamber’s goal is to make 
app user friendly for all ages

The Chickasaw County 
Board of Supervisors may have 
wrapped up its work on the 
county’s budget and tax levy on 
April 14, but board members 
on Monday were still dealing 
with the residue from budget 
decisions they made when they 
voted to certify the budget and 
tax levy two weeks before. 

Board members acknowl-
edged the “end of employment” 
for employees whose positions 
were eliminated during the 
months-long budgeting pro-
cess and also acknowledged the 
“change of status” for the coun-
ty’s environmental health direc-
tor, whose position was reduced 
from 35 hours to 30 hours a 
week. 

The budget supervisors cer-
tifi ed called for the elimination 
of a position in three depart-
ments — the Auditor’s Offi  ce, 
the Treasurer’s Offi  ce and the 
Sheriff ’s Offi  ce — while the 
Board of Health, after seeing its 
proposed budget cut by more 
than $350,000 — voted to elim-
inate three positions. 

The Auditor’s Offi  ce had an 
employee resign in March while 
supervisors accepted the res-
ignation of dispatcher/jailer 
Jamie Eckwall on Monday, and 
supervisors told Sheriff  Ryan 
Shawver that he would not have 
to go through with the proposed 
layoff  in his offi  ce. 

At least one supervisor 
expressed his disappointment 
that in addition to the extra 
month of insurance the coun-
ty agreed to give the laid-off  
employees, the Board of Health 
voted to give two of its employ-
ees $500 for each year of service 
as part of a severance package. 

“I’m just going to state that 
I don’t think this is right,” 
Supervisor Travis Suckow said, 
“because the other ones aren’t 
getting the same thing.” 

Although it appeared his 
fellow board members were in 
agreement, Board Chairman 
Jake Hackman said that the 
Board of Health is a so-called 
autonomous board. 

“It’s their Board of Health,” 
he said. “We’re just acknowl-
edging what they did for payroll 
reasons.” 

Also on Monday, supervi-
sors approved a new one-year 
contract for Chickasaw County 
EMS Director Joel Knutson. 
The new contract that goes into 
eff ect on July 1 will not come 
with a salary increase for the 
director. 

“I think the status quo is fi ne 
with me,” said Knutson, whose 

current salary is $80,000 per 
year. 

“I expressed it during my 
review that I wouldn’t be seek-
ing a wage increase, just with 
the budgetary constraints the 
county is going through. I, 
myself, would feel better about 
staying at the same wage.” 

The lone change in the con-
tract is the fact that the board 
will no longer have to adhere 
to a March 31 deadline when it 
comes to conducting Knutson’s 
job-performance review, and 
that change was suggested by 
Knutson. 

“It’s usually right in the mid-
dle of your budget and I know 
you guys are busy,” he said. 
“I don’t see why we need that 
date.” 

Board members approved 
the change and the contract on a 
4-0 vote, with Supervisor Steve 
Breitbach, who is Knutson’s 
uncle, abstaining from the vote. 

In other business Monday: 
• Supervisors approved the 

contract for service by the 
Chickasaw County libraries. 
Board members had fi rst agreed 
to give the county’s libraries 
a 6 percent increase in fund-
ing during the fi scal year that 
starts July 1, but after budget 
concerns grew, they decided to 
scale back the funding to the 
same as it was in the 2023-24 
fi scal year. 

That means libraries will 
receive $124,337.50 next year 
from the county’s Rural Services 
Basic (RSB) fund, about $7,000 
less than they received for this 
fi scal year. 

• Board members also
approved the hiring of Conrad 
Rosendahl as an interim medi-
cal examiner investigator after 
Knutson said one of the coun-
ty’s current investigators will be 
unable to work for an undeter-
mined amount of time. 

Rosendahl is the chief of 
police in New Hampton, but 
when he held the same posi-
tion in Lansing, he was a med-
ical examiner investigator for 
Allamakee County. 

Knutson told board members 
Rosendahl is certifi ed, which 
means the county won’t have to 
pay for any training costs.

• Supervisors also approved 
publishing notice of two avail-
able terms on the Veterans 
Aff airs Commission. The terms 
of Katie Boehmer and Dean 
Speicher will expire on June 
30, and anyone interested in 
applying for a three-year term 
can stop at the Auditor’s Offi  ce 
or go to the county’s website at 
chicksasawcounty.iowa.gov. 

Members of the commission 
must be veterans.

the school district, churches 
and more, and it also comes 
with the ability for each user to 
customize. 

“If you’re not interested in 
the bowling schedule or you 
don’t have any kids or nieces or 
whatever in track,” Underwood 
said, “you can toggle it on and 
off . So that you’re not over-
whelmed, you can customize it. 
That was something we really 
liked.” 

Chamber officials began 
searching for app ideas earli-
er this year and felt they had 
landed on one when they 
saw the Denver Chamber of 
Commerce’s app. 

“It was just really user friend-
ly,” Underwood said, “and we 
were like, that’s what we want.” 

It turns out that app was 
designed by EMJ Tech, which is 
owned by Matt or Deidra Pipho. 

“They live in Denver, went to 
the chamber and said we made 
this app for you,” Underwood 
said. “They’re like a local couple 
who gets the needs of commu-
nities like ours.” 

Underwood said the calendar 
will even help New Horizons 
as they plan events throughout 
the year. 

“Even when we plan stuff , 
we’re wondering what’s going 
on in town that weekend,” she 
said. “Are we going to compete 

against Trinity’s fundraiser or 
this fundraiser or what sports 
are going on?” 

And since the Piphos created 
the app, chamber offi  cials made 
a few changes. The calendar 
became “clickable,” for example, 
and by this week, New Horizons 
was ready to roll it out. 

Will more changes be com-
ing? 

“We’re considering it in 
the future,” Underwood said. 
“Certain things we might not 
make improvements until next 
year. We’ve already made some 
improvements, and we’ll prob-
ably make more towards the 
end of the year with the sugges-
tions we get. ... We tried to keep 
it fairly basic so people aren’t 
overwhelmed by it. We wanted 
to keep it user friendly for every 
age group.”

Each year, the seniors 
of New Hampton High get a 
crash course in adulting with 
the annual initiative put on by 
Iowa BIG North, a program that 
assists students in developing 
their agency, effi  cacy and pas-
sions while gaining real-world 
and academic skills so students 
can succeed in a world of rapid 
and constant change. 

And let’s face it, going from 
kid to adult can be a rapid and 
constant change. 

“We’ve heard it all today,” 
Anderson said with a laugh. 
“From kids are expensive to 
buying a house is hard to emer-
gencies stink, they’re fi nding 
out that as much as they want 
to be adults, there’s a lot they 
have to know.” 

Anderson looked over at 
her fellow Iowa BIG North 
instructor, Mike Kuennen, who 
couldn’t help but laugh. 

“I think one thing that hap-
pens every year when we do 
this is we have a whole bunch of 
kids who are a whole lot more 
appreciative of their parents,” 
he said with a laugh. “It’s a good 
lesson, though. They go through 
a lot today, but it gives them a 
taste of what adult life is like.” 

The New Hampton students, 
who were joined by seniors from 
Turkey Valley High School, did 
have a lot on their plate during 
the day-long activity in which 
they were not high school stu-
dents but 28-year-old adults. 
They visited with bankers, real 
estate agents, insurance folks, 
fi nancial advisors and car deal-
ers. Some had kids; some didn’t.  

And they also got one “sur-
prise” along the way. Some 
found a check for $200 from a 
grandparent in their mailbox; 
others had to fi nd a way to pay 
for a $1,000 root canal.  

They learned why they need-
ed “full-coverage” car insurance. 
They learned the importance 
of a good credit score. They 
learned that banks and mort-
gage companies aren’t going to 
give them loans if the monthly 
payments cross a “threshold” 
— usually 25 percent of their 

income. The lessons kept com-
ing throughout the day. 

And trust us, young Miss 
Hoy wasn’t the only one who 
found it hard to make “it work.” 

Among the other comments 
overheard included “insurance 
is that much” and an oft-used 
phrase that went something like 
this: “Not sure I want to be an 
adult anymore.” 

Those who helped guide the 
students, though, believe the 
sooner kids learn adulting les-
sons, the better chance they will 
thrive once they reach adult-
hood. 

And Anderson said what 
makes Adulting 101 a suc-
cess is not only the hard work 
put in by the students who set 
up the initiative but also the 
New Hampton businesses that 
agreed to help students discov-
er the joys and pitfalls of adult-
hood. 

The former group includ-
ed Colin Shatek, Jordan 
Throndson, Keziah Uglum, 
Kelly Throndson, Taylor Sittig, 
Tate Schwickerath, Adam 
Ewert, Caleb Rochford and 
Weston Praska. 

The businesses and orga-

Bella Stika was back out on the track 
for the Turkey Valley Trojans after a brief 
hiatus this spring. 

She’s healed from injury (shin splints) 
and reeling in gold medals. 

“Overall, she had great performances. 
They weren’t her best, but that was expect-
ed based on two weeks of not racing,” 
said TV head coach Sarah Bakula, who is 
co-coach along with Dalton Hackman. 

Stika’s return helped propel the Trojans 
to the team title last week Thursday at the 
Gary Bottorff  Invite in Lansing. 

Bakula said it’s the fi rst time the TV girls 
track team has won a team championship 
since she’s been a part of the Trojan track 
program, which has been eight years. 

“They were pretty happy with that. It 
was a well-rounded eff ort by the team to 
score those points and to put those perfor-
mances on the board,” said Bakula.

The fi ght is there, but these 
Chickasaws just need to put one 
in the back of the net. 

Scoring opportunities were 
scarce for the New Hampton 
boys soccer team last week. 

Decorah blanked NH, 6-0, 
last Tuesday and Waverly-Shell 
Rock also tossed a 7-0 shut-
out over the Chickasaws on 
Thursday at Wartburg College. 

Jeff Monteith and his 
Chickasaws are working on that 
lack of off ensive production. 

“We continue to work on try-
ing to build and work the ball 
out of our own end to create 
more scoring chances as that is 
our biggest struggle right now,” 
said Monteith. 

New Hampton is also 
adapting to a rotation that is 
ever-changing as new players 
have been added to the mix as 
they’re healthy now and others 
have been sidelined with inju-
ries. 

“We continue to work togeth-
er and get used to playing with 
one another through the chang-
es of people returning, or oth-
ers resting injuries and being 
able to sub more. I once again 
credit the boys for fi ghting to 
the very end and working hard 
to get better with each game,” 
said the NH head coach. 

New Hampton (1-7) played 
in back-to-back games on 
Monday and Tuesday. The start 
to last week saw the Chickasaws 
earn their fi rst win of the season 
over Northeast Iowa United, 
9-1. 

The Decorah matchup was 
a diff erent story as the Vikings 
wore down the small roster of 
New Hampton. 

“As the game progressed, 
unfortunately fatigue became 
a factor from back-to back-

games, but they continued to 
battle through the fi nal whis-
tle,” Monteith said about the 
Decorah loss. 

Decorah (3-5-2) led 4-0 at 
halftime and junior keeper 
Easton Monteith recorded 23 
saves against the Vikings.

“They jumped out on us 
quick and we had to make some 
defensive adjustments, which 
is nice to be able to do and 
have some options now that 
we have several players who 
are available that weren't avail-
able earlier due to injuries, etc,” 
Monteith added. 

Against the Go-Hawks, New 
Hampton also trailed 4-0 at 
intermission in that one, while 
Monteith came up with 22 
saves. 

The Chickasaws played on 
artifi cial turf at Waverly, a dis-
tinct change from the natural 
grass they normally play on. 

“Playing on the Wartburg 
turf is an exciting opportunity 
for the players, but brings with 
it a new set of challenges as the 
ball moves quicker and bounces 
diff erently,” said the NH head 
coach. “On a positive note, we 
did better defending against the 
corner kicks, which we strug-
gled with earlier this season.” 

The NH girls soccer team 
played just one game last week 
on Thursday at Wartburg ver-
sus the host Go-Hawks, who are 
undefeated at 6-0 on the year 
and ranked No. 1 in Class 2A. 

The contest ended at the half 
by a score of 10-0. 

New Hampton (3-3) had one 
shot on goal, by junior forward 
Tegan Dungey. 

The road contest for both 
the girls and boys Chickasaw 
squads on Monday at Charles 
City was postponed because of 
the threat of inclement weather. 
That matchup has been moved 
to Thursday, May 15. 

Chickasaws encounter 
tough foes out on pitch

Matthews’ Chickasaw squad 
aim to knock down clay targets 
quickly moving out of a trap 
house with their shotguns. 

That not-so-simple task 
didn’t start well according to 
Eichenberger, who regaled the 
tale of her fi rst trap meet last 
month in Nashua, where it all 
started in 2023.

Or maybe the most appropri-
ate way to say what took place 
in her fi rst 50-shot round at the 
Nashua Fish & Game Club is 
what she didn’t do. By the way, 
this was her fi rst year shooting 
two years ago when she was 
a sophomore – the same year 
she qualifi ed for the fi rst sanc-
tioned girls wrestling meet in 
2023. She was new to the sport 
of wrestling that winter as well 
– had never even watched a 
match, she said. 

Back to the trapshooting. 
“I was going to do track, but 

I didn’t want to never try trap-
shooting. I fi gured if I didn’t 
do it now, I never would. I was 
absolutely awful. I shot fi ve out 
of 50 on my fi rst meet. I really 
kind of just wanted to quit,” 
she said. 

Fast forward two spring sea-
sons later and Eichenberger is 
thriving and not just in trap. 
We’ll get to that later. 

She won the Turkey Valley 
Invite with a 46 round out of 
50. That tied her with Cresco’s 
Harley Fisher for top honors on 
the girls side. 

That dead-on marksman-
ship wasn’t a fl uke, either. She’s 
been a consistent top shot for 
Matthews and proven that if 
you put your mind to some-
thing, you can accomplish even 
more than you’ve ever dreamed. 

“It gives me something else 
to work on and have goals in,” 
Eichenberger said about trap. 

Success doesn’t come over-
night, though, as practice is a 
word that anybody becomes 
familiar with that wants to push 
their limits and boundaries in 
order to achieve greatness. 

“I had a lot of help from 
David Schmitt and Jay bought 
a laser to put in my gun,” said 
Eichenberger. “He made me 
point at the wall for a long time. 
I just really wanted to do better, 
so I focused and eventually it 
came.” 

Eichenberger has even sur-
prised herself with her skill set 
out on the trap range. 

“No, I never imagined I’d be 
any kind of good. Honestly, the 
fi rst time I actually shot a gun 
was probably trapshooting,” 
said Eichenberger. “I did hunt-
er safety when I was like 15 and 
we tried it once or twice, but 
nothing like this.” 

Another thing, if you’re 
wanting to hang out with 
Eichenberger, you may want to 
ask fi rst so she can check her 
calendar – because her day is 
jammed-packed with things to 
do. She’s been hitting the books 
pretty hard recently. 

“I’m full-time in Calmar right 
now,” said Eichenberger about 
her schooling at college. “I only 
have one class in New Hampton 
and its band and then I spend 
my full days over in Calmar.” 

Eichenberger is being hum-
ble and modest when it comes 
to her passions – which include 
a whole host of fun and exciting 
ventures. There’s probably not 
enough newsprint to list them 
all in this publication. 

Let’s put it this way, she stays 
busy. 

“I found a lot of joy in other 
things. I tried speech for the 
fi rst time. I did large group 
speech. I absolutely loved it. I 
had no idea I was going to like it 
that much,” said Eichenberger. 

It wasn’t long after becom-
ing involved in speech that the 
raw emotion of connecting with 
a profound experience poured 
out of her. 

“I was so nervous, but my 
performance had me in tears, 
how much I loved it,” said 
Eichenberger about her individ-
ual speech performance, which 
came after her large group 
speech presentation. 

That experience for 
Eichenberger in speech is a 
prime example of dipping your 
toe in the water, then diving 
right in. In life sometimes, you 
have to take chances because 
you never know what’s around 
the bend. It may just be a rain-
bow with a pot of gold on the 
other side. 

After she was told she kind of 
came out of the blue in several 
of her activities with little to no 
experience, Eichenberger had 
to smile. 

“In every division, in every 

sport,” laughed Eichenberger. 
“A lot of them hunt and are 
comfortable with it. It took me 
a long time to get comfortable 
with it.”

Eichenberger’s story is not 
just of success, but overcoming 
obstacles. The really hard part 
was calling it a career in a sport 
she so dearly loved. 

After competing at state her 
sophomore season in wrestling, 
a year that saw her go 28-20 
and start to really come into her 
own out on the mat – she had to 
make a very hard decision. 

When your body speaks, 
sometimes you have to listen to 
your heart. She made the call. 
That meant forgoing her fi nal 
two seasons out on the mat. She 
was denied a chance to win a 
match at the state meet, where 
she went 0-2 her fi rst year. 

“The original reason I didn’t 
go out for wrestling is I have 
two slipped, bulging discs in my 
back and I have arthritis,” said 
Eichenberger. “I have trouble 
walking on a day-to-day basis.” 

Eichenberger said she 
thought that injury may have 
occurred after she rolled her car 
a couple years ago while driving 
to her job at the time, a dairy 
farm. 

“I thought I was fi ne after-
wards. It was just minor pain. 
I’m sure when I started wres-
tling it got quite majorly worse,” 
said Eichenberger. 

Then the pain became 
unbearable and wrestling was 
probably a double-edged sword 
for her. It was making her 
health worse. 

“I knew I had to do it or I 
wasn’t going to have the career 
I wanted in health care,” said 
Eichenberger. “If it is already 
bad now, what’s it going to be 
like then? I knew it was for the 
best.” 

Eichenberger explained the 
pain when it’s at its worst. 

“I can’t stand up straight, 
can’t step on my left leg – can’t 
walk,” said Eichenberger. “I 
originally thought it was hip 
problems and then I got more 
X-rays and an MRI and it’s 
major back problems.” 

That back pain meant she 
had to stay active and become 
a health advocate for herself in 
order to feel well – at least most 
of the time. 

“I do shots. I do physical 
therapy. I do everything I can 
to get the pain to go away,” said 
Eichenberger. 

Just recently Eichenberger 
took part at Coff eehouse – an 
end of the year celebratory 
sendoff  concert for Chickasaw 
choir and band members that 
will be graduating soon. She is 
involved with band three days 
a week at New Hampton and 
takes part in morning meet-
ings with the National Honor 
Society. 

She was on Jess Geerts’ New 
Hampton volleyball team this 
past fall and has also played 
basketball and competed at 
track. 

“Volleyball is probably my 
only sport I fi nished all four 
years. It was just something I 
did for fun. The sports I truly 
love are wrestling and trap-
shooting,” Eichenberger added. 

Her other list of activities 
taken part in include – to name 
a few – yearbook, SkillsUSA, 
Iowa Big North, 4-H and FFA, 
where she was the 2024-2025 
chapter secretary. She also 
shows beef and dairy cattle, 
horses and swine. 

She stated the obvious as 
wrestling was a tough one to 
drop. Asked if she missed it and 
she said without hesitation – “a 
lot.”

“I’ve tried to step away 
from wrestling a little bit just 
so I don’t get so upset, the 
fact that I didn’t get to fi nish 
my high school with it,” said 
Eichenberger. 

How does Eichenberger 
feel about hunting, just in case 
you’re wondering?

“I just don’t have the time,” 
smiled Eichenberger. 

Next on Eichenberger’s itin-
erary and to-do list is to obtain a 
RN degree in nursing and even-
tually land at the University of 
Iowa – where she will seek to 
become a nurse practitioner. 

“We’ll see how life takes it, 
but that’s the ultimate goal,” 
said Eichenberger. 

She can count the days down 
now at NHHS as graduation 
takes place on Sunday, May 18. 
Trapshooting’s state meet gets 
underway in the beginning of 
June. 

“I have a lot of goals for the 
rest of the season before I’m 
done with high school,” said 
Eichenberger.

because they may have to. No one knows 
what the postseason holds and how low 
teams will have to shoot in order to sur-
vive and advance at regionals. 

In New Hampton’s case, the challenge 
is to remain in-sync and focused – with 
a regular season that is past its halfway 
point. The scores should take care of 
themselves at that point with the depth 
and talent that New Hampton’s roster is 
blessed with. 

“The biggest thing with this team is 
they broke it (school record), but all of 
them are like, ‘I could have played bet-
ter.’ They’re always searching for how to 
get better,” said Olson, who has led New 
Hampton to seven consecutive state 
tournaments. “Do more – that’s really 
what you want in a team that is trying 
elite stuff  and to win championships. 
They’re not satisfi ed with just winning a 
tournament, they’re like, hey I can play 
better.” 

New Hampton’s lineup is seasoned 
and potent as evident by the Chickasaws’ 
individual stroke average in Class 2A. 
NH has three girls in the top 10 for an 
adjusted nine-hole average in freshman 
Kirsten Nuss (No. 1, 38.8), senior Lauren 
Nuss (No. 4, 39.78) and junior Alivia 
Geerts (7th, 42.18). Chickasaw senior 
Maycen Hackman is currently listed as 
the 14th-best golfer in 2A according to 
Bound’s website on adjusted nine-hole 
average with a 43.98. 

Those are the four scores that count 
toward winning meets and that’s about 
as good as it gets for any links squad. 
Simply put, New Hampton is loaded 
and primed for a serious run at a state 
title once regional play rolls around on 
Friday, May 16. 

Olson is one of the better coaches in 
the entire state as evident by the run he’s 
been able to produce at New Hampton 
over the course of the last decade. 

He knows full well that there’s a 
time to coach, give advice or hints on 
how to make a chip or putt and there’s 
also a time to take a step back and just 
let his talented bunch attack a golf 
course. 

“All of them except really Camryn 
(Smith) and Drey (O’Brien) have a lot 
of experience. Part of golf is you gotta 
fi gure some things out on your own,” 
said Olson. “You’re always there to help, 
support and do whatever you need, but 
eventually I can’t be there for every shot. 
They have to make decisions and do 
things. Sometimes they pull it off , some-
times they don’t.” 

Hackman fi red a career-best 40 
round in New Hampton’s win last week 
Tuesday over Crestwood – 155 to 185. 
MFL MarMac placed third with a 208. 
Lauren Nuss – who tied with Oelwein’s 
Grace Lewis for individual state run-
ner-up honors last year in 2A – was 
meet medalist with a 37. Kirsten Nuss 
was runner-up medalist with a 38 and 
Geerts was tied for third alongside 

Hackman with a 40. 
New Hampton rolled to a convinc-

ing victory over Oelwein in its 18-hole 
tourney last week Thursday as it bested 
runner-up Oelwein by 14 strokes for the 
team title – 325 to 339. 

This the second time NH has topped 
Oelwein in an 18-hole tournament as 
the Chickasaws turned back the Huskies 
328 to 353 last week Monday to secure 
the Wapsie Valley Invite title in Waverly. 

Oelwein placed third at state in Class 
2A last year and the Chickasaws nabbed 
a fourth-place trophy. 

Lewis won both meets on Monday 
in Waverly and at New Hampton – the 
latter location she shot a two-over par 
74. She fi red a sensational one-par 73 
at Waverly and is the top golfer in 2A 
for 18-hole adjusted average (76.75) as 
of Monday afternoon. Lauren Nuss is 
second (80.75) and Kirsten Nuss is third 
(81.25). 

Nuss fi nished with a 77 on Thursday 
at home to place medalist-runner-up. 
Geerts and Kirsten Nuss tied for sixth 
overall with 81s. Hackman shot a 
respectable 87 at the NH Invite, good for 
seventh place on the leaderboard despite 
notching a 10 on one hole. 

No matter the low scores already tab-
ulated, New Hampton will keep plug-
ging away with its foot on the gas pedal. 

“Everybody can get a little better and 
a little more consistent,” said Olson. “If 
we get everybody down in the numbers 
I think they’re capable of shooting, man, 

it’s going to be pretty special.” 
After Tuesday’s 18-hole round at 

Clear Lake, NH hosts Waverly-Shell 
Rock at home this evening (Thursday), 
then it’s off  to Waukon the following 
Monday, May 5. 

NH plays in one fi nal round at home 
in an 18-hole tourney versus the likes of 
Crestwood, Denver, Sumner-Fred and 
W-SR a week from today. The recipe for 
success is simple – play like the score-
board reads 0-0 and don’t take anything 
for granted. That’s a game plan that is 
tried and true and as bulletproof as they 
come.

the Wartburg College bowling team 
last week Wednesday at his home alley 
– Bowlaway Lanes in New Hampton. 

“He’s very calm, cool as far as the 
way things go – whether it’s good 
or bad,” said New Hampton bowling 
coach Andy Aries. “He kind of stays in 
the moment and takes it shot for shot. 
He’s able to bounce back after a lot of 
things.”

Porath bounced back for sure and 
helped lead New Hampton to a land-
mark and historic 2024-2025 season 
last winter as the Chickasaws were one 
of the top teams in Class 1A through-
out the entire regular season. Porath 
led his class in average with a 226 
and helped guide New Hampton to a 
district runner-up fi nish to Hartley-
Melvin-Sanborn in the state qualifi er. 

Porath, who is left-handed by the 
way, is the fi rst Chickasaw to sign to 
bowl collegiately in just three years the 
New Hampton bowling program has 
been in existence. 

“I think being the fi rst to go to 
college for bowling is going to bring 
recognition to the school. Hopefully, 
more people will join and keep the 

sport alive,” said Porath. 
New Hampton was the top team in 

Class 1A in terms of best baker game 
average (207) a year ago and Porath 
was a big reason why. His former head 
coach lauded him with praise for such 
a worthy accomplishment in doing 
something not a lot of prep athletes 
undertake. 

“I’ve never had a day like this. 
It’s pretty cool. To watch somebody 
achieve what they wanted to achieve 
and move to the next level and hope to 
achieve even more when they get there 
– it’s outstanding being able to watch 
him do something like this,” said Aries. 

The bowling bug fi rst bit Porath back 
in his freshman year of high school 
when he joined a summer league at 
Bowlaway Lanes. “That’s when it took 
off ,” said Porath. 

Did he expect one day to take his 
game up a notch and one day wear on 
the orange and black of the Knights’ 
successful program?

“Honestly, I didn’t. I did the sum-
mer league freshman year just for fun, 
something to try out. I didn’t have 
anything going on. When I found out I 
was actually pretty good at it, we came 
down and tried to set up a bowling 

team just so I could have something 
to do in high school. Then it really just 
skyrocketed. I didn’t even expect to get 
anywhere past the summer league,” 
said Porath. 

The Knights’ bowling program 
got off  the ground in their inaugural 
season back in the fall of 2018. The 
Wartburg men’s team placed 10th this 
past winter in its fi rst ever appearance 
at Nationals. 

Porath knows he’s going to have to 
step up his game if he wants to con-
tinue to knock down pins consistently 
in college. 

“All of college bowling is on a sport 
shot or competition shot. It’s not a 
house shot, so it’s going to be a lot 
more diffi  cult,” said Porath. “I assume 
there’s going to be a lot more tourna-
ments we have to go to as well.”

One such tournament the Knights 
took part in this past season was in 
Las Vegas. 

Porath has an impressive track 
record in the sport of bowling. 
He’s been a YBSF (Youth Bowling 
Scholarship Foundation) Junior Gold 
Championships qualifi er and fi nished 
28th overall as an individual state 
qualifi er as a junior at state in 2024. 

Porath also bowled a perfect 300 game 
just before last Christmas during a 
youth league tournament. 

Alexis Neuer Runk is the Wartburg 
head bowling coach and her husband 
Brandon Runk is an assistant for the 
Knights. 

“Alexis is very understanding. She’s 
smart,” said Porath. “They’re both 
in the PBA (Professional Bowlers 
Association), so they obviously know 
what they’re doing when it comes to 
bowling.” 

Sumner-Fredericksburg graduate 
Bryce Bergman is currently a fresh-
man for the Knights. Wartburg has  

eight men on its current 2024-2025 
roster. 

Jamison’s younger brother, NH 
junior Jaxson Porath, also bowls for 
the Chickasaws. The pair of Poraths 
helped New Hampton break the single 
game baker record last year with a 
298. That was as happy as Aries had 
seen his top bowler on the Chickasaws’ 
squad. 

That was until he signed on the dot-
ted line with the Knights. 

“I’m very happy, proud – there’s so 
many words you could actually use,” 
said Aries. “He’s defi nitely done what 
he needs to do and he’s working hard.”

Here’s a couple of things 
to know when it comes to the 
New Hampton boys track team 
annual trek to Waukon — the 
weather isn’t going to be great 
and the meet is going to fl y by. 

That’s why Chickasaw coach 
Scott Jenkins had a little fun 
with his lineup last Thursday. 

“The Waukon meet was one 
to let the boys try some dif-
ferent events or relay legs that 
they normally don't do,” Jenkins 
said. “I think the kids enjoy that, 
because for most of those events 
we aren't looking to win or 
maybe even medal, so there isn't 
pressure to win. They can just 
compete and enjoy the switch.” 

And while the Chickasaws 
fi nished fi fth in the six-team 
meet, New Hampton showed 
some fl ashes despite having 
athletes try diff erent events. 

New Hampton’s Carson 
Laures continued what is turn-
ing into a fantastic freshman 
campaign by winning the long 
jump with a leap of 18-11 and 
anchoring Ethan Carter, Beau 
Serie and Dylen Schmitt to 
a win in the distance medley 
relay with a season-best time of 
3:51.68. 

The Chickasaws also got 
runner-up fi nishes from Jay 
Pickar, Kinnick Wisner, Dylan 
Maloy and Austyn Kleppe in the 
4x100 and from Pickar, Maloy, 
Kye Rausch and Wisner in the 
4x200. 

The trip to Waukon came 
two days after New Hampton 
fi nally got a nice night from 
Mother Nature at the Comet 
Relays in Charles City and the 
Chickasaws responded with a 
solid third-place fi nish. 

“We had some great individ-
ual eff orts and relays that set 
season best marks.  We were 
happy with those results, espe-
cially the 4x200,” Jenkins said 
of the quartet of Wisner, Carter, 
Schmitt and Serie that claimed 
a win in a season-best time of 
1:34.88. “I don't think we've 
locked in on who our fi nal 4 are 
for that relay, but as long as our 
times keep coming down, we 
can keep experimenting with 

that lineup.” 
Laures, meanwhile, claimed 

wins in both the individual hur-
dle races — the 110 highs and 
the 400 lows — and both came 
with season-best times. Braden 
Manson (3,200), Serie (100) 
and Wisner, Kleppe, Maloy and 
Elliott Eiler (4x100) all took 
runner-up fi nishes. 

Jenkins’ boys were sched-

At this point 
of the season, it's easy to get in 
a groove with how we practice 
(we usually don't go hard the 
day before or day after a meet) 
so it's nice to be able to get a 
tough practice in because of the 
cancellation.” 

And on a team where youth 
dominates — New Hampton 
has just two seniors, Serie and 
Eiler — Jenkins has found plen-
ty of positives. 

"I've been impressed with 
how some of our younger guys 
have stepped up at meets and 
practice as well,” he said. “They 
don't complain or drag when 
we put them in tough events 
or have a hard practice; they 
listen to what we say — reasons 
why we need to push it in tough 
practices or hard events at a 
meet — and go out and do it.  
That's great to see as coaches.” 

Meanwhile, decision day is 
looming for Jenkins and his 
assistants, Jordan Rommes and 
Cari Laures. 

That’s because after travel-
ing to Cresco for a coed meet 
tonight (Thursday) and host-
ing its annual invitational on 
Monday, the Chickasaws head 
to Charles City for the NEIC 
meet a week from today. And 
on May 15, New Hampton is off  
to Cresco for the Class 2A state 
qualifying meet.

Adam Ewert is feeling it. 
Now the key is to get his New Hampton 

teammates to come along for the ride. 
The Chickasaw senior remained on fi re 

out on the links Tuesday night at a home 
triangular as he rolled to the medalist top 
spot with a career-low, one-over par 37 at 
the New Hampton Golf & Country Club. 

“It was steady the whole way,” said 
Ewert. 

It wasn’t quite enough for Brad Shatek’s 
Chickasaws as they came up one stroke 
short of Sumner-Fredericksburg in the 
overall team score – 176 to 177. Area 
squad Turkey Valley was a respectable 
third with a 181 and saw sensational soph-
omore Nicholas Bernhard earn the run-
ner-up medalist slot as he carded a 39. 

Ewert has now risen to the top spot on 
the leaderboard for three-straight meets as 
he was awarded with medalist distinction 
last Friday at a triangular at Crestwood. He 
carded a 39 in that road trek to Howard 
County and earlier in the week on Tuesday 
at home in a dual versus MFL MarMac, he 
teamed with Chickasaw sopho-
more teammate Charlie Kriener 
to share the No. 1 spot as each 
fi red 39s. 

That meet against the 
Bulldogs saw New Hampton 
shoot a season low 167, but 
NH fell to MFL (163) by four 
strokes. Waukon bested New 
Hampton by two strokes in 
Crestwood – 173-175. 

But the big story the past 
few weeks has been the dialed-
in play of Ewert – whose only 
blemish on Tuesday was hole 
No. 4 (double bogey), where 
he hooked it left off  the tee.

New Hampton Chickasaw girls 
golf team to three more wins on 
the season last week – the latter 
included a new school record 
18-hole round of 325 shot on 
Thursday at home to win the 
NH Invite. 

The old school 18-hole record 
of 327 took place in 2019 during 
New Hampton’s state meet. The 
Chickasaws won a girls state 
golf championship for the fi rst 
time in school history at Ames 
that year. 

This fantastic fi nish at home 
comes off  the heels of a 328 on 
Monday at Waverly, followed 
by a nine-hole score of 155 at 
home on Tuesday – four off  the 
school record of 151 shot in the 
season opener at home versus 
Charles City. 

“It’s been an awesome start 
to the season – probably a lit-
tle beyond what I expected to 
have happen to be honest,” said 
Olson, in his 15th season of 
guiding the NH girls golf pro-
gram. “I knew we were going to 
be good, but not the level we’ve 
been playing at right here at this 
point.”

Is New Hampton good? No 
doubt. 

The stats prove that out as 
the Chickasaws are listed as the 
second-best team in the entire 
state (all classes) when it comes 
to combined adjusted scoring 
average. New Hampton sports a 
167.18 – Class 4A’s Ames is No. 
1 with a 164.4.

Can the Chickasaws get bet-
ter? The answer to that query 
is leaning toward a yes as well
